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Bingo the clown: We live in a world bombarded that we’re supposed to look like and/or admire. It also influences what we buy and why we make the transaction in the first place going to university is not a do/die decision many people believe that by not going you will never have a good life or by going and enrolling in a certain major will give you a happier life (these are all lies generated by societal pressures). 
Consequentialism: If I do something I must think of the consequences (good and bad) before I commence the action. The best decision will bring about the best consequence. 
Consequentialist Theory			Deontology (Kantianism)
1) good/bad				1) right/wrong
2) wants/desires				2) rights/duties
3) emotions/feelings			3) reason/logic
Are we emotional/rational beings? Do we make decisions based on how we feel? Physical & Psychological desires to achieve a certain end comes with a positive/negative consequence. 
· Rights are not something you want = something you already have embedded. However, human rights are not necessarily moral rights per say. 
Consequentialism: Epicurus: I don’t follow anyones rules because I can make my own and therefore follow my own path. 
The ultimate goal in life is to become truly and fully happy (in the majority of things you do).
Epicurus was a civil servant and business man who changed his life to make the Epicurus Garden. People thought he was a hedonist (a person who seeks the basic pleasures in life i.e. Lindsay Lohan)
In general, people need 3 things to make them happy:
1) Friends (people you can trust and rely on)
2) Money to buy basic needs
3) Freedom (to think and say what you want)
John Mill accuses people of Hedonism: he goes on to say that once your basic needs are met you don’t need more “you begin to want more”. 
John Stuart Mills – 19th Century English Philosopher and considered the grandfather of Canadian Philo.
Utilitarianism  minorities/liberal rights
John Lock: U.S. society mentality whereby the majority should rule
Jeremy Bentham – 18th century (Hedonist) who paved the way for naturalist philosophy. To know what the good is look at the way people behave in its natural form. The basis for morals in pain/pleasure principle is simply to seek pleasure and avoid pain. 
· Economic theory: all good things are useful and benefit societies while useless things are bad
· Find the efficiencies or goods of societies and less waste (the bad) will come about
Usefulness – Utility (Utilitarian by Bentham)
What is the greatest good?? = Happiness (it has to be the happiness of the greatest number of people in a community, not just the happiness of one person. 
Rule: Act so as to create the greatest amount of happiness for the greatest number of people.
All Utilitarians accept this rule
Bentham: Animals are equal to us as moral beings. We might be smarter, but we are not better.
Mills: The ultimate goal of morals (humanity) is not a world of happy animals. Humans have intellectual pleasures (read books, puzzles, learn etc…) Ex of the two world: one with only intellectual humans and another with intellectual pigs… which one would you choose? Tries to remove the self interest aspect
It’s better to be an unsatisfied human than a satisfied pig
Bentham & Epicurus agree on the greatest good for the greatest #. Mills says you choose the greatest good even if it makes you unhappy. They include the self interest aspect. 
Happiness is NOT an abstract concept. The only proof that people should choose what they desire is the fact that people do chose what they desire. 
Evil is a religious word with different definitions attached to it. Willie Vockom defined evil as the act of being duplicative. Lago (Othello), Satan (Bible), Vriah Heep (David Copperfield). 
G.E. Moore (20th Century English Philo): Evil is wearing the mask of two faces (you’re nice to your friend and behind him you actually want to harm him).
Bentham (if it feels good it is good) Vs. GE Moore (Disagrees with Bentham i.e. rape, murder, etc…)
Pleasure/pain = part of our anatomy
Good/bad = moral values
IS/OUGHT Falacy: David Hume: Science that says you cannot go from fact to value (a value is not logically derived from a fact) i.e. The sunset is beautiful (science has facts about the sun like its rays/angles/temperature/distance from earth etc… a value is then ascribed to it when a human watches it rise and fall during the day. 
Business is consequentialist – it is profitable (the consequence of being in business)
· Desire for power, $, fame are all good provided they DO NOT violate utilitarian principles 
The main criticism of Utilitarianism is that “the end justifies the means”
