Authority (Max Weber)

Max Weber point outs that the basis of authority differs according to the nature of authority.  

Authority is the power to make decisions, to give commands to someone, but also, authority is vested in the individual by virtue of their office. 

Legitimacy is the respond to command. 

Traditional Authority: the legitimacy in this structure is derived from a respect for the sanctity of tradition (Ex of Queen Elizabeth II)

Charismatic Authority:  the legitimacy is based on the extraordinary qualities and missions of the charismatic leader.  (Ex of MLK)

Legal Authority: the legitimacy based on legal principles, and it is the rule of law legitimized the authority.  (Ex of Police Officer) 


Presidential and Parliamentary  (Juan Linz)

Flexibility – P (every 4 years) / PT (anytime) election
Winner takes all – Zero sum game no mojo. No min. is one person with a fix long term in the office, no new election b4 end of term.
Time limit – P (not more than 2 term to avoid tyrannies) / PT (have time to build)
Dual-Legitimacy – P (exe and leg responsible for bad things) / PT (are fuse power)
Personalization – P (power invest in individual) / PT (debate w/I the party or group of party

 Political Parties

Group of individual who came together for the purpose of public authority and implemented policy agenda.

Type of P.P

Cadre – Born out of the legislative and people already have power. Called as Elite and own property. (Lib & Cons)

Mass -  Product of industrialization – not own property,  come labor party , protect underclass. (NDP & PQ)

3 Functions:

Govern – implement the policy (3 branch)
Organize – parties across national level
Inform – the elector

Party Systems

The regularize form of completion between P.P and democracy

2 major form:

Two –Party System (U.S – Democrat & Republican)
Multi- Party System (Netherlands)

Simply Plurality (FFTP) Emerge of two parties (50+1) before form a coalition and winner take all)

Proportion Representation – Emerge of a multi-party system, coalition form after the election, all win. 


 Pluralism 

Main principle of pluralism is tat only one group does not dominate the control and authority in a society.  Where they meet to generate a system of power elite.  It does illustrate that power is separate between government groups etc. 

Another one is pluralism help and pushes individual who have different and several interest to join a team that share the same interest.  Since its it only for person who has various interests, this won’t be allowed political power for a solitary group or fewer. 

Solid competition between social & interest assemblies in which they are free to do it. And it is totally legal to deliver such activity.

Federal system is a political concept of a government organization where the power will be divided among a central government: the national, local and state level of government. There are many countries that operate using federal government such as Australia, Germany, Brazil, the U.S which is know to be the creator of federalism and Canada are acknowledge to be under a federal system.  In Political System, each level of government has autonomy in some zone and other zone they will share power to tax but only the national (federal) can declare ware on another country.  Division of power is constitualise 

Difference:  Confederation is a deliberation association of some independent state that’s still retains in sovereignty to se if they follow or not the central government. 

Difference:  Unitary is one central government, more than federal system that will control everything; the power will not be shared between states, countries or provinces, for instance, in France, Spain and U.K.  Division of power is not constitualise
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
