3x8=18 marks
Choose 3 of 6 passages 
-identify title and author
-comment on overall theme, imagery,diction,allusions, figures of speech(similies,metaphors,personification,alliteration, rhythm, or rhyme scheme(whichever ones are applicable to the passage)
-DO NOT PARAPHRASE ( put passage in own words, this is not analysis).
TIPS
-only involve bio if it influences poem
-cant use same poem as u choose for poetry essay
-limit to 15 mins on each passage
-paraphrase or summarize = loss of points

Part II: Analysis of prose passages
3x6=18 marks
-choose 3 from drama and novel topics
-author/title


Part III: The poetry essay 600 words (12 marks) 
-4 topics: choose 1
-discussion of a genre of poetry (lyric, narrative, dramatic monologue)
-a comparison between two poems on similar themes
-discussion of a specific poem

Tips for the poetry essay
-topics used for previous essays will not be repeated
-quote if you can, or refer to ideas from another part of the poem.
-social, historical or biographical may be important
-allow about 30 mins to write
-leave space at end of essay


BONUS (3 MARKS)
-short answer 2-3 sentences
