Beccaria
Classical and positivist criminology is talking about criminology today

Classical criminology is talking about how humans have a rational capacity. Looking at this capacity is supposed to explain how we act. We are the authors of our own destiny (choose what you do or do not do). Because we are intelligent people, we can understand what we can or cannot do (our limitations or Capabilities). SIMILAR TO SOCIAL CONTRACT THEORY. Looking Crime, a classical criminologist would say that the reason people participate in crime is because people do it with knowledge of what they are doing and what the consequences are (crime is a product Of free will). There is a calculus saying if you will commit crime than if you do not, where the gain associated with the crime is greater than the pain associated with the potential punishment, it is reason that a person will actually commit a crime. If you are a law maker and your interest is to reduce crime… you increase the cost associated with the crime and decrease the potential reward! Key person associated with Beccaria an Bentham (remember, these people were not around when ‘criminology’ was here)

Positivist criminology looks at how behaviour is outside the control of human beings (we are not writing a script… ). A positivist criminologist would not say you have free will, you are acting on things because it is pre-determined behaviour. Crime  is not a product of free choice, it is in many ways pre-determined behaviour based on particular dispositions of the person. Punishment does not get to the root of the problem, therefore punishment will not prevent crime. The focus is on the causes of criminological behaviour based on biological, psychological, social. The key person is Lambrosseau.
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
