Key Terms 
· Community – people with like minded ideas, not necessarily geographical
· Three segments of our lives – learn, do, give back 
· Don’t always see hierarchical structure 
· Both a benefit to society and other individuals that collaborate towards same goal
· If we put into society we will benefit – grows society as a whole

Social Segment
· There is a whole economy that accomplishes things in society, increased amount of volunteer
· Volunteering increases the social capital

What is civil society?
· This segment is under real pressure now a days
· Real issue with volunteers is that they have other priorities (day job, family) 
· Don’t tend to be free – if giving away free item the event will drastically increase attendance 
· Issue: If you want continuity and persistency you need to be paid position

Communities 
· Maslow: psychological, safety, social, esteem, self-actualization 
· Community fits with these needs 
· Based on various criteria – gender, age, ethnicity, etc.. 

Who is included?
· Charities, foundations, businesses, communities 

What characterizes the segment?
· Solidarity drifts if there is nothing happening, no change
· Based on good neighbors and trust 
· Commitment – doesn’t work if people aren’t committed

Civil Society Overall
· Some organizations set aside portion of revenue to help society
· Brings in money – homeless can wash their clothes then earn extra money washing other items
· Bicycle repair shop – unskilled are trained to repair dropped off bikes, then sell these bikes 
· Tend to be small – big volunteer, small management 
· Less emphasis on building up profits 
· Much more practical when referred to manual labour 
· Symbolism – connection, St. John’s Ambulance is over 1000 years old

The Contemporary Civil Society Segment
· Ottawa was in top 10 – trying to promote intelligence of civil society 
· Why can't we have diagnostic tools at home? If we really need to, then go in to clinic

· All areas should be equal in education and health
