· 

Trudeau
1. October 8,1971 – proclaimed in the house of commons that Canada is a multicultural society
1. Took 17 years to come up with a multiculturalism act

Brian Malrooney
1. July 21st, 1988 was when the multiculturalism act was signed by Malrooney
1. Very important for the leisure of Canada
1. Very important because it created “Equal opportunity and equal recognition for all”
1. Multiculturalism policy was deemed to be necessary at the time

Research in leisure studies

Malpass
1. In the early 1970s (1973) a public sector employee came up with and published a paper that focused on including immigrants. The “total” community includes ethnic groups
1. Called for recreation programs at all government levels, in particular, the municipal level closest to the people. Let all levels be reevaluated and adapt an integrated philosophy through the practice 

Heinonen
1. Talked about the importance of recreation for members of ethnic communities 
1. Recreation is an avenue that can help bridge the gap between your old country and your new country
1. Talked about the power of sports, hobbies, and seasonal festivals 

Karadakis
1. Research needs to be expanded in leisure and ethnicity to include a focus on Canada’s new generation immigrants coming from Asia, the Middle East, the Caribbean, Central and South America, as well as the United States
2. To examine recreation needs and behaviors of subgroups within ethnic groups that have been overlooked in the past (eg. Third and fourth generation immigrants)
3. To explore the impact of multiculturalism policies on ethno specific and non-ethno specific recreation pursuits 
4. To conduct applied research and case studies of the recreation centres and communities of ethnic groups.
5. To utilize qualitative approaches that have been scantily used in Canadian based leisure research. To explore the relationship between recreation behavior and cultural identity

National Parks Act (1930)

The playground movement 
Brought based on an example that started in Boston through Joseph Lee, who started the Boston Sand Gardens 
Municipalities started to realize recreation parks were important

1910-1919
urbanization started to take off 

1930-1939
· physical activity becoming popular in public school systems
· 1937
· the unemployment and agricultural assistance act 
· It examined all aspects of unemployment and marked the beginning of federal and provincial programs, in support of physical recreation and physical fitness

1940-1949
· leisure put on hold/halted because of world war 
· 1943- 
· the national physical fitness act. 
· Established federal funding authority for provincial recreational projects.

1950s
· activities started to grow 
· public sector and private sector expanded at a tremendous rate 
· consumerism 
· 1952-
·  Television viewing becoming a popular leisure activity

1960s
· known as the boom years for recreation in Canada
· increase in environmental conservation and preservation 
· expansion of the public park & recreation system. Government was expanding their services 
· urbanization continued to grow, leading to government providing subsidized facilities 
· provincial governments also expanded. Established units, branches, departments, responsible for recreation 
· 1961- 
· fitness and amateur sport act 
· redefined the role of senior government for sport, recreation and leisure
· helped establish federal & provincial relationships for the delivery of leisure services

1970-1979
thanks to participaction, field of sports and recreation grew 
Canadian based journals and periodicals started to emerge 
Focus was on getting people to research fitness
1979
· a revised “national park policy” was put forth, which gave first priority to ecological integrity and the setting of legislative limits and park development 

1980-1989
· constraints continued 
· cut backs in the public sector
· result of decreasing public funds 
· increasing cost for services 
· government was left with challenge of increasing revenues and decreasing spending 
· ***1987
· national recreation statement was passed 
· portrayed the governments beliefs about recreation

1990-1999
· economic difficulties 
· Canada’s national parks was the largest in the world 
· 1992
· a catalogue was released in Canada- entitled “The benefits of parks &recreation” 
· this catalogue provided an example of how recreation services can benefit users 
· also encouraged municipalities to establish and alert catalogues
· 1998
· parks Canada agency act was passed
·  this act made parks Canada an official operating agency 
· went one step further, and confirmed that the national parks in Canada would not be commercialized or privatized 

2000
another revised national parks act was put in place and this act highlighted long term ecological integrity objectives and indicators
