Business is about the bottom line 

A Christmas Carol (1951) - Charles Dickens - not about Christmas but business 

Mr. Fezziwig - money is not everything in business  - there are other reasons for being in business - goes bankrupt

Mr. Jorkins - money is everything - goes bankrupt - selfish so people bring down business - do not survive - self-destruct - wanted money but self destroyed 

Money does not always make people happy - but to some extent it does

Rockney Jacobsen

Milton Friedman - American economist - capitalism is morally justified because it provides the best standard of living 

What is a better standard of living?

Standard of living/quality of living - to a certain extent they are the same thing 

Standard of living - how much money

Quality of life - someone with 2 million is twice as happy as someone with 1 million - from a certain point the amount of money would not increase your quality of life 

Inside Job (2012)

Business is justified because it delivers high quality of goods 

Capitalism - to the profit motive but the delivery of goods motive - provides better life to everybody rather than only for those with money 

Can you have a high quality of life under the profit motive? -  in order to enrich someone, he or she may lower someone else's life - poor gets poorer and rich gets richer

What is the value of a human life? - it is not priceless - people do not treat themselves priceless - otherwise you would not buy a house 

What is animal life worth? 

Product safety - one question about profit 

With regard to animal life - animal rights/wants - people do not like cruelty - 6 years in jail with hitting his dog - what is cruelty?

Human medical experiments - instead of testing on animals test on humans 

Human trials - medical experiments

The Constant Gardener - novel based on lots of true research 

Jameison and Regan 

The unlimited use argument - I do not care about animals - if killing them will make human lives better and go ahead 

1) Cartesian argument - Rene Descartes 17th French - Mind and body - two words - god is mind - animals do not have minds, do not have souls, so they cannot experience pain - they are just a type of machine - why we could make testaments with animals - so, let's do painless experiments on people 

2) Might-makes-right- let's experiment on weaker humans 

3) the knowledge argument - you get better knowledge from human experiments 

4) Researcher Freedom - we do not allow researchers to do anything anyway 

Peta 

Never use animals

1) Never inflict pain on another being (what about doctors and dentists)

2) Informed consent - (what about children? what about those who are unconscious?)

3) Never inflict harm upon another being (self-defence)

4) Animals are innocent - neither are children 

Modified Innocent Principle 

You are morally allowed to kill an innocent persons only if it saves the lives of greater number of innocent people
