Why do we study grammar?
· Communication
· Control 

The Eight Parts of Speech:
· Noun (N): Person, place thing, or idea
· Pronoun (PN): Used to replace a noun (Ex. The pronoun’s antecedent) 
· Verb (V): Expresses an action or state of being
· Article (ART): Marks a noun
· There are only three: the, a, an 
· Adjective (ADJ): Modifies/describes a noun or pronoun 
· Which one? What kind of? How many? 
· Adverb (ADV): Modifies/qualifies a verb, adjective, or another adverb
· When? Where? How? Why? Under what conditions? To what degree? 
· Preposition (P): A word that comes before a noun or pronoun to create a phrase modifying another word in a sentence 
· Conjunction (C): Joins words, phrases, or clauses to indicate relations 
· Coordinating = FANBOYS (For, And, Nor, But, Or, Yet, So)
· Subordinating = if, although, because, etc
· Correlative = either….or; neither….nor, etc. 

Identify the Eight Parts of Speech: 
· Jameel hugged his knapsack in his sleep as the temperature in the old cabin dropped steadily. 
· Start with nouns (N) and verbs (V).
· Identify articles (ART) and pronouns (PN). 
· Now identify the adjectives (ADJ) and adverbs (ADV).
· Finally, identify the words that remain as either prepositions (P) or conjunctions (C).
· Soon after graduation, Jacqueline found a job and began perfecting the skills she had acquired during her program. 
· Start with nouns (N) and verbs (V).
· Identify articles (ART) and pronouns (PN). 
· Now identify the adjectives (ADJ) and adverbs (ADV).
· Finally, identify the words that remain as either prepositions (P) or conjunctions (C).

Parts of Sentences: Subjects and Predicates 
· Sentence = N (or PN) + V
· Sentence = Actor + Action  
· Ex. The dog barked. It barked. 
· The brown dog barked loudly. 
· Subject, Predicate
· The brown dog barked loudly. 
· Complete Subject, Simple Subject  Dog
· Examples: 
· [You] Get the ball!
· Why do [the old women from the retirement village] wear white after Labour day? 
· There is [Homer] over by the donuts.
· [The airplane with the damaged engine] made an emergency landing. 
· [Neither the Oilers nor the Leafs] advanced to the playoffs. 
· [Oats, peas, beans, and barley] grow in my garden.
· Patient are [the parents who teach their children to read at an early age]. 
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
