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III. For each of the following: (1) identify which of the three nondeductive arguments that we considered in chapter three is used. Next, (2) state whether the argument is successful or unsuccessful. (3) If the argument is successful, provide a brief explanation for why it is so. If the argument is unsuccessful, provide a brief explanation for why it is so. Each is worth 2 marks.
1. I conclude that I have constructed a successful logical argument because I have followed these steps: Clarify the original position of your argument; determine the goal or conclusion of your logical argument, the main point you want to prove; write the premises for your argument, a series of provable, testable facts obtained through research, observation or experimentation; research each premise for evidence and support; reduce the number of premises you have by making inferences, logical assertions based on a series of premises; make one final inference explaining each of your remaining premises and stating your final conclusion.
Plausibility Argument: Successful for the reason that there are six confirming instances, six points (and sub-points) that certainly support the conclusion regarding constructing a good logical argument.

2. A random survey of 300 nurses (out of 600 nurses in total) from various departments at the General Hospital revealed that 98% are overly tired, stressed out, and overworked. Jane is a nurse at the General Hospital. Therefore, in all likelihood, Jane is overly tired, stressed out, and overworked.
Statistical Syllogism: Successful for the reason that the survey was random, the sample size large, which suggests that if Jane is a nurse in the General Hospital, probability would suggest that she is overly tired, stressed out, and overworked. 

3. The university paper recently reported the results of an online questionnaire asking many students living in the dorms about their sex lives. It turns out that we can conclude that young people today are shockingly promiscuous.
Inductive Generalization: Unsuccessful as an online questionnaire is not an adequate source for information since it is not random and attracts a self-selected sample. Also, students living in dorms are not representative of young people across the board.
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
