Kin Policing: (just what it sounds, your family or kin police you and are responsible for you, the elders are the police)
-The code of Hammurabi
-If any one bring an accusation of any crime before the elders, ad does not prove what he has charged, he shall, if it be a capital offense charged, be put to death
-If a judge try a case, reach a decision, and present his judgments in writings; if later error shall appear in his decision, and it be through his own fault, then he shall pay twelve times the fine set by him in the case, and he shall be publically removed from the judge bench, and never again shall he sit there to render judgment
-This mouth to mouth justice system is highly subject to corruption and lax justice, this was the case until the Hammurabic code which codified laws for the first time. 
-When we first codified laws they were very intense and serious, examples are above. 
Roman Influences:
-Julius Caesar became the first dictator of Rome by being the first to take the legions back to Rome, it used to be that the soldiers would police the conquered territory and when they return to Rome across the Rubicon they are no longer soldiers. The military should not be used to police its own citizens.
-Caesar Agustus becomes the new Caesar and establishes a protective service agency of secret police called The Praetorian Guard
-This becomes the seeds of corruption, the first undercover operations and there were many assassination plots because they didn’t like the emperor either
-Then the Vigiles were established, they were to watch for fires during the night. The words vigilante and vigilance. Most crime goes down at night so these Vigiles became kind of watchmen
French and English 
Gendarme System:
-This was created by Charlemagne and had a centralized policing structure in that the power of policing in this structure laid within the state and these men of arms where paid and professionals
The Frankpledge System:
-Created by Alfred the Great was a decentralized policing structure (power is in the community not the state) and these men were not paid (so not professional since they aren't paid) 
-The Gendarme are a militarized police force, military officers with police status, men who can be deployed as both police or soldiers
The Frankpledge system:
-First there are the Tythingman and 10 of these makes a Hundredman (the Tythingman is anybody old enough to pay taxes?). ~~

1215 - Magna Carta (innocent until guilty)
1285 - The Statue of Wichester. Establishes a parish constable who regulates arms, it also creates the Hue and Cry the obligation to help those being crimed against. This also gives us the Assize of arms and every male 13 or older needed to have a weapon
-Arming the citizens and the Hue and Cry puts responsibility on the citizens
Industrial revolution 
-Crime increases and this prompts things like 1748 Henry Fielding's 'Bow Street Runners' a group you saw when you get ripped off they get your stuff back. Thiefs that stole from Thieves 
Sir Robert Peels Ifluence
-Two Modern Traditions of Policing: The Royal Irish Constabulary (1812) - and the London Metropolitan Police (1829)
-Peel wrote a law in Westminster implementing the first police force in London but it was put down, this is before he was the Prime Minister. London people were nervous of the Gendarme of France and didn’t want a military institution
-Peel then goes to Ireland and creates the Royal Irish Constabulary and this still exists today. He created this agency from returning soldiers and they would be wearing their military uniform and use their arms, they were a barracked police force who live where they work and do not police hometowns
-Ireland soon after gets hit with the famine and there is a mass exodus to Canada
-IN Bugs Bunny the cops were always Irish
-These people who came to the US and Canada because so many of these Irish policeman had to immigrate and settle in northern states and Canada 
-1939 Legislation is passed allowing all communities to create police services in England
-History does show that formal police services are only created when communtities felt the need to do so
-Peel later attempts to put forth the police law again and in 1829 it succeeds, London agrees to be policed and we have the London Metropolitan police force
-He made his new police to wear blue instead military red and they were unarmed  (save for the truncheon) 
-The bobbies become iconic 
-Peel creates the idea that people need to help prevent and fight crime, the civilians need to take a part in keeping bad guys down
-Peel's police force are not the military and that was part of the whole point of it
Policing in Canada Pre-confederation
-1651 - Police appear on the streets of Quebec City, duties are limited to watching for fires and guarding citizens ar night
1673 - The governor of New France drafts the first police regulations in Canada and the laws that the police are to enforce
1749 - A police force is created I Halifax to respond to disturbances caused by sailors and an increasing crime rate. This port (pier 21) is important because that’s where most of the immigrants landed (like from England and France and such)
1792 - The first parliament of Upper Canada divides Upper Canada into townships and counties , groups which are formed into provincial districts. Provision is made to form a police system in Upper Canada. The Parliament orders that jails and court houses be built in these districts 
1793 - The parliament of Upper Canada enacts a law providing for the nomination and appointment of a High County Constable for each provincial district
1830 - Crime in Upper Canada is on the increase and disorders become more frequent. Canada has no institutions to detain persons and even serious offenders are given short terms in local jails
1834 - The formation of the MTP (Metro Toronto Police)
1843 - Montreal City Police
1858 - Upper Canada Legislation authorizes towns and cities to create their own police services
1864 - The creation of the Western Frontier Constabulary (forerunners to the Mouties)
Early Municipal Police Services:
-Three Mandates: Conflicts between labour and management - Morals enforcement - apprehending criminals
-The police force was called in to deal with those issues, the local force and later the Mounties
History of the RCMP:
-Confederation and Nation Building
-1873 NWMP
-Dominion Police
-Early 20th Century 
-Strike Breakers NS, QU, BC
- 1917-1950 assume provincial policing duties
-War Time Mounties
-Mid 20th Century 
-Late 20th Century and Early 21st Century 
-1867 shortly before confed, John A McDonald sends a report on what it would take to police the west and the report comes back that he would need a few hundred horseback. John A is concerned about the undefended border of the US-Canada. This and the possibility of a US invasion
-People are en mass going out west (manifest destiny) and when they get out west the American natives are there. The Americans sends in the Army to deal with the Indians. It is scary to have the American army to be posted just next to our undefended border

-There were some people of questionable morality in the RCMP
-The Mounties would be on horseback and they would wear red because we are allied with the English who are allied with the Natives
