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DAY 1 SEPT 5TH 
· International relations represent a country’s values and interests abroad. On the basis of these interests a country will define its foreign politics. A country must have the capacity to sustain its foreign policy. The context of any given time’s international relations plays a part in any country’s foreign policy. 
· 1783: republic of the USA is recognized (treaty of paris)
· All men are created equal; first time a country announces this in their constitution
· Separation of power; of Church and State
· George Washington is elected president and calls USA a rising empire 
· 1910:
· The US president could change the world
· Create regime change
· Buy/sell countries
· Invade any country 
· Extreme power 
· What were the objectives and the interests throughout the 19th century for the USA to become what it has become? 
· 19th century American history is the history of the extraction of European colonialism across the Americas and the Caribbean by American colonialism 
· 2 factors aided in the conceptualization of an American empire
· Tradition
· The American empire simply continued the imperial tradition of the brits, the French, the Spaniards and became the main empire. They were a rising empire whereas the older empires were descending empires. 
· Geography 
· The USA was born with extreme proportions…they were already massive, they had the proportions of an empire from the get-go. Larger than all of occidental Europe 
DAY 2 SEPT 10TH
· Before the revolution or the independence, the elite of the American colonisers aided in the destruction of the French empire in North America to extend the British Empire. These men had expansionist hopes in the North West (Indians) and in the north (Canada) as well as the Spanish territory of Florida. 
· Once they became independent, they took over that part of the British empire and it was their duty to keep, safeguard and Americanise that territory. They wanted to create a new empire opposed to other dominant empires. 
· We knew the eastern extent of the 13 colonies (atlantic ocean), but we didn’t have set borders to the west. They created a republic with these 13 colonies with an American government for one, but kept some traditions such as common law and English political philosophy (john locke). 
· Commerce continued very strongly with the british empire, because the old british empire colonised these territories to only do business with the british empire. So they were already linked to the british empire. 
· “American national interests” as an ideology began here 
· 1789: ratification of the American constitution 
· First American president George Washington 
· Jedidiah Morse 
· Publicized a very popular book called “the American geography” 
· Ideologies of imperialism and nationalism throughout the book 
· Rejects the descriptions of Europeans as far as colonisation goes and their capacity to properly colonise
· Talks about the growing capacity of America to reclaim the Caribbean and the land to the west of the Mississippi (border created by treaty of Paris of 1783) 
· Says the Caribbean is the natural property of the continent which will surely be reclaimed by America 
· “American destiny” 
· A few years after 1789
· Timothy Dwight 1794 
· Popular poet, president of Yale wrote Greenfield Hill 
· Wrote about the growth of the American empire further than the pacific 
· “renovate mankind”  
· 4 steps of American empire
· Independence 
· Construction of national politics (federalism) 
· Territorial expansionism 
· Extra territorial Expansionism 
· 3 schools of American politics 
· Nationalist 
· American ideals; idealism, benevolence of America, positive change in the world, politics of morality and well-to-do 
· Realist 
· Based on the examination of real American interests; not necessarily a state of well-to-do but a state based on protecting its own interests before others
· Revisionist; critical school, America is an aggressive imperialist looking for military, cultural, social and political domination willing to use any means to achieve these goals 
Diplomatic experiences 
· 2 major elements of the wars between france and England
· The role of colonisers 
· Their interests
· Consequences of these colonial wars 
· War of independence of America
· Alliance of the future Americans with France 
· The aggressions between France and England transferred into North America in the hopes that one empire wouldn’t have the advantage over the other. 
· At the beginning of the 18th century, empires wanted to create terms under which there would not be any more war
· 1713 treaty of Utrecht 
· Creating a peace based on the balance of powers 
· It was not in the interest of any empire to make war indefinitely 
· We must understand that no one thought there would be lasting peace, they just needed time to relax before going back into fighting 
· Acadia, newfoundland and Rupert’s Land were given to the brits by the French 
· Quebec, montreal and the st Laurent basin as well as the Mississippi, new Orleans and Louisiana were recognized as being French with the possibility of continued French expansion to the west
· Spain takes florida and the south west 
· There would be a neutral territory between the French and british territories which would be populated by the Indians 
· For the English colons, Utrecht was a disaster because the brits accepted a French empire in North America. (after all these wars to eliminate the French from NA, London actually accepted French presence in NA as well as indian buffer zones)
· The English colonisers wanted to grow and expand further than the interests of the metropolis 
· We can say that since this treaty, the Americans began their separation with the metropolis 
· The colons complained that the French were now capable of encircling the English territories as well as an easy expansion to the west 
DAY 3
SEPT 12TH 
· 1763
· GB won the war against France and France almost entirely left NA 
· GB is the greatest strength on Earth
· Military 
· Economic 
· Treaty of Paris 
· France loses all of NF and Canada goes to Britain 
· Spain allied with France loses Florida to the English
· France can’t keep Louisiana 
· Offered to Spain so that it doesn’t go to the Brits 
· English colonials played a big part in the war allied to the brits and they are enemies to the catholic French on the same land 
· The interests of the Metropolis and the interests of the colonials 
· King of GB proclamation of 1763
· The English colonials can’t  live to the west of the Appalachians 
· He did this to avoid war with the Indians 
· He wanted to reserve this land for the Royal English Family 
· Parcelization and sales of territory 
· The colonialists are furious about this, they just won a war and they want the right to conquer but the King took that way from them with this proclamation 
· The divergence of interests grows with the added taxation of the colonialists 
· 1770 sees a growing amount of people fighting against the taxation of the British 
· Boston Tea Party
· We start hearing about independence 
· The Crown is afraid that the Canadians join the Americans against the brits so the Crown signs the Quebec Act of 1774 
· Redefine the governance of Quebec
· At that point almost entirely French Catholic 
· This act allows the territorial growth of Quebec into the North West 
· Between the Mississippi, Ohio, and the Great Lakes 
· Very rich land 
· Since the king wanted to keep that land, he gave the Canadians that land, he knew he could take that land back from the Canadians very easily; they were dominated 
· Freedom of catholic religion 
· Wanted to guarantee these people don’t go against him
· The colonialists are enraged 
· They are british so they should be equal to the brits in England but they are not
· They are not represented in the British parliament 
· “no taxation without representation” 
· The british plan worked in the sense that the Canadians didn’t join the colonial revolts, but they screwed up with the new system of taxation which pushed the colonialists over the edge 
· Alliance with the French in the War if Independence 
· The colonialists had no true army yet they were engaging themselves in a war
· The colonialist army was the british army, but now the british army was the enemy 
· Now they had to create an army
· Every colony had a militia but they weren’t professional soldiers 
· Militias cant engage in a long term war because they have to take care of home things
· Washington was named the general of the revolutionary army 
· He never knew how many soldiers he could count on on any given day to fight the war 
· Insufficient amount of weapons, men and money 
· The revolution was doomed at the very beginning 
· They then went to France for an alliance because the americans had absolutely no chance against the brits on their own 
· This is what allowed the independence of America 
· The loyalists, for the most part, came to Canada 
· Starting in 1775, the French began sending the americans weapons to prepare themselves 
· This is an alliance based off mutual interests it is a necessary alliance 
· 1775-1783 war of independence 
· International war from the start
· France and spain
· France was out of the continent 
· Spain just lost Gibraltar
· The port of entrance to the Mediterranean
· Very interested in the American rebellion 
· Chance to break British superiority
· Revenge   
· Spain is promised Gibraltar and Florida before the declaration of independence 
· France wanted to come back to the continent 
· They both agreed to aid the colonialists in the battle against the rebels 
· if GB won against the rebels they would come out stronger than ever, this was unacceptable 
· Americans 
· The alliance was very difficult for them 
· They were sworn enemies of the French 
· Could they really trust the French 
· What if they beat GB but then decided to take back the land 
· This was the existential crisis of the Americans 
· They needed help 
· France was the only country who could possibly stand up to the british 
· Thomas Jefferson wanted no alliance with the French, he had hopes of negotiations with GB and be at peace
· John Adams saw the necessity of relations with France, but only economic and commercial, but not a true alliance. he only wanted the French for independence then he wanted nothing to do with them . 
· After independence, he wanted a commercial relationship under the terms of “most favored nation”
· France wanted more than this
· After 2 years of war, the Americans realized the relationship could not just be commercial, they needed French boots on the ground. They were losing every battle. 
· October 1777
· First Victory for the revolutionaries in the battle of Saratoga 
· British troops came in from Canada and were decimated by rebel guerrilla forces; the first of their kind 
· Psychological and diplomatic effect 
· There was hope for the americans 
· Britain said to the colonialists: we make peace, we forgive but if we fight for you, you remain part of the Empire
· Rebels said no
· The rebels tell the French that if they don’t join the war with the colonialists they would rejoin the british empire which would screw the French
· They agree, and sign. Treaty of alliance said that if the USA or France were in a war with Britain, they were allies
· After the defeat of Britain, the French would not attempt a return to Canada 
· Neither country was allowed to sign a treaty of peace with Britain without the consent of the other 
· Article 9 of the treaty said both countries would, forever, protect each other’s interests in NA 
· Google search treaty of peace colonialists and France 
SEP 17TH 
· This is the only treaty of alliance the US signed until the 2nd world war 
· Although this treaty was signed as “never ending”; it did actually end 
· Americans realized very quickly after the signature of the treaty in 1780 that france was playing a complex diplomatic game (france signed in 1779 a secret treaty with Spain – Aranjuez treaty)
· This promised Spain florida and the American west by france
· The US thought these territories were the natural expansion territories of the US 
· Spanish authorities refused to officially receive John Jay in Madrid because the Spanish knew the territorial ambitions of the americans and thye didn’t want to promise them anything; they wanted to limit their capabilities 
· The americans realized the fench and Spanish wanted to limit American expansion to the 13 colonies 
· The sentiment of isolationism and neutrality limited American will to be attached to any country militarily 
· This was reinforced after finding out about Aranjuez 
· Neutrality was political realism for the US 
· Treaty of paris of 1783 was the peace treaty between England and the US 
· They didn’t want it in the US or in England so they agreed on France 
· Signed in a Parisian hotel as to not link to any political establishments
· UK officially recognizes the US 
· The US is now officially a new country with recognized borders at the Mississippi 
· This treaty allows naval navigation on the Mississippi (as well as everyone else) 
· US can fish in the English rivers 
· Returning of prisonners from both sides 
· The annhialation of all debts on both sides 
· American congress strongly recommended that the 13 states repay or compensate the loyalists who left their farms/slaves/property 
· They didn’t force this, so they wouldn’t actually have to repay anything themselves
· GB said it would take out its navy and its military from the US and it would not keep any slaves or property owned by the US
· Very generous on the side of UK 
· Why are the brits being so generous to the traitors 
· UK wanted to salvage whatever relations were left with the US and wanted to trump the alliance the US had with France 
· Self-preservation 
· The brits gave them all the territory until the Mississippi and france with spain wanted to restrict them to the coastal colonies (this puts the brits in the americans’ good books) 
· US International relations 
· 1777-1789
· 1789 new constitution 
· 1774 continental congress was established 
· Had no constitutional authority or legitimacy 
· When, in 1775, they were in war…the congress comported itself as a sovereign government
· Told Washington to build an army
· Asked for money from other governments
· Sent diplomats to other countries 
· In 1777 the war was going very badly for the US 
· Continental congress adopted a constitution 
· “Articles of Confederation” 
· Even Canada was invited to the confederation (refused)
· 1778-Confederation was established 
· The name USA was established in the articles of confederation 
· Only a union could save the US from being destroyed by UK
· First congress of the US 
· Perpetual union of these states 
· What did perpetual mean? There was no precedent 
· No one really knew, they just knew it was necessary during the war 
· they now had constitutional exclusive legitimacy and power 
· they were in essence, at this point, a centralized government 
· 1783-1789
· No president yet
· Continental congress based on articles of confederation was running the newly indpeendant country 
· In this time, we were able to see the weakness of this government in terms of international relations 
· Relations with UK
· Relations weren’t normalized 
· Brits were generous to US to weaken the US relations with France
· After the UK left in 1783, the American military diminished because the war was over and these amateurs wanted to go home…now only the French military remained on the land 
· UK very afraid of this reality 
· They decided to give a large territory to the americans, because even if the French wanted to take control, there would be 2 and a half million americans would be against them 
· The UK wanted to exploit this new state destroy the confederation sooner rather than later…they knew the American confederation was a creation of war and very weak 
· Each state in the confederation had its own interests and sovereignty…the UK knew this 
· They wanted to put economic pressure on the US
· They were only able to make commercial trades with the ex-metropolis….around 95% of their trades were done with the UK 
· Even with the “most favoured nation” of France, the UK knew it could screw it up because there was almost not trading done with France 
· The UK closed its market immediately after the independence to all American states in 1783 
· This lasted 3 years 
· They wanted to end the economic and military treaty between the US and France 
· US wanted to create new relations with other countries 
· The states within the confederation refused to give congress the authority to reglement individual state trade 
· The UK was aware of this fact 
· They then exploited this conflict to destroy relations within the US
· It would harass American ships in the sea…the Ottoman states of north Africa would attack American ships and thief them by UK order 
· UK military didn’t entirely leave American territory
· They remained in the north west 
· They said it was because of Quebec interests and because the US didn’t pay the loyalists back 
· Relation with Spain
· 1783 treaty…the US was allowed to be on the Mississippi river by the UK
· Very important for them because they could travel from one colony to the other 
· Mississippi was under Spanish control not british 
· Between 1784 to 1788 spain refused to allow the americans on the Mississippi and the port of new Orleans 
· Continental congress didn’t have any capacity to change the mind of spain…they had no strength 
· (the nationalists and federalists of the US understood that the articles of confederation was the source of their weakness) 
· Every colony had the right to keep its individuality under these articles (commerce, money, laws…)
· There was a lot of conflict between the south and the north colonies at this point 
· The articles of confederation couldn’t be changed unless there was a unanimous decision (this changed after 1789) 
· Constitution of 1787 (Philadelphia) 
· Wanted to reinforce the countrys foreign relations and centralize the power of government once and for all under a federal system 
· The government now had economic power over all states
· Taxation etc
· They could now regulate foreign commerce 
· One money for all
· Executive power is given to the president and hes the commander in chief of the military and he could sign a treaty and submit it to congress to either ratify or deny it
· Very strong executive power
· Virtually no limits 
SEP 19TH 
· Washington used this executive power in regards to the French war of 1793 by declaring neutrality when most of the house of reps (congress) was in favour of helping france 
· Since then, presidents haven’t flinched at using their executive power on foreign matters 
· Arguments proclaimed by nationalists in favour of the constitution
· The constitution is the strongest form of independence the USA could have…which is much stronger than any relationship with another country. This means we must be able to have the capacity to be self-dependant, we must strengthen the country from within 
· Centralization is absolutely necessary in this case 
· If they remain in the division of the articles of confederation…there is no true union and in turn no true power. By throwing away the division we throw away the weakness 
· From the very start this was a constitution for power “for a more perfect union” 
· Many of the thought towards the constitution came from John Locke to oppose Thomas Hobbes 
· Right to revolution 
· They wanted to split from the ideologies of GB to move towards a republic 
· They understood the weaknesses of both philosophers and wante to create a hybrid state 
· Took a few ideas from Hobbes, but took much from Locke 
· All states except for Rhode Island took part in the new constitution 
· Delegates from these states meet in philadelphia mid-summer 
· This 2 month process was kept secret because these men were nationalists and didn’t want journalists to know about it. This was essentially a coup d’etat from the inside…this entire process was illegal from the get-go 
· A very negative response from journalists and the public
· Even after having finished the constitution it took 2 years to get the public on board and all the states on board (1789) 
· This constitution was accepted with a compromise
· They must add the Bill of Rights in 1789 and ratified in 1791 
· A very strong country was created due to this constitution 
· Congress decides on taxes in the different states (federal taxation) 
· They also ended many of Locke’s theories
· No more right to revolution…no defiance of American federal government 
· An “illusion” of popular power 
· Continental Congress had different committees within it
· 1775 committee on foreign relations
· Contact enemies of GB to create alliances and help the rebels
· Called “committee of foreign correspondence” 
· Secret committee 
· Very difficult job…many different languages to speak, to write etc. 
· Very small commitees to avoid leaks or spies 
· After the 1789 constitution…this was re-named the State Department
· Thomas Jefferson was the first secretary of state of the USA 
· Federalist diplomacy 
· 1789 
· French revolution …first diplomatic obstacle for the US 
· Especially in 1793 when the French revolutionaries fought the british…USA had to pick sides
· George Washington (1789-1797) and John Adams (1797-1801)
· Federalist period  
· How did the US define its interests and foreign relations 
· Had to figure out their capacity to defend their interests in the world 
· Washington began his mandate with a treaty of economic and military friendship with france 
· Washington also started with a treaty of peace with GB 
· These ties were still never normalized properly 
· Washington sent an ambassador to London but no ambassador from London to Philly 
· During this period…the USA took  a neutral position on foreign matters 
· They didn’t have the military capacity to confront a foreign power, nor did they have political interest in doing so 
· Neutrality and internal expansion 
· 1789 french revolution 
· American people were very sympathetic and supportive of the French revolution 
· Once the revolution won and the period of terror in france came about…the sympathy and support by americans towards French began to diminish 
· Spain is now also against france..teams up with England and holland to eliminate the French revolutionary republic 
· France looks to gain American support based on French support during the American revolution 
· They send Edmond genet to speak with americans to reactivate the treaty of alliance in 1793 
· He was very embarrassing and it was unacceptable diplomacy for GW. He would go in the streets trying to get popular support for French support but was very rude and impolite. Sour taste in GW mouth towards the French. 
· Does the US have the right to flop on their engagemtns towards the French? Can they suspend the treaty?
· Many questions asked by GW
SEP 24TH 
· GW talks to Jefferson and Hamilton about it 
· Jefferson was responsible for foreign relations
· Hamilton had similar ideals as GW, he was very conservative 
· GW right hand man 
· Wrote his speeches 
· Jefferson was very ambiguous with his position on the matter
· He said US has to recognize post-revolution France and US has to respect the treaty with France
· It was not a treaty with Louis 16 personally, but with France as a nation 
· Jefferson also had his reservations
· If the US respects the treaty, does that necessarily mean they have to go into war against England on the side of France or should they wait until France requests it 
· Should the US protect French possessions in the Caribbean against England? (Haiti for example)
· Does the US even have enough power to do all this…lack of capacity 
· He says yes we must respect the treaty, we must accept genet, we must defend our ally, but we cant do it, we don’t have the capacity, so we cant follow through with the treaty...hence the ambiguity 
· Hamilton had no ambiguity 
· He calls for the annulment of the treaty 
· People saw this as a pro-british stance 
· He says we must not accept genet or recognize revolutionary france, because france is still in revolution so we cant make that call
· He calls on the national interests of the US
· The French can start a revolution because that’s in their interests, but the france has no right to throw other nations under the bus in THEIR war because its not in another nations best interests 
· If they go into war, the US interests will be in peril, and since it is no longer in our best interest to be in an alliance with france, than we must abolish the treaty 
· The alliance is no longer compatible…the interests are no longer compatible 
· If the US aligns itself with the revolutionaries of france, and they lost…then all of the monarchies would crush the US 
· Most economic trades are with GB…imagine a loss 
· GW decides on neutrality 
· Not honoring the treaty 
· 1794…congress adopts proclamation of neutrality 
· They are not cutting ties with france, they are not ending the treaty with france symbolically, but in reality, they are adopting a stance of neutrality because its necessary 
· The americans sent Thomas Pinckney to Madrid to explain the US stance of neutrality and to discuss territory 
· Spain was initially at war against revolutionary France but it was also in a position of weakness in regards to france 
· 1794, spain was threatened by French forces when they were going to step on Spanish land…they then re-became allies with france 
· The americans were afraid that England would attack and take control of Spanish territory in north America
· Spain was not capable of defending its north American territory 
· For the americans it was clear what they had to do
· Negotiate with spain rather than have England come back into NA 
· The Spanish wanted to protect their possessions from both the English and the americans so they decided to become more friendly with the americans 
· Pinckney treaty 
· The border of the Spanish/American territory is set at the 31st poarallel 
· Americans can travel across the Mississippi and use the port of new Orleans 
· Great success for americans 
· Americans profited from Spanish weakness to make substantial gains 
· This is a great example of american neutrality 
· Profit from any given situation and avoid treaties with any single country 
· John Jay with GB
· Much more complicated
· Treaty of paris of 1783 was generous to the US 
· This treaty still didn’t cause a normalization between both countries 
· Gb refused to leave the northwest and go back to Canada 
· Protection of their indian alliance and fur trade 
· To stop the americans from expanding in the north west 
· More problems came in during the 1793 war 
· GB threatened to go into war against US 
· Due to their neutrality 
· Seen as a pro-french position
· This is a way for the US  to honour its treaty with france
· Gb began capturing Commercial boats from the US
· GB recruited American citizens and marines through force into the royal navy 
· Impressment (recrutement de force)
· By the hundreds even thousands 
· Anti-british sentiment in the US was very strong
· Some even called for war against GB 
· GW definitely did not want war with GB 
· Sends John Jay to London in 1794 
· He had to ask for the evacuation of the north west…a bi-lateral commerce treaty….a compensation for the slaves liberated during the war of independence…compensation for American boats seized in the ocean…freedom for the americans forced into the royal navy 
· They knew the british would refuse all of this 
· They were looking to avoid a war with GB 
· Jay treaty
· Very unequal treaty and favorable to GB
· US got a lot of promises
· GB would leave the north west in 1796
· They would compensate the boats taken
· They would have a bi-lateral commercial treaty 
· In the commercial treaty GB can tax American products being brought into GB but americans cant do the same…very unequal 
· GB gives US the right to do commerce with british empire and other nations so long as the other nations are under british rule…also, only the british are allowed to transport American products to other land
· No commerce of sugar, molasses, cotton for the US 
· Bi-lateral? Too many favourable conditions for GB 
· GB has the right to take control of boats that are neutral if they are suspected of revitalizing france 
· Finally, GB is still allowed to use its politic of impressment and says that the goods of the loyalists have to be given back and the debts must be re-paid 
· Jay essentially got nothing but the avoidance of war…GB recognized American neutrality 
· This treaty with the british is basically an abolishment of the treaty with france 
· This treaty caused political chaos in the US 
· The American public refused to ratify the treaty with the british 
· It was an emotional reaction…they wanted to lynch Hamilton, the man in charge of the requests made my Jay 
· GW made an appeal to the public to explain that they weren’t capable of doing better or creating a better treaty…American economy depended almost entirely on the british…refusal of this would create pverty and weakness all across America, he also said the british promised to leave the northwest in a year or two…if they did not ratify the treaty…GB would declare war….the US cannot afford another war with GB 
· Attitudes began to change 
· This treaty is very realistic 
· There was a need to ratify the treaty out of national interest
· Some said that through ratification of the treaty, france might become the enemy
· If they ratified it, thy would have GB support 
· This was a realistic treaty out of necessity and not ideology 
· GW wanted to be sitting between both france and England without having to pick sides 
· Jays treaty is important on 3 levels
· Explosion of patriotism in the US
· Contributed to politicize the American public
· Source of bipartisanism 
· Crystallisation of opposition party
· Great significance in american foreign policy
· Political realism
· The root of American neutrality 
· Reinforced in 1796 by the farewell address of GW 
· Created a precedent for presidential executive power 
· Served as an example for future presidents 
· George Washington farewell address in 1796
· Mostly written by Hamilton
· Addresses the dangers of factionalisation both inside and outside the us
· Guides the political neutrality position of US
· He said US doesn’t need alliances with other countries
· Their land was far from Europe so they weren’t in need of permanent alliances 
· Does not recognize the eternal alliance with france 
· Temporary alliances for emergencies only 
· A nation which carries an eternal love or hate for any other nation, is a slave nation because it loses its own interests 
· The illusion of imaginary common interests 
· Ends the address with a call for neutrality…by respecting our own neutrality, others will grow to respect it…
SEP 26TH
· James Monroe 
· American ambassador in paris 
· Republican 
· Opposed to jay treaty
· Receieved war threats from the French government
· Thought war with france was going to happen, and justly so 
· He responded to these war threats by saying theres still hope to reconcile relations between both nations 
· He said 1796 elections would be won by republicans
· They weren’t…john adams won the elctions 
· Jefferson became his VP
· Once adams was elected pres, French ships board American ships on the atlantic
· Adams sent 3 people in 1797 to france for peace talks 
· Also preparing for war 
· Not very serious…US still didn’t have the means for war
· Talleyrand French foreign minister 
· Xyz affair 
· Talleyrand sends 3 men to speak with the 3 americans to ask for a bribe 
· 250 thousand dollars plus a non-rembursable loan of 12 million dollars for peace (1803 purchase of Louisianna, Florida and New Orleans cost the US for 10 million dollars…imagine how much 12 milion dollars in that time) 
· This was bad for Talleyrand…his prestige and the prestige of france took a hit
· American emissaries told adams about the request 
· Congress formally announced the end of the treaty
· Quasi-war of 2 years
· No official declaration of war
· Thousands of American ships were seized by French ships over these years 
· Adams took this as an opportunity to attack the French and the republicans 
· Alien and sedition act
· Anti-federalists and specifically the French immigrants (thousands of French inhabitants of the US)
· Federalists wanted an official proclamation of war. But congress didn’t allow it
· French had no interest in following through with a war with the US…they were too occupied against the Royal Navy 
· The French didn’t want to disperse their navy, also, they would’ve lost the French Antilles (sugar source for france)
· This war would’ve been profitable for GB
· US would’ve thrown themselves at GB
· This would be a good reason for the US to occupy florida and louisianna 
· It was best for france to normalize its relations with US 
· 1799
· Napoleon took power in france 
· Makes peace with the US to concentrate on war with Europe 
· Accepts the annulment of the treaty with the US
· Throughout this entire period, the americans are avoiding war with anyone
· They are still very weak 
· They are seeing important expansion for the US
· Northwest (jay treaty)
· Pinkney (expansion to the 31st parallel)
· Also have the right to navigate on the Mississippi which pushed thousands of American colons to live in Spanish luosianna 
· Confirmation of American neutrality
· French revolution
· Revolutionary france
· Even though they just did what the americans did 
· Reject treaty with france
· No treaty of alliance with GB
· Limited to commercial treaties 
Foreign relations during republican era 
· The federalist party will die very soon after the 19th century 
· Jefferson 1801-1809
· Maddison 1809-1817
· American expansionism (acquisition of Louisianna (purchase) and the northwest (war))
· 2 foreign wars 
· Barbary wars 
· War of 1812 
· Expansionism into Louisiana 
· American expansionism happens in 3 thirds
· The Mississippi 1783 (treaty signed after war of independence with GB)
· 1803 
· USA doubles in size 
· Purchase of Louisiana 
· 1848 War with mexico  
· Takes territory up to the west coast
· 1801
· Jefferson becomes res and calls for neutrality and relations with everyone
· Says he doesn’t want entangling alliances (military alliances) 
· Federalist foreign relations 
· Not because he wanted to follow Washington and Hamilton, but he wants to profit from Napoleonic wars 
· Wanted an empire of agriculture (which would become possible with the purchase of Louisiana) 
· He is expansionist 
· 1803 purchase of louisiana 
· Most important aspect of jeffersons presidency 
· Doubled the country in size 
· Interest in Louisiana didn’t start in 1803, but has existed for for decades…americans didn’t want to be circled by Spanish and French 
· Americans considered their rights to the territory as legitimate 
· A right to a north American empire…the Europeans were foreigners to north America 
· This is not vital space…there was no pressure to grow, they had enough land…but they wanted the rest 
· The expansionist movement was lead by speculators who wanted to take the land and sell it later for profit…the “vital space” argument was just for show 
· The Americans fully believed that they could be the political leaders of the world
· They would start an era to prove that you can have a very large republic 
· Nobody thought this acquisition would happen at this time 
· It was a gift from god 
· This made the americans feel like the chosen people
· Louisiana was Spanish since 1762 
· Given by French to not lose it to british
· 1795 pinkney treaty opened the Mississippi and new Orleans to the US 
· Many americans migrated to these spots
· The Spanish were in very small numbers in Louisiana 
· The Spanish government in Louisiana warned Madrid that everyday the americans wer gaining territory and growing in number in the “silence of peace” and the Spanish could not stop them 
· Pinkney treaty was a great error on the part of spain 
· They tried to revoke the pinkney treaty in 1798, but it was already too late 
· Americans were already the majority
· 1800 napoleon took back control of Louisiana 
· Treaty of Ildefonso
· Spain retrocedes Louisiana to france 
· Only Louisiana and not florida (florida remains Spanish)
· Napoleon wanted to re-establish the French empire in NA
· When Jefferson found out about this treaty, he reacts immediately
· As long as spain held Louisiana, the americans would be able to beat the Spanish
· If the French control Louisiana, they would meet a much stronger force than the Spanish…americans would be screwed 
· He creates a military and diplomatic plan
· 80000 men to the Mississippi valley
· Sends james Monroe to negotiate in paris for the purchase of Louisiana and Flrida (French didn’t own florida)
· If they didn’t accept the sale…the americans were ready for military action and they wouldn’t hesitate to create an alliance with GB to occupy (this was mostly for show…not true) 
· Authorize to pay up to 10 million for florida and Louisiana (france couldn’t sell florida) 
· Napoleons plans to re-create a NA empire was not possible 
· He offered all of Louisiana to be purchased by the americans 
· He says GB could take control of Louisiana, so because of this, the best thing is to sell it to Louisiana. They only asked for new Orleans but napoleon will give them all of Louisiana. He wanted 15 million dollars for all of Louisiana…US was ready to pay 10 mill for new Orleans and florida. 
· This way, napoleon has created  a naval enemy of GB…the US 
OCT 1ST 
· in the US, the purchase of Louisiana was a great success and seen as a great victory. The federalists were extremely jealous of the success of the republicans. 
· They said Jefferson had no right to buy Louisiana, because the constitution didn’t allow him. Pure jealousy 
· Very low on the part of the federalists 
· They even tried to diminish the glory of the republicans by saying Jefferson had no doing in this matter….napoleon offered and he accepted…it took no skill at all 
· What about the Indians living in louisiana?
· Jefferson didn’t care about the Indians or the slaves in the territory 
· Nor france nor the US asked what the Indians wanted
· No special politic for the protection of indian interests or rights in Louisiana
· US wanted to buy their property and push them further into the west 
· This territory was open for colonizing and for slavery 
· Reinforced white supremacy 
· “empire of liberty” of Jefferson was ethnocentric 
· A system of “Indian territories” was created to take over indian land and throw them all into the same small pot of land 
· American relations with the Ottoman Empire/North Africa 
· At the end of the 15th century, the end of the Reconquista in spain 
· Muslims and jews sent to the other side of Gibraltar 
· Spain was interested in the north African territories 
· The romans were the only people ever to successfully control the Mediterranean…every European empire since has tried and failed  
· End of 15th beginning 16th as spain was attempting to control the north….the north called upon the ottoman empire who came in and installed military positions to defend against european powers. 
· This caused battles between ottoman ampire and european powers as well as between european powers themselves 
· Before the American revolution ended, the british no longer were supporting American boats commercing in the Mediterranean…they actually incited the north African nations to board American ships and take them over 
· 2 reactions by the American government
· 1776-1801
· American government humiliated, made to pay ransom for the marines, the boats etc
· Eurpoean countries would even offer the pirates new boats, fully equipped boats etc. to use against other countries
· The americans decided to play the same game…they offered the Algerians a boat to use for piratery to profit from the game of Europeans
· Beginning the creation of an American navy which they would use to destroy north Africans in their first ever foreign war (triploi, Algeria, tunis) 
· They weren’t about to use their navy against france or England, because they would be crushed, btu against the north Africans they could win

War of 1812 and relations with Britain
· 1803 war between the French and british 
· Terrible consequences on the british maritime commerce 
· Caused war between the French and americans 
· Europeans didn’t respect American neutrality in their war
· Napoleonic wars is the beginning  of ecnonmic wars 
· the idea was to ruin the economic status of the enemy 
· GB promoted “orders in Council” 
· Blockade of france and allies of france
· Anyone who was going to make commercial trades with france, that country beame an immediate enemy of England
· In 1806, 1807 napoleon tried to blockade English ports
· Same idea, any boats doing business with England, even if neutral, would be seized 
· American boats were seized by both French and English 
· Gb continued its policy of impressment 
· American didn’t like that france was boarding their boats, but at least the French weren’t practicing impressment 
· Americans were terrified of impressment 
· Over 10k American families were touched by impressment 
· War of 1812 was a consequence of british actions at high sea 
· Jefferson threatened GB to war 
· Gb didn’t care, continued impressment 
· Jefferson in 1807 adopted the embargo law
· He closed American ports to all foreigners 
· Commercial crisis begins in the US, especially in NY and New England 
· Americans were unsatisfied with this law
· They hated what gb was doing but the embargo law would break maritime commerce in the US 
· This crossed the line from isolationism into closure 
· The economic crisis in America was heavier than the anti-british patriotism..the embargo was ruining the US 
· Jefferson had to end the embargo law 
· He was extremely unpopular and abdicated after his 2nd mandate 
· 1809, maddison became resident 
· Inherited a terrible situation both domestically and internationally
· Non-intercourse law 
· No business with gb or fance but open to everyone else 
· This didn’t work very much 
· Gb makes a proposition to maddison 
· Through the british embassy in Washington (david urskin), they propose to abolish the order in council vis a vis the USA 
· On the condition that they don’t do business with the French 
· Another condition that the US ahd to support the royal navy in the seizure of all American ships doing business with French colonies or france itself 
· This was a request to collaborate with England in the blocade against france
· The thing is that the American non-intercourse law wasnt a blcade on frnace, and they were definitely not willing to seize their own ships.
· The last condition wasn’t put on the treaty and the English foreign minister canning was furious. He told tols urskint o add it to the treaty, which infuriated the americans. A new ambassador was sent to Washington, who was sent back to England. Lowest relations ever since the war…new talks of war
· The people who were calling for war 
· Reasons of national pride; the british were taking American marines; the americans wanted Canada; the americans said the british were arming the Indians to the west, and they wanted their land 
· For these reasons, the war of 1812 starts against the Indians in 1811 
· The battle of Tippecanoe 
· 1811
· The tribe there was named Tecumseh 
· William harry Harrison vanquishes the forces of Tecumseh and opens that territory to the white colons 
· British pm Castlereagh suspends the orders in council right after this war to avoid an escalation of war…too late, congress already declared war 
· At this time…GB was very busy with a war against napoleon in Russia and their troops were spread across the world, so maddison took this perfect time to start war with GB 
· If this war was about maritime commerce, than why was it only the territories which are untouched by maritime commerce which wanted war and new England did not 
· New England was still controlled by the federalists (against republicans) 
· All the others were republican 
· The plan was to eliminate the british from Canada and then annexe Canada , then to eliminate the Indians from the west and expand 
· Why were the southerners down for war?
· They wanted to expand into Spanish florida
· If the north expands a little more into Canada and the northwest into indian, ohio etc, than the south had their own interests to grow more into florida and even into latin America 
· Very unpopular in new England 
· This war could’ve ruined the US 
· All of new England threatened of cessation to break from the confederation 
· They were even doing business with England and Canada 
· The military was very weak during the war of 1812 
· British troops marched from Canada aided by people in new England and occupied Washington…burned down the city 
· During the negotiations of peace in Gant; the americans asked to end impressment and to be given Canada
· This was the last war with any european country and the us until the late 19th century 
· The us wanted to profit from the euro wars to gain territory, which they’ve done before 
· Not ready for a war against Britain militarily, ecnonimcally, socially, politically 
· They tolerated impressment for so long…why war now?
· Opportunism  to try and gain land 
· to take Canada and the indian territories 
· after this failure, they stopped trying to take Canada 
foreign policy under james Monroe 1817-1825
· reglementing northern borders with Canada
· Rush Bagot accord 1817
· Lake Ontario remained very militarized after the war of 1812 
· Tension was still at the border 
· War ships in the lake etc. 
· This accord demilitarized the great lakes to lower tneison between regions 
· Also the 49th parallel marks the border between US and Canada until Oregon, which was disputed territory 
· In 1818, the british and americans decided that the territory of oregan is free and open for both nations
· This hid the intentions of both contries 
· They would both encourage immigratin into these territories by their people 
· Acquisition of florida 
· Adams Onis treaty 1819 
· American southerners reclaimed florida and texas knowing spain was weak and could not protect its territory
· Insurrections began in latin America against spain in 1810…the Mexicans want to be free…americans encouraged this to happen
· The americans wanted to find a reason to take control
· They said slaves were escaping into florida and they had the right to go find them 
· This was the best time to annex florida 
· Andrew Jackson invaded florida (pretext of finding the seminols who were making trouble in Georgia) 
· The role in of the US in the latin rebellions 
· They wanted florida 
· They wanted to throw spain out of NA
· They wanted new latin sovereign countries to emerge which would be easy to control later on 
· They didn’t hesitate to help, indirectly, the rebbelions of 1810 
· In 1806, the americans sent weapons, ships, and even men to entice and aid the overthrow of the Spanish empire…this failed in 1806 because ethe Spanish navy intercepted the ships 
· In 1810, the aid was a lot more discreet 
· 1816
· Same thing, but this time it was direct aid 
· Madrid could no longer protect florida
· They would make an exchange 
· USA would take florida under the promise that they would no longer help the rebellions 
· treaty of 1819 
· spain abandons the floridas to the US 
· US makes the promise 
· Also promise to abandon their claim on texas 
· Southerners were not happy about this promise
· The border between Oregon and the US is at the 42nd parallel 
· They still fully intend on continuing their claims on south America 
· They now have an entire coast touching the gulf of mexico 
· Theyre very close to cuba (which they want) 
· USA made these last acquisitions through force against a failing empire (this force didn’t work against GB in 1812) 
· In theperiod of 1817 to 1819, they used both force and diplomacy (diplomacy after failure with GB and force with Spain) 
· The USA doesn’t hesitate to use force when necessary and possible 
· Monroe doctrine 
· 1823 
· 3rd straight republican presidency 
· It was essentially just the republican party that existed after this 
· The federalist party was practically non-existent 
Oct 08th 
· Very early in American history and were already talking about foreign policy 
· The USA was lightly populated and not a strong military power at this point 
· He made a speech in front of congress in 1823 regarding latin America 
· The USA wanted to concentrate on latin America 
· The war of 1812 showed a young nation still too weak to defend itself against a great power…but still an expansionist nation wanting to invade and replace its neighbours to the north and south…the destiny of the country 
· 10 years later…1823…the USA showed ambitions of a continental empire 
· This is a strategic doctrine to throw the Europeans out of the americas and create an American zone of influence 
· This is an official declaration of American hegemony to the rest of the world 
· At this time, they were still too weak to follow through with this doctrine, but this shows that the interest was there and they would do everything they could to get there 
· How?
· Weakening spain and forcing it out of its American colonies
· Uprisings in the latin American countries 
· They already got florida 
· As of 1821, the Spanish colonies began declaring independence 
· Why?
· They wanted economic preponderance
· Helping the latin colonies to gain independence, they would still be weak countries, and the americans would annex them 
· Ideological reasons for latin support
· They had to support revolutionary republican interests and ruin European monarchy 
· 1815, napoleon defeated…vienna congress…reorganization of Europe 
· The Holy Alliance 
· GB Russia Spain Austria Prussia and France 
· Supported by the Church, which opposed the liberty revolutions 
· If anyone tried to revolt in any of these empires, they would suppress the revolution together 
· First stop; Latin America 
· France had its own interests in latin America…they wanted to return to America 
· At first,GB was part of the Holy Alliance 
· GB saw that its economic and strategic inetersts in latin America was based on recognizing the independence of any latin colony, so GB didn’t have the same interests as the other monarchies 
· This was to tell France that they would not allow them to have another footstep in America 
· George Canning the English foreign minister proposed to have a common delaration with the USA to tell latin America that they opposed any European intervention in latin America and they would also stand by this declaration. Anglo-american interests would be the only interests guaranteed in latin America 
· This would neutralize both the European countries and the USA in conquering latin America 
· The USA was not ready to abandon their dream of a continental empire 
· The American government decided to adopt the enlgish proposition but with a few modifications 
· Accept cannings suggestion about European countries 
· Monroe declares 
· 1- non-colonization of America…the entire continent…latin American countries are now free and sovereign…this is cannings suggestion
· 2- added by americans…2 spheres…1 exclusively euorpean sphere proper to Europe and an exclusively American sphere which gave the USA the privilege to have the entirety of latin America in its sphere 
· L’Abbe de Pradt 
· One of his books called Europe after the Vienna Congress 
· 1819 in French
· 1820 in English 
· Second book called Europe and America in 1821 
· Published in 1822 
· Both books read by Jefferson 
· The Monroe doctrine was based on these books by pradt…insisting on the differences between American and European systems…monarchy  vs republicanism 
· Europe should not go into the American system 
· This difference between both spheres said this will be the base of American foreign policy and one should not be surprised if they reclaim all of America as their sphere of influence 
· This idea of a sphere of influence is probably the most important thing to Jefferson since federalism 
· This is not jst an American system but a continental system 
· The USA would call latin American republics; sister republics
· Monroe doctrine represented “self-preservation” 
· Many people saw an isolationist politic in the monroe doctrine 
· This is too simplistic 
· Monroe doctrine is not neutralism or isolationism
· It is a territorial delimitation to create an American sphere of influence 
· The only way this could be considered insolationism is because the USA wanted to isolate all of America from Europe..this is more like hegemony 
· It is an expansionist statement of American supremacy in the hemisphere, says William appleman Williams 
· Now the USA was economically strong enough to follow through with aspirations in LA 
· Latin americans had mixed feelings about this doctrine
· Down for the no colonization part but they were very suspicious of US interests in LA 
· Latin americans saw the Monroe doctrine as a way of throwing the Europeans out of America and not as support for latin America…also as an economic expansion into LA, not necessarily territorial, but 
· Juan Bautista Alberdi  said that the theory of 2 spheres was nothing but a myth…american interests are non different than that of the Holy Alliance and LA has always had cultural, political and economic relations with Europe 
· The Europeans actually didn’t go into LA
· 1- they ddint want war with GB
· 2- new spheres of influence had opened up in Africa and asia 
· It is not the Monroe doctrine which stopped Europe from entering LA, but newer bigger interests in both Africa and asia 
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American policy towards Indians
· categorized as both domestic and foreign 
· Indians were treated as strangers on their own land 
· “First Nations”
· They were part of the land, but the euros treated them as strangers…not only in regards to culture but also in regards to the land…they were considered inapt to possess the land 
· In the eyes of the Indians…the history of the USA is nothing but a history of their colonialism 
· Colonial period and national period
· in both of these times in American history, land acquisition was the main objective…indian land 
· establishment of settler colonies 
· dispossession of Indian land happened right at the beginning of European colonization of NA  
· the euros/americans said the Indians were wasting the land; only hunting and not using the fertile land
· false 
· in 1763, Indians could no longer play both sides (french and English) because now the brits were the only proprietors of NA  
· the royal proclamation was a temporary strategy for the king of England to conquer the land given to the Indians 
· in 1776, the declaration of independence was not only important for the americans but also for the history of the Indians
· in the 2nd part of the declaration of independence, Washington claims the king of England sent the “indian savages” to stifle the americans
· not only are they called savages but they are associated to George 3…they are a source of American misery…so just as George 3 is rejected from the future of the States, the Indians are rejected from the future of the States…they are both the enemy 
· 1775…both rebels and royalists told Indians to remain neutral…that changed quickly enough a year later when both sides tried recruiting indians for help
· Joseph Brandt…a young Iroquois leader…was convinced by the brits to align himself with them…he brought with him 4 of the 6 iroquois nations to fight against the rebels 
· 1777…the Iroquois split….now theres a war between both Iroquois sides 
· George Washington given the nickname “town destroyer” by the Indians 
· The American war of independence was a disaster for the Indians and the birth of the USA signaled the ideal of indian extermination once and for all
· http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Northwest_Ordinance
· They also wanted to assimilate the Indians…this would mark the end of the indian culture as they knew it…best way to destroy their people 
· They would relocate the Indians across America and replace them to the west of the Mississippi (indian territory)
· http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Cherokee_Nation_v._Georgia
· Indians called a “dependent domestic nation” in the USA…they are not a foreign nation, or a foreign state 
· After the battle between gerogia and the Cherokee nation…the government told them they should probably move to the indian territory because the government could not assure their safety in Georgia 
· There was a cessation between Cherokees…those who accepted American money to leave to indian territory and those who didn’t accept were forcefully removed. Once in indian territory, civil war broke out between both Cherokee factions…those who signed with the americans and those who didn’t 
· This is the end of the Cherokee “nation” to the east of the Mississippi
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Treaty of Webster Ashburton 
· 1842
· Between US and GB 
· After a series of incidents on the Canada-US border which  heightened tensions between GB and the US 
· 1837-1842 
· The normalization between both countries during this period was slow and difficult
· 1st problem: Canadian rebellion of 1837
· Rebellion lead by William Lyon Mackenzie 
· Wanted independence and a republic for Canada 
· Envious of the American institutions 
· Many American living in border towns helped in the Canadian rebellion 
· The American government (pres martin van buren) held a neutral stance in regards to the rebellion but he didn’t stop Mackenzie from recruiting americans and setting up an office in buffalo.  He allowed him to buy weapons as well as a boat to use against GB. 
· The boat was burned by royalists in Canada and an American killed 
· All of this was seen as an act of war from the US by GB 
· American gov reaffirmed its neutrality
· G appeased the rebellion in 1838  
· 2nd problem: border between Maine and New Brunswick 
· In 1839 tensions were brought up again 
· Aroostook territory claimed by both Maine and New Brunswick 
· Both sides mobilized militias 
· GB and US economic relations were too important for the US to ruin its relations because of this land
· American gov succeded in convincing the gov of Maine to share the Aroostook territory on the basis of a very doubtful map… (concession) 
· 3rd problem: McLeod problem
· A Canadian drinking in an American bar was bragging about killing the person of the burning American boat
· GB was going to wage war on the US if McLeod was to be executed  
· McLeod was the presumed assassin of an American sympathetic to the Canadian rebellion 
· The American gov imprisoned him awaiting trial…the American gov did everything it could for McLeod to be acquitted and liberated (concession)
· 4th problem: American boat transporting slaves 
· 1841
· Boat called “creole” 
· 135 slaves on the boat…some slaves mutinied and took over the boat
· They were going towards the British Antilles because slavery was abolished in the British Antilles
· They arrived to the Antilles and were given access…they were emancipated by GB 
· The people from the south US wanted war with GB
· Joined promise of compensation for the slave masters (concession)
· 1842 negotiations between Webster and ashburton to normalize relations 
· The US was ready to make concessions to GB…why?
· The US was occupied elsewhere by the Texan crisis and later the war against Mexico which were much more important than the problems with GB 
· 1844 president elected was James Polk…promised to expand all the way to the Pacific and to win Oregon, Mexico, Texas and Cali.
· They wanted to expand towards the south and southwest…not the north anymore
· These problems were solved in diplomatic ways 
· This treaty helped to lower Anglophobia in the US 
Manifest Destiny discourse of the US
· The sense of a mission made by God 
· in 1630, this ideology was born because of John Winthrop’s sermon in Boston…the puritans had to complete the protestant reform in the US which was incomplete in their homeland of England 
· americans were persuaded that their political/economic model was the future of the world 
· it was not only americans…people from all over the world would visit the US to witness this new liberal system…Alexis de Tocqueville wrote a famous book about how this was the future of the world 
· in the 1830s, the US entered a much more militant democracy (jacksonian democracy) 
· many new militant groups taking foot 
· 1845 J.L. O’Sullivan coined the term “manifest destiny” 
· The irish in the US were very excluded from American society 
· The irish would later become some of the most voiced nationalists in the US and wanted the US to surpass and even dominate GB 
· This destiny “seperates the US from all other nations and from the past….the US in connected with the future “
· The nationalist discourse is a reducing discourse 
· Biblic references are very active in the ideology of manifest destiny 
· ABCFM
· Sends missionaries all over the world to spread Americas manifest destiny to convert others…starting in indian territory and in 1830s started sending them all over 
· Imperialism becomes a quasi-religious goal 
· Expansionism attempts to differentiate itself from European imperialism…they try to make it seem like a positive mission as opposed to European missions of colonization 
· In reality its all the same 
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Oregon 
· Was a zone for hunting mainly 
· Husdon Bay Company and American hunters such as Louis and Clarke were all on this land 
· Access to the Pacific and contact to Asia 
· Very massive land
· Claimed by GB, US, Russia and Spain
· 1818 treaty of rush baggot 49th parallel as the border for Canada us
· 1819 treaty of adam onis set the 42nd parallel for us- Spanish mexico 
· The entire zone covering Oregon was in dispute as to who owned it…the 49th parallel didn’t cut into Oregon 
· The americans wanted the 49th parallel to continue through Oregon to the ocean 
· GB refused
· They wanted more
· The American government wanted to American people to move into Oregon to over power the british 
· Only 700 canadians and much more americans in Oregon 
· 1844 james polk presidential nominee said he would annex texas and Oregon to please both the north and the south…he said he would annex all of Oregon (so that the british would agree to border at the 49th parallel)…they did in fact agree to do this in 1846 
Texas and the War with Mexico 
· When Jefferson bought Louisiana he considered rio grande(immeitaley next to modern day mexico)  as the natural border of Louisiana 
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· Texas was not very well colonize by the Spanish, it was just very small Spanish villages..also low population 
· The Spanish decided to open the Spanish province of texas to the americans
· To strengthen the demography of texas and create a tampon zone between the Spanish empire and the US 
· 15k americans between 1819 to 1829 from the south enter inhabit texas 
· The americans wanted to annex texas for the cotton chain
· 1821 is Mexican independence 
· The Mexicans leave the doors open for americans in texas
· The Mexicans wanted to assimilate the americans coming into texas 
· Mexico would ask the americans to accept Catholicism, pledge allegiance to mexico, and abolish slavery because mexico abolished slavery 
· This was too difficult for the americans…the assimilation failed…americans refused all of the above 
· 1824 john q adams became pres and offered mexico 1 million for claimed Mexican territory next to rio grande (part of texas)
· Mexicans refused 
· 1828 andrew Jackson became pres and offered 5 million for the same territory…again they refused 
· Mexican authorities began trying to stop American entry into texas 
· Armed rebellion by the americans
· Sam Houston lead the rebellion 
· Santa Anna president of mexico invaded texas to control the territory in 1830 
· Beginning of the Texan war
· 2 massacres
· Alamo 1836 
· American fort 
· 200 americans killed
· Goliad
· San Jacinto 
· Santa Anna captured by Texans 
· Signs treaty with sam houston recognizing the independence of the state of texas with rio grande as its border 
· Texas re-opens to American colonisation 
· Texas became an independent state (from both mexico and the US) 
· 1837 texas asks to join the American union
· New England didn’t want to accept
· Many abolitionists in new England in the 30s because texas was a slave state 
· Afraid of texas joining forces with the southern American state against the northern states 
· Pres doesn’t accept 
· The Mexican parliament never ratified the san jacinto treaty…the Mexican government didn’t recognize the independence of texas…texas was still Mexican but under foreign occupation  
· The Texan leaders at this time were not all down to join  the American union, but most were  
· The ones against it wanted to expand to the pacific
· GB was quick to recognize Texan independence because it wanted to support them to expand independently to the pacific 
· End of American expansionism 
· Texas, a cotton chain, would be able to sell cotton to GB for better prices and break American cotton trades 
· President james polk told them that they would keep their border at rio grande if they joined the union
· This is very attractive because they would be one of the biggest if not the biggest state in the union and with growing populations they would hold a lot of power in congress due to growing number of reps 
· 1845…texas votes to join the union 
· For 10 years, texas was an independent state 
· Mexico refused Texan annexation by the US and cut all diplomatic ties with the US 
· Now the enemy is not the independent state of texas, but all of the US 
· President polk then sent an army lead by zach taylor to occupy the north of the rio grande and sent a navy to occupy the atlantic coast of California 
· He then sent an American emissary, Slidell, to offer mexico 25 million for the purchase of California and New Mexico…diplomatic (military) pressure and economic pressure
· Mexico refused
· US organized a war against mexico 
· One of the questions raised by this war was whether or not the US should annex all of Mexico 
· O’Sullivan, the journalist, said the US was not ready demographically to annex Mexico and allow the Mexican population to travel freely in the US…the US should economically annex mexico 
· Mexican lost the war big time
· Treaty of Guadelupe Hidalgo
· 1848
· US gain new mexico and California 
· Mexico recognized the annexation of texas
· Mexico accept the border at rio grande
· Mexico receives 15 mill but has to pay 3 and a half in damages 
· 65 years after American independence they realized their hopes of “sea to shining sea” 
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US and China 
· The Portuguese landed in Canton in late 16th century as well as the island of formose (modern day Taiwan) for commerce and Christian missions 
· Almost all major empires had a hand in China at that time 
· Since the middle ages, China was closed off to the rest of the world…they did no trust the outside world 
· The Chinese empire was a stagnant empire 
· It was a tributary system
· Paying tribute to the emperor 
· Uneven society 
· Kowtow  (bowing to the furthest possible point when facing the emperor) 
· Emperor seen as God 
· European merchants in the 16th and 17th centuries were limited to the port of Canton 
· They had to pass through an intermediary(a co-hong) to buy and sell merchandise 
· China wanted to limit foreign exposure to the maximum 
· This lasts until the 18th century 
· Forced opening of China by the Europeans 
· Europeans become the dominating group
· China becomes the subject of humiliation 
· Use of military strength to open China 
· Treaties strongly favouring European countries
· Use of opium as currency 
· This opium came from colonies of the Europeans 
· Extra-territoriality 
· The Chinese have no right to prosecute foreigners on their land, the criminals were now sent back to their homeland to be prosecuted (lax prosecution) 
· En of 19th century
· Status of semi-colony 
· 3 phases in us-chinese relations
· American imperialist phase 
· Commerce,missionaries etc. from 1800 to the 2nd world war 
· China is a market for American products
· Chinese economy in deficit 
· Open-door policy 
· Considered by Chinese as rape by foreigners 
· Considered to be the great decline of china 
· This phase can be dividied in 2
· Pre-civil war (important phase for this class)
· American interest in china is commercial (since 1784)
· American merchant boat for china called the empress of china 
· A trip to china, two-way, was a full year
· Big return on investments, so it was worth it 
· From 1815, the americans began paying for Chinese products with opium 
· Chinese emperor declared opium currency illegal, but americans continued the trade 
· Mutual disrespect and distrust between americans and Chinese 
· Priority was given to commerce in situations of conflict between americans and Chinese in china 
· Setting up extra-territoriality became extremely important for the US 
· Americans wanted to dominate pacific commerce 
· Collaboration but also concurrence between GB and US 
· They would cooperate on the issue of china but America always wanted to one up GB
· Chinese authorities wanted money instead of merchandise in exchange for their products but instead they began to pay with opium 
· Portuguese were the first to use opium as payment…british followed and intensified 
· In 1796, china disallowed the trading and use of opium under threat of death 
· 1800…100 tonns of opium…2600 tonns in 1820….in 1880 there was over 100 million opium users in china…1/5th of the Chinese population…ruin of Chinese society 
· In 1839, the Chinese government told the queen that opium is prohibited in china and to stop the traffic 
· The british declare war on china and started the first opium war 
· The emperor decided to close the port of Canton to foreigners in 1840 
· April 1840, 4000soldiers sent to china and bombard the port of canton…”gun-boat diplomacy” 
· The british then went to hong kong and occupied the land 
· They wanted the continuation of commerce, reimbursement of opium stock, keeping control of the port of canton…
· The Chinese agree and sign a treaty in 1842 treaty of nankin 
· China concedes hong kong to Britain 
· 5 new ports are open aside from hong kong; one of which is shanghai
· All military expenses would be reimbursed by china
· Extra-territoriality 
· Nation most-fravoured status 
· Americans and other nations demand the same thing from china and gain similar treaties
· The us got the treaty of wanghia 
· The americans didn’t participate in the first opium war but they benefited from it
· Americans sent an emissary by the name of caleb cushing to be friendly with china and explain to them that they are better than the british..very little credibility in the eyes of the Chinese
· Consequences of the first opium war
· Opening of china for commerce 
· Opium trade continues to develp illegally 
· More and more poverty and anger in china 
· This caused a rebellion in 1850…rebellion of tai-ping 
· This rebellion was crushed by foreign forces because Chinese forces were incapable of doing so (americans and british) 
· Second opium war 1856
· Us and europeans wanted to be inside china and not only in those few ports…they also wanted to legalize opium
· 1854 americans and british aske for revisions in the treaties 
· Extend the commerce inside china 
· Establishment of embassies in Beijing 
· The imperial court of china refused these revisions 
· British and American warships bombard the port of canton once again…chinese cant defend…they sign once again
· They sign the treaty of Tianjin in 1858 
· Authority ti open diplomatic missions in Beijing (all major empires)
· 10 new ports are open 
· Right to navigate freely on Chinese water
· Right to travel freely on Chinese land
· Right to missionary work in china 
· Legalization of opium trade 
· 1860 chinese emperor refused to recognize the embassies of these empires in Beijing 
· The 2nd opium war rages on again 
· Franco-british forces enter Beijing and burn down imperial palaces 
· Brutal practices by british and French  
· Post civil-war
· Phase of the Chinese revolution 
· Cold war, communism, Maoism etc.
· Post cold war phase
· Current phase
· Growth of china
· The US becomes the market for china 
· US economy in deficit 
· China is on top 
· The rival to the US in the 21st century 
NOV 7TH 
· ABCFM sent to China for Christian Missions
· Elijah Bridgeman, Peter Parker and Samuel Wells Williams went to china in the 30s as missionaries and contributed greatly to American policy towards china 
· The missionaries and the merchants lived in the same neighborhood in Canton 
· Merchants wanted economic profit and the missionaries wanted to convert the Chinese
· Economic conquest vs theological conquest 
· The missionaries are the ones who tried to learn Chinese to communicate with the Chinese  
· Both merchants and missionaries wanted china to open itself to the occident 
· The opium wars considered by missionaries to be an embarrassment sent from god due to their arrogance and an opportunity to introduce the bible into their lives 
· The missionaries denigrated the Chinese culture and personality whilst preaching the greatness of American society 
· Samuel Wells Williams 
· Author of The Middle Kingdom in 1848 
· 1840s-1870s in china
· Witnessed both opium wars
· The war of Canton
· The opening of China 
· Throughout all of this, Williams only saw the hand of god
· Towards the end of the 19th century, female missionaries far outnumbered male missionaries
· 2/3 
· Bridgman and Parker couldn’t ignore the devastation of the opium wars (they were doctors)
· Shocked by the effect of opium on Chinese society as doctors, but as missionaries they rationalized and defended the opium wars as well as the use of opium in china as a providential instrument to open china to occidental religion and culture 
· Destroy to reconstruct 
NOV 12TH 
United States and Japan
· Used military force to open up Japan
· Japan was like china…closed off to the outside world for essentially the same reasons as china
· Feudal system governed by the Shoguns 
· They were military seigneurs 
· Difference between china and japan is that japan had a growing bourgeoisie which would contribute to the modernization of the country after its opening ….modernization long before china 
· Japan started with a small opening through the Port of Nagasaki 
· Dutch and Chinese merchants would arrive to make commerce with Japanese 
· Between 1790 and 1850…30 american ships sank by the Japanese coast
· They would not be helped, or when they were helped, they would be told to leave immediately 
· 1846 american commodore by the name of james biddle arrived in japan but was denied entry 
· The americans were interested in resources from japan, writing treaties on American sailors in japan, and doing business with japan
· American commodore matt perry in 1852 was charged with creating a commercial treaty with japan
· Although all of the requests of americans were legitimate, it was the means by which the americans wanted perry to make this happen
· The use of military persuasion…china being the model for this 
· This is why the us navy was commissioned to open japan 
· Japanese hostility towards western powers
· Telling the Japanese that the americans are different because the USA doesn’t intervene in religious issues 
· They wouldn’t do like the colonialists…they are anti colonialist 
· If the Japanese refused with all of this information…the commodore was to be more “persuasive” 
· Around the 1850s, the usa had begun an expedition to the north pacific for new routes and discoveries
· Perry gets to Tokyo with 4 warships, and 2 steamships as scare tactic 
· Perry believed very strongly in manifest destiny
· “the world has assigned this duty to us”
· The Japanese are horrified by the fact that perry wanted to meet with the emperor and give him a letter from the president
· The Japanese gave the americans drink, women, food and asked them to leave 
· Perry left and warned that hed be back in one year with more ships 
· In japan, the authorities were divided as to how they should respond to this American threat 
· Both clans are patriots
· Modernizers
· In favor of a treaty with the US 
· Military argument
· Avoid war…war with the US would be a disaster for Japan
· Begin building a modern navy capable of defending the country in the future 
· Strategy of accommodation 
· In regards to the sailors; japan would safeguard them
· Economic argument
· Japan must modernize and evolve
· Economic and military modernization 
· Commerce with these huge powers is good…wealth and power 
· Do as they do to become like them 

· Traditionalists 
· Against treaty with US
· Wanted confrontation
· Americans acted in unacceptable ways
· They came in with the threat of conquest
· Bending to American requests would be an end to Japanese honor 
· Japan does not want to open to the vices and pains of foreigners and Christianity 
· The main argument is that if japan opens its doors to the US, the emperor and his power will be put into question by the public 
· Created conflict between both clans 
· This determined the future of japan 
· Both of these were profoundly patriotic and nationalist but very different in the road taken 
· The americans did not create this problem…it already existed in japan…the americans just accelerated the process 
· The modernizers won the debate with the emperor 
· Contact with the outside was inevitable…migh as well make it advantageous to japan rather than to its disadvantage 
· They wanted to become champions of American imitation
· When perry returned, the Japanese were more willing to converse
· He came with 7 war ships this time, but they were not necessary 
· He brought gifts with him for the emperor from America 
· A miniature train to show American modernity
· A history book of how americans shat on the Mexicans duringt he Mexican American war
· Treaty of kanagawa in 1854
· First treaty between japan and a foreign nation 
· The treaty opened two small ports in japan and the purchase of provisions but not true commerce
· Most importantly, America could establish consulates in these ports 
· In 1856, the US sent their first consulate to japan
· Townsend Harris 
· Obtains a better treaty than that of 1854
· Treaty of friendship and commerce of 1858 
· Many more ports open in japan with consulate possibilities
· Opens diplomatic representations between the US and Japan 
· Extraterritoriality
· Right to American religion in japan but not the right to convert the Japanese to Christianity 
· After the americans, many European empires began making treaties with japan
· Rebellions began happening in japan forcing forcing the emperor to change cities…the shoguns were not happy about this opening…the americans and other modern empires helped them in their fight for the modernists to win 
· In 1871 the americans went to korea to ask the same thing that they asked of the Japanese which ended in a small battle. They would come back in 1882 to obtain a peac treaty and open up korea.
US Civil War and Diplomacy 
· Liberty vs slavery 
· Regional and national interests based on slavery 
· This contradiction created the civil war 
· As this nation was getting stronger through territorial expansion and growth etc, but they were also becoming more and more fragile because of the social and political divisions 
· Movement towards the consoliodation of the union vs movement of fragilizing the union
· With every territorial addition contributed to both the consolidation and the weakening of the union
· Between 1820 and 1860 the north and south avoided conflict through compromise 
· 1820 misouri compromise
· Misouri would be accepted into the union as a slave state but above the 36th parallel, there would be no slavery 
· For every slave state, there must be a free state 
· This was on the basis of balance
· All new states after the addition of Louisiana caused extreme problems 
· Who would control the republic? North or south
· Diplomacy of the civil war with Europe
· For the north
· The seat of the union and the federal government
· This was a civil war or an insurrection/rebellion 
· this was a war by and for americans
· the neutrality of Europe in face of the civil war pissed them off because this measn they recognized the south
· the north wanted to isolate the south to the point that Europe does not see the south as a separate entitiy
· William seward secretary of state under Lincoln in 1861 told abe to send a message to Europe (france, GB, Spain, Russia) threatening war to all of them if they recognize the southern rebellion 
· Seward told Lincoln to create a blockade around the southern ports to block it from the rest of the world 
· Europe was not pleased about this because it stopped them from doing business wwith the south, and in their eyes that meant that the south is independent, otherwise why a blockade? Blocades are meant to be between nations 
· Unacceptable for the US because for the US there is onle ONE usa
NOV 14TH
· For the south
· War was not a civil war it was a war of cessation 
· It wanted recognition and alliance from abroad 
· This would have given the south legitimacy 
· They wante liberty and independence yet they wanted to preserve their system of slavery
· This presented a problem for the cause
· How would the Europeans, who were no longer slave states, back a slave cause 
· The southerners knew that the majority of the northerners did not sympathize with the slaves and that they wouldn’t want to go to war for the cause of the slaves. The southerners knew only a small minority in the north was abolitionist and reformist for equality between both races. 
· The southerners played on this attitude to minimize moral implications of slavery. 
· The had to show the world that the north was not so xweet towards the blacks either
· Lincoln had made a speech about keeping the union and not about freeing the slaves. He told the southerners that if the southern states ended this battle and just joined the union, he would not touch slavery; they could keep that shit. This is what the southerners wanted to show the world. 
· the cotton trade was central to the southern strategy..the north had industry, population, etc. but te south had the cotton trade…very lucrative 
· dred scott affair 1857
· dred scott was a slave living in the south but he and his masters moved to the north. In the north, he sued his master because in the north there is no slavery. Supreme Court said scott had no constitutional right to sue and he would remain a state
· this meant that the Missouri compromise of 1820, which stated that slavery did not apply above the 36th parallel, was ended. Slavery can apply anywhere in the US. 
· Also, no one wuld be able to block the south…cotton in king, no one would accept this 
· After lincolns election, he had a plan in action; buy all the cotton fields with 100 million$ guaranted by the Confederation (4 million balls of cotton), buying 50 transport boats, taking all the cotton and taking it to Europe but not selling it, just keeping it safe, wait until the world needed cotton..starve the world of cotton, then sell it all. 800 million $ of profit.
· There was not 4 million balls of cotton
· The south was not prepared to sell their fields
· They did not believe the bonds of the confederation 
· For the Europeans 
· The difficulty of the US was a good time for them to get back into north America 
· Europeans did not accept the superiority of the US 
· They wanted to support the south to cut the US in 2…this could only serve as a positive thing for the Europeans 
· GB in 1860 had the strongest navy on earth…strongest military power on earth…1861 the time was perfect for british intervention  
· Since the beginning of the war, france and g bayed the neutrality card
· May 1861 gb proclaimed neutrality and france followed 
· Neutrality did not mean absolute neutrality it simply meant the liberty of continuing relations with both the north and south 
· This neutrality suggested that both parties were recognized as independent 
· Very  similar to the US position during the European wars 
· The south was winning all battles until 1863…gb was about to intervene until the south lost the battle in 1863…they would not support a losing horse 
· The south sent 2 diplomats to europe; one to London the other to paris because they wanted official recognition and armament/money. In return they would have great economic relations with them.  Most of all, they wanted  these people to come in physically and help. 
NOV 19TH 
· Europeans proposed solutions which would split the USA in 2 
· France and GB wanted to mediate in early 60s
· They were motivated by the fact that the south was killing the north and even planned on conquering the north, which strengthened southern argument for cessation 
· The british didn’t want to intervene but napoleon 3rd wanted to intervene 
· British was afraid of slave uprising in the south which would ruin southern chances of gaining independence (4 mill slaves vs 5 mill white in the south) 
· This would provoke a massacre of whites in the south who were not protected by the soldiers at the front. 
· Race war
· The use of slaves would guarantee a win for the north 
· At the end of 1862, the british thought it was the best time for intervention which could avoid slave war and help the south gain independence. Some argued that European intervention would push Lincoln to call on the slaves in the south to snap. 
· Also, if GB joined, they were shook the Union would attack Canada 
· No European country would go in alone; all or nothing. Russia didn’t want to go in though
· After September 1862, the south began losing battles and this pushed the Europeans further away 
· General Lee planned on taking Maryland ( a buffer between both blocs) and moving on to pensylvania and Washington then into all of the north. 
· Lee was stopped in Antietam, proving the south incapability of conquering 
· Until September 1862, Lincoln didn’t have the abolition of slavery as the objective of war; it was the maintenance of the Union. He refused to allow blacks into his army in 61-62.   
· After the win at Antietam, Lincoln announced the emancipation proclamation which would take effect January 1st 1863. 
· As of this date, all slaves in cessation states (only cessation states), would be free 
· Nice but the northern military isn’t in the south to force this.
· Once the slaves heard this, as of January 1st 2013, slaves began uprising and reaching recruitment stations for the union army…big turning point in the war 
· Why did Lincoln wait this long to use the weapon of slaves?
· This decision couldn’t be made after a battle loss, because it would seem like a desperate act…they had to wait until they won a battle so that it would look like a humanitarian move. 
· Lincoln always had an anti-slave attitude, so after he got elected the south wanted cessation, so although this move was helpful in a win for the Union, it remains that it was sincere. 
· During the war, the buffer states between both blocs were split, but they were occupied by mostly union army, so Lincoln didn’t want to announce this proclamation out of fear that these states would rebel and help the south. 
· He couldn’t call for the uprsigin of slaves because it would look bad for him in the eyes of the europeans to be calling on the massacre of non-combattants, so he had to wait until he could make the proclamation which legitimized the call through diplomacy. 
· Enough people were against Lincoln in the north
· Abolitionists in the north said that he couldn’t just claim emancipation for the south because that’s a strategic game and not a true abolition…he needed to emancipate the north and the south 
· In the case of southern independence, how would the Europeans position themselves in the face of this new confederate state which openly wanted slavery. The british were sympathetic to the norths call for emancipation and abolition this made intervention for the british very difficult because it would be helping the south. 
· Napoleon 3rd, in the case of france, wanted to go in and help the south. france offers mediation between north and south after proclamation. 
· Napoleon was trying to conquer mexico and needed a buffer state between the Union and French mexico. 
· The reaction to the attempt by the attempted conquest by spain and france of latin America, Lincoln was told to declare war against them, but the Union could not support a war against these empires. So they had to simply sit back and hope for the best. 
· In the Dominican republic, half wanted to be annexed by the USA and half wanted to be annexed by Spain
· Because of the civil war in the US, the pro-spain faction took control and re-became a Spanish colony 
· Americans protested this return 
· A second war of independence happened in 1865 after the union won the civil war and spain had to leave the country again 
· In Mexico, napoleon wanted to bring back the dream of a French empire in north America…Louisiana no longer an option so now he wanted Mexico
· He would dominate latin America 
· Why mexico
· All of the territory north of the rio grande was taken by the USA
· Mexico had a very small population…6 million 
· This meant mexico was a young and very weak nation…france wanted what was left of mexico 
· France also wanted the gold and silver as well as all the other natural wealth of mexico 
· Benito Juarez, first Indian president of mexico, was hated by the white Spaniards living in mexico 
· France wanted to cooperate with these whites to ruin Juarez 
· After Juarez annulled Mexican foreign debt; the French Spanish and English made a plan to reconquer mexico
· End of 1861, three-way attack began
· The british and Spanish dipped the war early but france was too down to occupy mexico which he would accomplish in 1863
· After the French conquest of mexico, a pro-french Austrian was made king of mexico, king Maximillian
· France wanted alliance with the growing Austrian empire 
· The southern states of the USA recognized Maximillian immediately in hoped of being recognized by france, but it was too late. We were in 1864. 
· Benito Juarez prepares a coup against Maximillian and in 1864, napoleon pulls out French  troops 
· The union armies had encircled the southern armies and were finishing them, and they would probably turn against france in mexico if they didn’t get out asssaappp 
· Maximillian was supported by the catholic church and the wealthy in mexico but in 1867, hes killed and Juarez takes control
· In 1870 france and Prussia are in war
· Prussia invades part of france and takes Alsace Lorraine 
· After the civil war, the Monroe doctrine was reinforced 
· Spain was still in cuba but after the end of the civil war, there was an uprising in cuba for independence. The americans sympathized and even helped the nationalists win independence
· Now for GB, some americans wanted to invade Canada and take control because of GB actions during the civil war. William Seward, secretary of state for example, was for this plan. 
· Estimation of loss of American capital during the civil war was 2 billion $ and they asked for Canada as payment…they ended up settling for 15 million $
· Canadians were shook of American intentions because of the purchase of Alaska…worry of trying to encircle Canada 
· Russia was in need of money, and Alaska was actually costing Russia money. 
· In 1860, Russians negotiate Alaska to America and in 1867 they get 7.2 million$ for Alaska 
· After this purchase, GB immediately announced the British North America Act which created the Dominion of Canada, aka a Canada United (british Columbia included) in 1867…this created a barrier for American expansion in the north. 
NOV 21ST 
Between civil war and Spanish American war
· 1865-1890
· After the civil war, over 600k killed. Reconstruction and reconciliation period transforming them into a world power. 
· Political, economic and social consolidation…the consolidation of the union. 
· Now more than ever, the union is strong and indivisible 
· Social/racial consolidation… abolition of slavery (13th amendment)…black are still inferior to whites though (subcitizen) even though the 15th amendment gave them the rights of normal citizens such as voting. They will be marginalized with no fundamental rights…the fruit of a deal between northern and southern states.  Consolidation of white society at the expense of a black minority which was becoming more and more minor due to the large amount of immigrants entering the US. Went from being 1/5th of the population to 1/10th. 
· The spirit of white supremacy is seen in the foreign relations of the US 
· Economic consolidation….slavery and agrarian system, main-d’oeuvre and such before the war…after the war, the union consolidates under the economic terms of the north (industrialization) 
· Captains of industry
· Rockefeller family (oil)
· Carnegie family (steel) 
· Became the biggest exporter of agriculture and industry in the world
· Between 1865 and 1890, production of American wheat grew by 250%, corn by 220%, sugar 400%, coal 800%...
· The US was surpassing the European powers both individually and in some cases all of Europe 
· But what are the limits of capitalism? 
· Human limits, economic limits, ecological limits 
· Should we let man let do whatever he wants however he wants? 
· A lot of questions were being posed 
· More and more, the government would play a hand in economics as to disallow monopolies 
· This is a period of extreme capitalism and no mind for anything but wealth 
· Carnegie proclaimed his gospel of wealth (relations between god and money) 
· 1889 
· Individualism and wealth accumulation are the best examples of human advancement 
· Russell Conwell 
· Pastor
· Started a university based teaching mainly religion
· Preached personal enrichment 
· Acres of diamonds conference 
· Made dozens of times across the US 
· “you ought to get rich and it is your duty to get rich…people say isn’t that awful, why don’t you preach the gospel instead of man making money? Because to make money honestly is to preach the gospel” 
· “money is power…it helps religion…it is your Christian and godly duty to make money” 
· Even literature coming out of the US is becoming a major criticism of American way of life 
· Mark twain wrote The Gilded Age 
· About the ideologies of America between 1865 to 1900 
· Gilded = gold only on the surface 
· Herbert Spencer 
· Behind the idea of social Darwinism 
· More popular in the US than his home country of England 
· American society loved the idea of individualism and equality of chance 
· This only reinforces the idea of Manifest Destiny and gives it an imperialist notion 
· It is america’s DUTY to take over the neighboring countries that aren’t too strong 
· Josiah Strong
· Wrote “Our Country”
· Linking religion to social Darwinism 
· in 1885 he called for American hegemony
· talking about American and anglo-saxon supremacy…the US must dominate the world…protestants only though
· albert beveridge 
· an American senator who says that god has been preparing the americans to become the master organizers of the world 
· the americans must lead the world 
· the americans now have the economic and military capacity to make all this happen
· Alfred t mahan
· A professor at the naval war college and in 1890 published “the influence of sea power in history”
· Creating naval bases to conquer the world 
· After the Spanish American war they began doing this
· Now over a thousand American bases across the world 
· “an empire of bases” 
· Fighting wars overseas and not on American soil 
· In 1890s, the US successfully built one of the strongest navies on the planet 
· During these years,  a view of the world shared by 4 powers
· Russia, US, Prussia (later Germany), and GB 
· Later, this became US vs Russia 
Spanish American War 
· 1898 
· John Hay, sceretery of state undr William mckinnley, called this a “splendid little war” 
· 100 day war, april 1898 to august 1898 (little war)
· Splendid can be seen in the American victory or the idoloigical splendor as a war against colonialism to save cuba…or even expansionist splendor which saw the treaty give cuba, Puerto rico, phillippines and guam to the US 
· The Spanish were no longer capable of defending their empire since the early 19th century late 18th 
· They claimed the 20th century would be the american century
· What they now had, surpassed the dream of the forefathers 
· Began to resemble European imperialism more and more 
· Neo-imperialism of the 20th century 
· Less direct and territorial or axed on conquest…but now axed on control from far

· This was not a big empire outside the USA as were the British and French empires 
· This war was not strictly with spain 
· It began this way but it developed into a war for control of Spanish territories across the world
· After the defeat of spain, it became a war against the Spanish nationalists and Pilipino nationalists 
· The war in the Philippines, against the nationalists, lasted 3 years
· Was not a splendid war
· Thousands of dead, massacres, concentration camps, war crimes and more 
· The war in cuba was a humanitarian war against spain
· Although they abolished slavery in early 19th century, they only abolished slavery in cuba in 1880…but it wasn’t complete abolition 
· They kept a form of non-paid servitude (not called slavery) called “patronato”to teach them freedom
· 1886 saw a complete abolition of slavery in cuba 
· The free-slaves revolted for freedom and the US decided to help these guys out 
· These guys were winning the war very slowly…control of all cities except for the major cities still held by spain
· Spain sent in the general weyler (the butcher) to win the war
· He wanted to concentrate the Cubans into the big cities so he could fuck them up
· Creation of concentration camps 
· Foreign observers saw no war 
· 1895 us president was grover Cleveland…an isolationist 
· He wanted to simply pressure spain into being a better empire
· William mckinley was elected president in 1897
· His politics would be different than clevelands 
· American journalists began publishing artciles about the rebellion in cuba talking a lot about the cruelty towards the rebels by spain 
· What provoked American intervention was the Maine steel warship which exploded in a Havana port
· They sent the ship to guarantee American interests in the war…spain reluctantly accepted
· Things between spain and the US remained amicable 
· 15 february 1897, the ship explodes and sinks, killing most of the marines on the ship 
· Nobody knew why or how the Maine ship exploded
· 2 hypotheses 
· Sabotage…a mine was placed under the ship, but they didn’t know who may have placed the mine…this remained a non-confirmed theory because both may have done it, but both had something to lose and gain, so nobody knew who
· Accident…shit went down in the boat and something set of the 5 tonnes of gun powder in the boat…no proof of this either. 
· American government and press accepted the hypothese of sabotage as opposed to internal accident base on the report made by the US navy (they didn’t want an independent commission to create a report so only the Navy wrote a report…but they obviously wouldn’t want to seem incompetent)
· This hypotheses also gave the US a casus belli (the 2nd would not create a casus belli)
· Furthermore, they decided to blame the Spanish and not the Cubans as the agressors…this played in their favour …they could absorb spanish colonies 
· American media demonized the Spanish 
· McKinley asked congress for a decleration of war against spain and in 1898, he got it 
· The US saw this as a sane war to put an end to an insane war, a cruel war
· Humanitarian in its goals, said McKinley
· Yet in his discourse to congress, he never claimed independence of cuba….he wanted “to secure a full and final termination of hostilities between the people of spain and cuba and to secure in the island the establishment of a secure government capable of securing order and ensuring peace and tranquility of its citizens as well as our own” IMPORTANT
· Jose Marti was the leader of the Cuban independence movement 
· He saw the dangers of American neo-colonialism post-spain 
· He wrote that the US was a brutal country 
· “I have lived in the monster and I know its entrails” 
· Americans and Cubans did not have the same plan for cuba post-spanish-war 
· 3 possible options
· Independence and sovereignty of cuba…this is what the nationalists wanted…this was inadmissible for the US
· Simple annexation by the US…rejected by the cuban nationalists and anti-imperialists in the US 
· Center solution…semi-independence under American protectorate…this became popular with the Europeans also…indirect domination…protectorate had a positive connotation; protection against foreign and domestic dangers 
NOV 28TH 
· They decided on the protectorate..american business can still strive in cuba this way and the gov maintains foreign and military control of cuba 
· This did not please anti-imperialist and Cuban nationals 
· Creations of the Teller Amendment 
· Joined to the declaration of war against spain 
· 1898
· “the united states herby disclaims any disposition or intention to exercise sovereignty, jurisdiction, or control over Cuba except for the pacification thereof, and asserts its determination when that is accomplished to leave the government and control of the island to its people” 
· Very vague and ambiguous….this is on purpose 
· Creation of Platt Amendment 
· Incorporated in the new Cuban constitution 
· 1903
· This takes away all Cuban sovereignty
· Not capable of creating any treaties with other countires, they have to give the American a piece of their land for a naval base (Guantanamo), the American gov maintains its right to interfere in Cuban affairs (such as replacing or overthrowing Cuban gov)
· If they did not accept the platt amendment; the American control of cuba would continue 
· 1903 signaled the independence of cuba and its first president Thomas palma was an American citizen 
· Philippine war 
· Stewart Crayton Miller wrote The Benevolent Assimilation about the war in the Philippines 
· He considered this war america’s “first Vietnam” 
· The geographical position of the country was important because of how close it was to china and japan 
· The americans had to “assume the white man’s burden”
· Origins of the war
· 1895, a secret nationaloits organization began a rebellion against spain
· Emilio Aguinaldo, a young chief in this organization and one of the best educated of the organization, emerged as THE leader of the organization after a battle with spain
· 1897 hes exiled to hong kong but only after taking a large amount of money from spain, and he used this money to buy weapons and send to the rebellion 
· The americans were in contact with Aguinaldo when the war broke out…hes a lot like jose marti with the exception of marti being very suspicious of the americans but Aguinaldo not knowing the americans well at all (for this reason, he considered them a friendly nation helping in the fight for national sovereignty)
· 1898 12 june, Aguinaldo proclaimed the independence of the philipines 
· The united states refused to recognize the independence of the country or Aguinaldo as president 
· Spain lost in august of the same year but the US continued to refuse sovereignty 
· The treaty of paris 1898 transferred the colonies of cuba, guam, Puerto rico and philipines to the US with a payment of 20 mil to spain
· Cubans and Filipinos weren’t part of the negotiations for this treaty 
· The Filipinos now wanted independence from the americans and waged war against the new empire
· War lasted 3 years and was brutal 
· William howard taft was named governor general of the philipines and will later become president 
· Many more American soldiers were killed in the war with the philipines than the war with spain 
· 1 american soldier dead was equivalent to a Filipino village under fire 
· Colonel Frederick Funston ordered his regiment to never take prisoners…only execute 
· The americans also used torture 
· Benevolent Assimilation Proclamation 
· http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Benevolent_assimilation
· Funston captured Aguinaldo in 1901 and was considered a hero by americans at home 
· Aguinaldo accepted American protectorate as to not be executed 
· The Philippines was only given independence on july 4th 1946 
· Once independent, they refused this date and proclaimed june 12th their independence day (the day Aguinaldo proclaimed) 
· This war was a colonial war just as the cuban war was of the same nature 
· Independence for cuba and the Philippines was unacceptable for the US 
· They were racially inferior and incapable of self-government 
DEC 3RD 
Anti-imperialist opposition
· Weak during the Cuban conflict 
· Strengthened with the phillipines war 
· Anti imperialists are a coalition of different social classes , occupations and interests
· They created the American anti-imperialist league 
· Mark twain was VP for the last 10 years of the life of this league 
· There were also many politicians, authors etc. and they came mostly from new England
· They accepted the continental expansion as a natural expansion but they did not believe in extra-continental expansion 
· Political and ideological differences
· The values of America go against imperialism…freedom and liberty 
· It went against the Monroe doctrine (non-interventionism)
· Moral obligations
· Denouncing savagery, torture and war crimes 
· Anti imperialists used the racist argument of America should not try and take over a country containing inferior races 
· Imperialists say that the indigenous cant self-govern so the americans needed to go in and teach these people (paternalist argument)
· Anti-imperialists disagree 
· They were very poorly viewed by americans
· Considered traitors and anti-patriots 
China
· In Africa, aside from Ethiopia, africa was entirely cut up 
· Scramble for Africa 
· Eurpoean countries went to war over Africa 
· The Africans in all of this aren’t given any concern…they were never consulted…Africa became a European patchwork 
· Same thing with south east asia 
· And later on the parcelization of the ottoman empire 
· Latin America dand the carribean were essentially American zones of influence
· Diferent type of colonization 
· Usually military occupation or a protectorate, but the leaders of these countries were put in place for American interests
· Fair trade does not mean fair trade 
· The entire world was owned by these empires 
· Only one big country could escape this occupation from any imperialist country; china 
· This was the dream of every empire 
· In 1900 america had 76 million ppl, then Germany with 60 million, Russia with 50 million, france 40 milion, GB 34 million, but GB had a massive empire. Total demography of all of these empires was inferior to the population of china 
· Everyone wanted a piece of the cake 
· Except china was a massive cake difficult to digest….it could not be absorbed like other countries
· China was a unified empire and civilization for centuries 
· This conquest was going to fail…small areas were taken but  china always remained Chinese 
· What was American policy to china at the end of 19th century?
· Commercial and missionary interests
· Commercial expansion 
· This policy saw territorial conquest on the way to china (Hawaii, midwat etc.)
· In 1900 american exportations to china were 15 million $ but still very low compared to the possibilities 
· Chinese were very conscious of anti-chinese racism and were not down to convert to Christianity 
· Chinese exclusion act of 1882
· Stopped Chinese immigration into the US 
· Japanese ambitions in china led to the sino-japonese wars
· With the peace treaty signed by china and japan; Shimonoseki treaty of 1895 
· Very uneven treaty
· Japan obtained very important lands…island of Formosa (Taiwan) and the opening of new ports and Japanese industry introduced in china with cheap labor 
· These ports became exclusive to japan…very similar to what the euros were doing to Africa 
· All of this intensified Chinese nationalism which sparked the Boxer Revolts 
· Considered terrorists by outsiders
· Boxers called for the murder and massacre of foreigners and Chinese converts 
· Americans did not want to participate in the cutting of china 
· But why
· Americans were already occupied by a war in the philipines
· They felt their interests in china threatened so they opted for non-exclusivism 
· This policy was to avoid the dememberment of china 
· They wanted all of china open for American business 
· They wanted to dominate the Chinese market so long as there was not exclusivism 
· Open door policy 
· John hay, secretary of state, sent 2 letters  to imperial countries
·  sept 1899
· Against exclusive spheres of influence, the US does not recognize the exclusivity of the spheres and are against the demeberment of the country
· July 1900 (during boxer war)
· Called for Chinese independence and the preservation of territorial integrity of china 
· These letters were not addressed to china and it was not consulted by the US although it was the object of the letters
· These letters did not reject imperialism or even unfair treaties or unfair commerce…they just wanted to reglement and organize economic penetration of china 
· These letters projected an image of the US different from other countries
· A nation which puts economy before territory 
· This is also what the americans waned the Chinese to believe 
· The interests of empires in china creted the russo-japonese war of 1904-05
· Roosevelt served as mediator 
· After this war, the other countries accept the idea of non-exclusivity because the alternative(Chinese partition and territorial exclusivity) would lead to more war between the empires 
· What effects did the letters have on china and Chinese policy?
· China wanted to play on the rivality between empires
· They used the American open-door policy to their advantage…keeping a centralized state and a form of independence 
· Nationalism is the main thing that prevented the partition of china
