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 1) Direct quote in the body of your text (Using exactly the author’s words)

It is believed that “A very popular notion about anthropology is that it is the search for human universals with the corollary that whatever is universal must, ipso facto, be natural” (Delaney, 2011, p. 9).

2) Block quote separated from the body of your text (using exactly the author’s words)


With the intent to shed more light on rites of passage, Delaney suggests:

You could also easily see all four years of college as a     prolonged initiation ritual, since you are separated from the rest of society for the entire period. You are no longer a child, but are not yet a fully functioning adult. (2011, pg. 8)

  3) Indirect quote (paraphrasing or rephrasing the author’s statement in your own words)

It was initially thought that Homo sapiens developed into their current biological anatomy, and then went on to cultivate culture; however, it is now universally understood that modern humans evolved from their ape-like ancestors over time, and that culture concurrently had a role to play in this evolution (Delaney, 2011, pg. 9).



4) Reference to a specific idea in a written source

Concerning the nature and dynamics of culture, Delaney communicates that, “When combined with a belief that culture is an evolutionary, unidirectional, and progressive phenomenon that all peoples are striving for, one can sense how assumptions about class, race, and gender hierarchy were reinforced” (2011, pg. 12). 

5) Reference to a specific idea in a written source, in which the author cites another author

“In archaeology and in cultural anthropology the reference to culture or a culture is primarily to material production, while in history and cultural studies the reference is primarily to signifying or symbolic systems” (Raymond Williams quoted in Delaney, 2011, p. 13).

6) Reference to a specific idea in a class lecture	 

As discussed by professor Sax in class, from an anthropological stand point, fundamental categories and experiences such as space and time “looks at how individuals and groups find themselves situated in these ‘webs of meaning’, which they themselves have spun” (class lecture slides, September 29 2014).



7) Reference to an online source


According to the "Becoming Human" online interactive documentary, researchers explore and examine terrain in order to find clues on where fossils may lie. Once potential locations have been marked, they excavate, conserving as much information attainable (Johanson & Marable 2000).


8) Reference to a film source

In class we watched a short film, which visually illustrated a foreigner gaining understanding of an unfamiliar land, and it’s people (Zain Mahmu, 2014).
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
