· Cholera: A bacterial disease which affects the small intestines (From: Roughing it in the Bush) 
· Aphorism: a concise statement about the generalities of life
· Autobiography: Written work about ones life, from the point of their parents meeting or birth, to death or current age
· Memoir: A written work about a specific time period/place in someone’s life
· Sublime Original Definition: A term used by the greeks to describe the quality of one’s writing abilities
· Sublime 18th century Definition: became a term used to describe physical objects, especially in nature

· Italian Sonnet: An Italian sonnet is broken up into an Octave (8 lines) with a rhyme scheme of ABBA, ABBA and a sestet (6 lines) with no particular rhyme scheme

· Confederation Poets: A group of Canadian poets having been born during or around the time of the confederation
· Modernity: Urbanization and industrialization which is not usually portrayed in a positive way in poetry
· At The Mermaid Inn: A weekly literary column that involved many of the Confederation poets such as Archibald Lampman and Duncan Campbell Scott which was found in the Toronto Globe
· Lyric Poem: Short poem that can be sung
· Ode: A long(ish) poem with an extravagant stanza structure, unusual rhyme scheme in a serious tone on a serious topic
· Mechanical Imagination: Used in “Among the Timothy” associated with urban life, and city life. Refers to the process of thinking and consciousness rather than dreaming and unconsciousness
· Organic Imagination: Used in “Among the Timothy” associated with Rural life. Refers to the process of dreaming and unconsciousness rather than thinking and consciousness

· Evangelization: forcing Christian believes on native Americans 
· Merging: marriage of a white person and a native person
· Madonna: The virgin Mary, a Christian figure
· Miscegenation: Combination of white and native cultures
· Waning: To shrink, and become smaller and smaller
· Ballad:  A narrative poem with a structure


· Modernism: Essentially describes a turn in poetic form, from open forms, to closed forms and from regular rhyme and meter to irregular rhyme, meter and free verse
· Blank Verse: unrhymed Iambic pentameter

Questions:
Susanna Moodie: Roughing it in the Bush

1. How does Susanna Moodie react to her fellow immigrants once she is on the shore of Grosse Isle?
Moodie’s attitude towards her fellow immigrants on the island is one of disdain. The yelling, shoving, and actions of the women on the island specifically upset Moodie. She feels the exposure of woman’s ankles and shoving is not how proper English women behave and is disgusted by the lack of composure the people have. Initially, the island was viewed as a beautiful, peaceful symbol of hope. However, this 
Changes immediately as Moodie look down on those on the island. 

2. What is the significance of the poem interjected within the excerpt?
The interjection of the poem is meant to act as a pause to reflect on the beauty of the island. It is a moment both the author and the reader share together as a kind of daydream, or “aw” moment.

3. Give a brief summery and examples of the “Sublime”
The “Sublime” can be described as any feature of the natural world that inspires feelings of vastness and power in hopes to spark a delightful horror of an observer who is ultimately safe from distress. An example of the sublime would be the ocean,  which is an obscure, beautiful and terrifying natural phenomena that makes us feel insignificant but amazed.

4. What is the irony and significance of the Captains Oath?
The Captains Oath is ironic because instead of the captain swearing on the bible, he swears on a book written by Voltaire which is anti clericalist 
5. How long does the Journey to Grosse Isle take?
The journey takes 2 months
6. What genre(s) does “Roughing it in the Bush fit?”
Roughing it in the bush can fit many genres including, autobiographical, memoir and travel guide
7. How are contamination and purification contrasted in the text?
The two doctors who represent life and death most prominently contrast contamination and purification. The Scotchman represents liveliness and the Frenchman represents decay. This is shown through the descriptions of their appearances. Also, contamination is shown through disease (cholera) and social contamination/purification through Moodie who is viewed as a proper upper-class victorian woman and the contamination of the island  

Archibald Lampman’s “Among The Timothy,” “The Railway Station,” and Confederation Poetry
1. What/Who are the confederation poets? 
The confederation poets are a group of 19th century Canadian writers and poets born during or around the time of the confederation. In our studies, Archibald lampman, Duncan Campbell scott and E. Pauline Johnson are included

2. Describe Archibald Lampman’s poetry style
A reoccurring pattern in Lampmans poetry is the comparison between the rural and the urban. His poetry can be best described as pastoral, and portrays modernity often negatively. 
3. Define Pastoral Poetry and Modernity in relation to Archibald Lampman
Pastoral poetry often focus’s on the romantics of the rural land, and the simplicity of rural life.
4. What was “At the Mermaid Inn,” and who were its earliest contributors?
At the Mermaid Inn was a weekly literary column which many confederation poets contributed to such as Archibald Lampman and Duncan Campbell Scott. It was featured in the Toronto Globe.
5. What type of poem (form) is “Among The Timothy?” and why?
Among the Timothy is an Ode, because it is long(ish), with an extravagant stanza structure, about a serious topic and serious tone. 
6. What type of poem is “The Railway Station?” and why?
The railways station is an Italian sonnet, due to its Octave, and Sestet and rhyme scheme
7. What is the word “Timothy” referring to in the title “Among The Timothy?”
Timothy refers to a type of plant
8. Provide a brief summary of “Among The Timothy,” What is the poem truly about and how do we know?
Initially, the speaker is lying in a freshly harvested field in the country attempting to clear his head of the clutter of the city. The poem is truly about the process of poetry writing and the speaker is having trouble writing, so he leaves the city which represents his mechanical imagination (clutter, conscious thinking, etc.) and comes to the country to dream and clear his head. The speaker believes poetry writing should be organic and spontaneous and only nature can spark this within him. The speaker is attempting to gain rejuvenation from the rural landscape in order to be able to write again

9. Describe the difference between Organic Imagination and Mechanical imagination and their association with dreaming and thinking? How does this influence the speaker
Organic imagination represents rural life, and unconscious, dreamlike ways of thinking while mechanical imagination represents city life which is conscious, and mechanical thinking.
10. What does the concept of “nature” act as in the poem, “Among The Timothy?”
Nature, for the speaker is a form of rejuvenation of the mind
11. Provide a brief description of “The Railway Station,” what is the poem commenting on?
The speaker in the railway station is observing the hustle and bustle of people in the station. The poem is a comment on urban life, modernization and industrialized and its effect on people. It is not a positive take on modernity. 

Duncan Campbell Scott
1. What is the Madonna? And what is the significance of the title in “The Onondaga Modaonna?”
The Madonna is the Virgin Mary, a well known christen symbol. However, the irony of the title lies in the symbol of salvation the Virgin Mary is known for and the child in the poem who represents doom 
2. Provide a summary of “The Onondaga Madonna” and talk about the significance of the poem
The Onondaga Madonna alludes to the paternity of a child being white, and the maternity of the mother being Native American. The poem is a comment on Intermarriage and the product of it. 
3. How are the words Waning, Pagan and Primal Warrior significant to the poems overall message about Native life?
The child is paler than the mother, representing the European side of the child whom the mother describes as her “ancient foes.” The appearance of the child being pale is meant to show the slow “waning,” or disappearance of native culture and native race. However, the child’s “primal warrior” is visible in his/her eyes, telling us that no matter how European the child looks, his/her native “primitive” side will never fully be diminished. This side of the child is considered pagen, and destined to doom the entire nation. 
4. According to duncan Campbell Scott’s poetry, what is Intermarriage, and what is the significance of the child being a product of it in “The Onondaga Madonna?”
5. What emotions are provoked in “The Onondaga Madonna”
6. How is the Madonna portrayed in the “Onondaga Madonna,” and why (Provide evidence)
The Madonna is eroticized throughout the poem, referring to her “rebel lips” and standing “full throated,” these images are ironic because the Madonna is typically represented as being pure.
7. Provide a description of “The Half Breed Girl”
The “Half Breed Girl” describes a young girl stuck in a state of psychological paralysis because of her mixed blood heritage. It is possible that the half -breed girl does not know of her white ancestors, and never will but her heritage is present in her mind and dreams, which causes her to question her native life, or “savage life.” The girl is at constant battle with herself to understand her longing for a different life, which leads to feelings of self-hatred because she cannot figure herself out. To me, the poem implies that the European side of a mixed race person is dominate and longs to come out and that the native side of her is what stops the girl from becoming educated and making the transition to European ways of life, and ultimately leads to self hatred. 
8. Who is the target audience in “The last of the American Treaties?” and why
9. How is assimilation achieved according to Scott?
Through trade, and education

E. Pauline Johnson
1. Where does the poem “Silhouette” take place in Canada? How do we know?
Many of E. Pauline Johnsons poems take place on the west coast of Canada. Specifically, in “Silhouette” you can tell because of the references to prairies and buffalo.  
2. How do Duncan Campbell Scott’s poems differ from Pauline Johnsons? How are they the same in ways?
Both writers tackle native American issues, but E. Pauline Johnson who is native American has a different perspective on many of the issues than Scott. Specifically, Johnsons poems that we studied are about a nation lost, and feeling hopeless in the loss of ones race and community while scott tackles the internal longing to either break free from native life or the effects of intermarriage to rid of it. 
3. Provide a summary of “Silhouette”
Silhouette involves a lone chief leader, and a lone tipi reflecting on the aftermath of colonialism and it’s effects on his tribe. All that is left are “ghosts” and shadows of what used to be, and the poem reflects on the loss of ones culture and resources.
4. Why did they rid the buffalo in “Silhouette?”
The Europeans would take the buffalo as a form of colonial tactic to force the native Americans to participate in trade and partake in European lifestyle.

The aftermath of colonialism

7. Pauline Johnson sought to break down the stereotypes of native life, especially women 

Modernism in Canada
1. Define Modernism
Generally, the shift in closed forms of poetry (regular rhyme and meter) to open forms of poetry (free verse and irregular rhyme)

F.R.R Scott and W.W,E Ross
3. What poetic writing styles are associated with modernism?
Free verse and blank verse

F.R Scott
1. What style of poem is “Old Song?” and why
Old song is a free verse poem because it does not have a regular rhyme or meter or structure

Among the Timothy is an Ode, which is considered a closed form of poetry that is long, with an extravagant stanza structure about a serious topic in a serious tone. While  Old song is a free verse poem with no particular form, rhyme or meter. The speaker in Among the Timothy talks about his feelings about the sceney and how it affects him, which the speaker in Old song is observing the scenery

The river
4. What were F.R Scotts greatest contributions as a modernist poet?
His free verse poems 
5. What are the 3 rules of Imagism?
The first rule of Imagism is direct treatment of the “thing” whether it be objective (Ex. River, road, etc.) or subjective (Ex. Love, beauty, etc.). The second rule is to use no unnecessary words; imagism is very minimalistic and only uses words that are absolutely necessary. The third rule is to compose in a series of musical phrase, not metronome 
6. Provide a description of “The Canadian Authors Meet?”
F.R Scott was famous for his parody’s and satires, especially “The Canadian Authors meet” This poem is commenting on a group of British women, talking about the future of Canadian literature in a very British way, using British language. 
7. How does “The Canadian Authors Meet” contrast “Old Song”
The Canadian Authors meet returns to closed forms of poetry that were pre modernist. This shift however, is part of the parody since F.R scott was known for his free verse poem, writing this poem with a particular rhyme scheme and structure adds to the satirical element and message he is trying to send.
8. What is being parodied/satirized in “The Canadian Authors Meet?”

W.W.E Ross
1. How is WWE Ross a modernist poet and how is “Spring Song” a modern poem
W.E.E Ross is a modernist poet because he uses open forms of poetry, and Spring Song is written in a way with no stanza structure or regular rhyme scheme. The reader is confronted with choices while reading his poem, and can interpret it many different ways
