Social Learning Theory
Sutherland’s theory: 
1. criminal behavior is learned 
2. criminal behavior is learned in interaction with other criminals (communication)
3. principle part of the learning of criminal behavior occurs in intimate personal groups
4. when criminal behavior is learned, the learning includes the techniques of committing the crime-which can be complicated or simple and specific attitudes or rationalizations that come along with it
5. specific directions of motives and drives is learned from definitions of legal codes as favorable or unfavorable-you’re more likely to break the law, if you don’t respect it
6. a person become delinquent (criminal or deviant) because of an excess of definitions favorable to violation of the law and unfavorable variation of the law=you’re more likely to break the law if you have justified reasons for breaking it
7. differential associations may vary in frequency, duration, priority and intensity = sometimes you will have stronger reason to break the law 
8. the process of learning criminal behavior by association with criminal and aint-criminal patterns involves all of the mechanisms that are involved in any other type of learning
9. while criminal behavior is an expression of general needs and values, it cannot be explained by those same general needs and values
^^Criminal and non-criminal behavior is learned.
Social Control Theorists
· Control theories ask what causes conformity

Travis Hershey: Control theory
· Commitment: people’s weak bonds with society will make u commit crimes or acts of deviance (how committed are you to your society?)
· strength of your bond with society increases your conformity
· people comply with the law because of fear of punishment and shame
· attachment: how much is their a bond between you and your family and their ties with the world in which they live-is that world in harmony or in conflict?
· Involvement: people don’t have the energy to be deviant, too busy studying, working etc – involved with society
· Belief: your belief in that a crime is wrong (someone close to you commits a crime, what would you think-what would your reaction be?) for most it would be a shock. – your common belief system

· John Braithwaite - Shaming: 2 ways for shaming: 
1. Stigmatic shaming(labeling someone)-breaking the bond between society and the offender 
2. reintegrative shaming – ex. Healing circles (native), restorative justice. Building a bond between the offender and the community. Bringing the victim and the offender together. This would force the offender to take responsibility of their actions.  

Labeling theory:
· labels are used to justify the way we think
· we tend to label people when we see others do it 
· moral panics from the media 
· Howard S. Becker-All social groups make rules and attempt at some time and under certain circumstances to enforce them. Social rules define situations and the kinds of behaviors appropriate to them.
Becker: Social groups create deviance by making the rules who’s infractions constitutes deviance and by applying the rules to particular ppl and labeling them as outsiders. From this point of view, deviance is not a quality of the act someone commits. – it is not the label itself, but the person who does the labeling and the person who is being labeled.  It depends on who is giving the label, if it matters etc

Edwin Lemert: primary deviation and secondary deviation 
· Primary: the acceptance or the commission of the act (doing one act and simply don’t commit the second act)
· Secondary: has done deviant things many times, it becomes a part of the person’s character and is in their belief system.
