Thesis of studying youth delinquency:
· youth delinquency is a product of national and moral decline and pressing problems that have gone too far. (ex. Poverty, smoking weed etc)
· UN declaration of child rights: we have to recognize everyone under the age of 18. Rights = right to play, security, nationality, a name, shelter.
Schools of thought on children:
· romantic child: good kid
· the evangelical child: corrupt, children needed moral guidance 
· Delinquent child: separated from the adult, now are responsible for their actions
· School child: if children have problems, school was thought to be the solution

Lessons from the histories:
· not biology
· multiple fuels of youth and delinquency 
· changing
· not always about crime
· fear about control
 adults are more scared of what youth are doing, it’s not about what youth are actually doing

· doli incapax, parens patriae = too young to be evil, in Canada 12 is too young to be evil
· 1908 = welfare stage 
· 1984 = the due process model, giving kids the right to a lawyer and go to court
· 2003 = Youth criminal justice act - the restraint, accountability, protection, rehabilitation and discretion 
Youth criminal justice act
· Applies to ppl between 12-17
· Recognizes that they are in need of help
· Advocating for two streams
· Requirements for alternatives = Anytime a young person is charged or is considered being charged, he or she must consider an alternative 
· Distinct sentencing principles and sentences

Reactive youth justice solutions:
· scaring youth through the prison experience
· defining (il)legitmate work
· making the parent responsible – being liable for your kid’s actions

· Parenting programs, helping parents parent better
