Augustine of hippo (354-430) was the author of the “original sin” which he refers to the sin of Adam and eve. He believed that sin travelled through semen that was the reason why the entire human race is doomed.
Who is Augustine of hippo? Augustine followed Manichaeism for a decade but eventually broke with these Manichees, who posed a scientific façade.  Machincaeism speculated physics, cosmology, psychology, and astrology.  Inspired by Saint Antony’s life, Augustine underwent a profound personal crisis, which led him to convert to Christianity.
Augustine wrote “city of god” to propagate the idea that the crumbling of the empire was due to the lack of worship of ancestral gods. In the confessions book, we saw that Augustine finally understood the difference between god, Christ and evil. He said that God created the "seminal principles" as the basis for everything that subsequently came to be, and maintained that the world is good because a good God created it.
Later Augustine rejected astrology and turned towards Neoplatonism, which spoke about evil and eternal God. Augustine believes evil only exists within ones own self mainly due to sexual desires. Later, Augustine studied the bible , mainly the writing of Paul. Augustine insisted that our freedom is bounded by sin  and it must be set free by grace in order to be about to do good deeds. Augustine’s restlessness comes to rest in a statement that sees Christ as the bridge between frail humanity and the transcendent glory of God.
In conclusion, Augustine of hippo believed that everyone is evil and everyone if bound to commit sin because of their sexual desires. Adam and Eve were the perfect example of this, since they rejected the kingdom of God because of their sexual desires. 
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
