CHAPTER 2


Biological Essentialism: tendency to focus on innate differences & downplay social factors when explaining gender differences – encourages maintenance of prejudice & stereotypes


Empirical Observation: collecting information through direct observation


Variables: factor of interest to researchers – can have more than 1 value


Independent Variable: factor that experimenter manipulates to create a difference that did not previously exist in participants


Dependent Variable: factor that experimenter measures to determine whether manipulation of IV has an effect


Descriptive Research Method: group of research methods (naturalistic observation, surveys, correlational studies) that yield descriptions of the observed phenomena (quant)


Ex Post Facto Studies: non-experimental research design that involves comparison of subjects whoa re placed in contrast groups, on the basis of pre-existing characteristics


Experimental Designs: obtain info on cause/effect – answer “why” questions – involves IV/DV – Madison; sexual orientation & physical appearance


Surveys: data collected from a questionnaire & analyzed to yield results – measurement of attitudes – rely on self reports


Correlational Studies: descriptive method – determine degree of relationship btw 2 factors


Operational Definition: definition of a variable in terms of operations used to obtain info on that variable, not concepts underlying the V – more specific about variables


Case Studies: Qual method – focus on gathering extensive info on a single person or a small group


Interview: Qual Method – respondents interviewed to determine patterns/commonalities among responses


Ethnography: Qual method – researcher becomes immersed in a situation in order to make observations & interpretations of that situation


Focus Group: Qual method – discussion involving a group of people centered around a specific topic (6-8 people <12)


Sources of Bias: philosophers who founded framework of science = men; theories mistaken for results; procedures when planning studies & evaluating results 


Statistically Significant Results: results obtained by analysis with statistical test & found unlikely to have been obtained on the basis of chance alone

















CHAPTER 1


Evolutionary Psychology: examines psychological traits: memory, perception, & language from a modern evolutionary perspective


Essentialism: (EP holds this view) gender differences are biologically determined


Structuralism: (Europe 1880s) attempts to understand the conscious mind by dividing the mind into component parts & analyzing the structure 


Behaviourism: emphasizes the importance of observable behaviour as the subject matter of psychology: discounts utility of unobservable mental events 


Maximalist View: large fundamental differences between M/W (essentialism)


Minimalist View: few differences between M/W


Andocentric Bias: if M are standard, W will always appear deficient when they differ from the standard 


Liberal Feminism: wanting to end discrimination based on sex


Radical Feminism: whole social system needs major change – wants to end oppression


Cultural Feminism: social change in favour of caring relationships – moving towards acceptance/appreciation of traditionally feminine values


Hip-Hop Feminism: draws energy from hip-hop culture to lead young women toward critical analysis of sexism & racism 


Sex Differences: used to describe the differences btw M/F research participants


Unger’s Contribution: (1979) use of the word gender to describe traits/behaviour “appropriate” to M/F – social & psychological label NOT biological 


Weisstein’s Contribution: (1968) criticism of Freud/clinical psychology – biases/fantasies about W contaminate research – they found what they wanted/expected to 


Comparing M&W Movements: APA division 35 vs. 5` - W more united than men


Multiracial Feminism: intersecting source of discrimination (race&sex) – Asian, African, Latina, Native groups who also oppose sexism


Should Psychologists Study Gender: A.Yes, if it is relevant (Eagly, Halpern)B. No (Baumeister, Lott)




















MMPI MF Scale: (1940) included in personality test to measure psychological conditions – one-dimensional & bipolar – measure homosexual tendencies based on responses of 13 homosexual men & 54 heterosexual male soldiers


Instrumental Behaviour: autonomous & achievement – oriented leaders – masculine


Expressive Behaviour: nurturance & support – feminine


Bem Sex Role Inventory (BSRI): (1974) measure masculinity & assess femininity; add androgyny – 20 each of masculine, feminine, filler – 7 point scale


Personal Attributes Questionnaire: designed to overcome issues w/ BSRI – identified people as masculine, feminine, androgynous, & undifferentiated 


Agenic: assertive, controlling tendencies, associated w/ men


Communal: concern w/ welfare of others, associated w/ women


Prejudice: (attitude) evaluation of an entire group – allow prejudiced people to react to members of a group w/o individual knowledge


Discrimination: (behaviour) holds people/groups apart form others & results in different treatment


Deaux & Lewis Model of Gender Stereotyping: 4 components; traits, behaviours, physical characteristics (central), occupation


Attitude Toward Women Scale (AWS): given to students @ a university 20 yrs apart; + relationship btw year & feminist attitudes


Explicit Stereotyping: consciously aware of opinions they furnish


Implicit Stereotyping: underlying components to their attitudes they may not know


Implicit Association Test: shorter reaction times = closer associations


Stereotype Threat: presence of neg. stereotypes affect the performance of those whom the stereotype applies


Benevolent Sexism: positive attitudes that serve to belittle W – W = weak & need protection


Stereotype Content Model: competence (C) + Warmth (W) – HC + HW = admiration (leader) – HC + LW = Envy (female leader/CEO) – LC + HW = Pity (homemaker) – LC + LW = contempt (criminal)





Practical Significance: important result with practical implications – important to everyday life


Feminist Standpoint Epistemologies: those who want to create a W – centered approach to researching the female experience – perpetuates emphasis on gender differences


Meta Analysis: statistical analysis that allows the evaluation of many studies simultaneously

CHAPTER 3


Gender Stereotypes: beliefs about characteristics associated with & activities appropriate to M/W – very influential, form social categories for gender – not always accurate


Doctrine of the Two Spheres: M/W interests diverge – W: home & children M: work & outside world – polar ends


Cult of True Womanhood: (1820-1860) attributes a woman judges herself by & is judged by – promise of happiness & power


Four Cardinal Virtues: 1.Piety: naturally religious 2Purity: sexually uninterested 3Submissivemess: weak, dependent, & timid 4Domesticity: domain is in the home


Male Sex Role Identity: (Pleck, 1981) 1No sissy stuff – stigma w/ fem characteristics 2The sturdy oak – M need toughness, confidence, & self reliance 3 The Big Wheel – success and status 4Give em hell – M should have an aura of aggression, daring, & violence


Stages of Gender Stereotype Development: 1behaviours & characteristics directly associated w/ gender (GS undeveloped) 2beginnings of indirect associations w/ gender for own sex (GS: self-stereotype) 3Complex, indirect gender-related associations for same & other sex (GS: self & other sex)


Illusory Correlation: incorrect belief that two-events vary together, a perception that relationship is strong where there is little ( no relationship: allow children to maintain stereotype


Attitude Interest Analysis Survey: 546 items – 1936 Miles – M-F scores laid on a continuum – strong M + at one end & strong F – a the other – not very useful

































































































































































































































































FSH & LH in Boys: FSH = production of sperm – LH = maturation of sperm & stimulates production of testosterone 


Turner Syndrome: one chromosome on #23 (XO) have external female genetalia but undeveloped internal genetalia – no puberty, no estrogen, no fertility


Klinefelter Syndrome: Chromosomal male has extra X on #23 (XXY) – male appearance including external genetalia but may also develop breasts – no sperm


Congenital Adrenal Hyperplasia: adrenal gland ( production of cortisol ( ( adrenal androgens ( premature puberty in boys & masculinization of external genetalia in girls


Androgen Insensitivity Syndrome: occurs in male foetuses whose bodies are insensitive to androgens – external genetalia appear female


5 Alpha Reductase Enzyme: prevents chromosomal males from developing male genetalia (ext) during prenatal period ( respond to androgens later on


Pre Menstrual Syndrome: notion that W reproductive systems affect mood (1960s); hormonal changes (( estrogen ( progesterone) inconsistent w/ symptoms


Men & Testosterone: ( levels linked to impulsive & anti-social behaviours, drug/alcohol abuse, lower status occupation


Women & Testosterone: ( levels linked to unprovoked violence, ( levels - to self defense


Berdarches: M/W who adopt the gender-related behaviours of the other gender – not intersex – chose to blend MF roles – received blessing from spirits ( high spiritual status


CHAPTER 5


Psychodynamic Theory: study of psychological forces that underlie human behaviour, feelings, & emotion (Freud, Horney, Chodorow, Kaschak) 


Unconscious: region of mind that functions beyond conscious personal awareness


Psychosexual Stages (Freud): series of stages from birth ( maturity where personality develops (oral, anal, phallic, latency, genital) 


Oedipus Complex (Freud): phallic stage: child feels unconscious hostility toward the same-sex parent & unconscious sexual feelings for the opposite-sex parent


Castration Complex (Freud): unconscious fear that the father will castrate his son as punishment for the son’s sexual longing for his mother





CHAPTER 4


Hormones: chemical substance released from the endocrine glands ( bloodstream ( target organs ( receptors ( effect


Steroid Hormone: related to sexual dimorphism & reproduction – derived form cholesterol – 4C rings


Releasing hormones: produced by hypothalamus – act on pituitary to release tropic hormones


Tropic Hormones: produced by pituitary gland – influence release of other hormones by other glands (gonads)


Endocrine Glands: secrete hormones into circulatory system


Gonadal Hormones: steroid hormones (androgen & estrogen) 


Androgen: includes testosterone – M produce androgen>estrogen


Estrogen: includes estradiol – W produce Estrogen>androgen


Testosterone: most common androgen


Estradiol: most common estrogen 


Progestin: group of steroid hormone – prep F body for pregnancy


Model of Regulation of Gonadal Hormones: P. 73


Sexual Dimorphism: existence of 2 sexes (M/F)  - including differences in genetics, gonads, hormones, internal genetalia & external genetalia 


Wolffian System: system of ducts in both MF embryos ( basis for development of M internal reproductive system – testes, seminal vesicles, vas deferens


Mullerian System: system of ducts in both MF embryos ( basis for development of F internal reproductive system – ovaries, fallopian tubes, uterus, upper vagina 


Sexual Dimorphic Nucleus: brain structure in hypothalamus, near optic chiasm – larger in M than F – sensitive to estrogen & testosterone 


Brain Difference btw MW: cerebral hemisphere more lateralized in M for language & spatial functions – SND 2.5X larger in M – splenium of corpus callosum larger in W 


Follicle Stimulating Hormone (FSH): released by pituitary – stimulates development of gonads during puberty & development of ova during years of W’s fertility 


Lutenizing Hormone (LH): promotes sexual development during puberty & causes a maturing ovum to be released


FSH & LH Functions: stimulate gonads to ( production of androgen & estrogen  ( maturating ovum to be released
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CHAPTER 6


Gender Identity: individual identification of the self as MF


Gender Role Behaviours: Behaviours typically associated with MF


Gender Role Flexibility: MF vary among categories - ( age ( ( GF


Gender Constancy: belief that people retain their gender even when they adopt behaviours or superficial physical features associated with the other gender 


Gender Stability: knowledge that gender is a stable personality characteristic (cannot have GC w/o GS) 


Cultivation Theory of Media Effects: Depictions in the media cultivate beliefs & attitudes about the real world, leading people to imagine that their lives should match the media depictions 


Synthesized Realism: mixture of actual info w/ phony details blended into a realistic portrayal that is really fiction


Factors in the Development of Gender Related Attitudes in Children: Biology, family, peers, media


Gender Identity Disorder: 4/5 symptoms 1. Cross sex behaviour 2. Cross sex toys & activity preferences 3. Cross sex peer affiliation 4. Cross dressing 5. Stated desire to be the other sex


Transsexual: feelings of having the wrong body ( may seek hormonal treatment & surgical sexual reassignment


CHAPTER 7


Cognitive Abilities: Mental processes including attention, memory, language, learning, reasoning, problem solving – Stanford-Binnet intelligence test = no gender differences – Weschler scales = W>verbal; M>performance


Verbal performance: tasks that require a verbal response; W= small advantage; large advantage in writing performance


Mathematical and Quantitative Performance: no gender diff during elementary school – JR high boys > girls in some math


Spatial Perception: ability to identify & locate horizontal & vertical in presence of distracting info








Penis Envy: Female version of CC ( inferiority concerning genitals – vaginas = wounds from C


Feminine Masochism: deriving pleasure from pain 


Feelings of Inferiority: failure in erection = lack of masculinity = FOI ( W do not suffer this in sexual performance ( F inferiority originate W/ M insecurities


Pre Oedipal Period: before phallic stage – process of being mothered – G retain connectedness w/ mother ( feminine; B work toward separation from M ( reject femininity


Antigone Phase: (Kaschak) daughter sacrificed independent life to care for father – father expected her devotion – M consider W their posessions


Patriarchal Terrorism: unresolved Oedipus  complex – treat W as extensions of themselves – systematic violence because they believe it is their right


Social Learning Theory: gender development – includes cognitive processes


Gender role: set of socially significant activities associated W being MF


Reinforcement: any stimulus that ( the probability a behaviour will be repeated


Operant Conditioning: form of learning based on applying reinforcement & punishment – observation more important than reinforcement


Cognitive Developmental Theory: (Piaget) sexual development starts directly w/ cognition – children mature & interact w/ the environment & form accurate complex understanding of their bodies & the world around them 


Gender Labeling: ability to label self/others as MF – does not signal development of gender identity


Gender Identity: individual identification of self as MF


Gender Constancy: knowledge that gender is a permanent characteristic & will not change w/ superficial alterations 


Gender Schema Theory: Children develop gender-related behaviours because they develop schemata – guides them to adopt such behaviours


Schema: (Piaget) how conditions are internalized around various topics 


Gender Script Theory: Children learn the steps in performing gender-related activities











Spatial Performance: correct & appropriate way of seeing things, includes spatial perception, mental rotation, and spatial visualization


Mental Rotation: ability to visualize objects as they would appear of rotated in space (M advantage)


Spatial Visualization: ability to process spatial info to understand the relationship btw objects in space (figure within figure) not always gender difference


Spatiotemporal Ability: involves judgements about moving objects in space (M>W) – estimate when a thrown object will reach you


Biological Evidence for Gender Differences in Cognitive Abilities: prenatal hormones, selection diff in evolutionary history, functional differences in brain – appeal of bio basis strong – research evidence = weak


Memory: M more successful navigating lab situations – both equally successful navigating the world


CHAPTER 8


Physiological, Cognitive, & Behavioural Aspects of Emotion: Both physical arousal & cognitive labeling important to emotion – W rely on cognitive component – M on internal experience


Gender & Emotion: M ( power; W ( powerlessness & emotional; M ( excitement & calm; W ( sadness & anxiety 


Maternal Instinct: myth that nurturing behaviour of mothers are biological – insensitive to environmenta/experiential factors


Maternal Deprivation: Harlow’s monkeys – caregiving depends on experience not inherent on biological factors


Attachment: occurs between infant & caregiver


Bonding: variation on maternal instinct – proposes permanent bond forms on the basis of contact during 1st few days of birth


Gender & Caring for Children: vary: responsiveness to children & pleasure in doing so – Mothers primed by hormonal events (birth) = nurturing – boys less responsive over time, girls = more


Male Aggression Gender Differences: B may be more aggressive even during early childhood – stable behaviour pattern – aggressive children (aggressive adults


Violence & Rape: stigma keeps M/W from reporting


Display Rules: allow that people enact their gender roles, resulting in expression of different emotions in boys & M vs girls & W
