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This program will be an eight session program that will run for two hours per week in a designated classroom in a high school setting. It will involve 8-10 students, boys and girls, and it will be the same group for each session. Anyone is welcome to participate, including students who have been bullied themselves. In each session, a different topic will be addressed, including self-esteem and confidence building. As well, I will be informing students about bullying through means of  stories and through experiential learning activities. Some of the games that will be presented will include: name games, awareness activities, trust games, respecting boundaries activity, role playing, Anti-Bullying pamphlet, arts and crafts.(Moncada, 2013) 
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Why fund this Program?
By implementing this program in a school setting, we expect students will gain the knowledge in order to act appropriately when a situation arises. The way in which our program fits the mission and vision statements is how the school works to promote a respectful learning environment and as well the way in which they emphasize confidence building within their students (Moncada, 2013).

· It will help schools become more proactive independent and competent in managing this issue.

· It will create awareness among students that bullying of all forms is a serious issue.
