Medically deviance- feel we need a medical/biological approach for everything
Socially non conformity- is that a mental illness? Are they pyschartirically ill? 
Poverty- can cripple someone and create illnesses that are not a medical problem 
Uses the medical model-
· took us out of witchcraft 
· brought  lots of improvement 
· powerful influence 
· Assumptions 1.) emphasis on mind body dualism-patients disorder/disease is more fascinating than individual what pain means to the individual rather than pain itself can suffer without pain
· 2.) reductionism- complex disorders can be reduced to a specific hypothesis into a sub strata i.e. chemistry, physics 
· 3.) many doctors have a single factor approach i.e. for schizophrenia it is because of a high dopamine level but there is much for to that 
· 4.) emphasis on illness rather than health 

Abnormality
· Statistical approach- normal scores and high scores i.e. hygiene some people never wash their hands, some always OCD and average problems the two extremes are equal isn’t true, approach doesn’t make sense insane vs. sane isn’t black and white 
· Subjective discomfort- can’t use it in a systematic way to understand what is abnormal, ignores social consuiness  of behavior person who is crazy feels great  how accurate is the assumption of how he/she feels
· Social non conformity- have to be careful 1.) What do you do with criminals? Behave differently but aren’t crazy but some are clearly disturbed 2.)  Have problem of cultural relativity what is approved in one culture isn’t approved in another culture 3.) undesirable social standards- if you go against the norm you are ill i.e. in Russia everyone who didn’t agree with communism was seen as psychiatrically ill and sent away for years 
· Legal criteria hire a psychartiric to identify a problem : legal incompetency , legal commitment- destructive to others and themselves then have the power to commit them to a psychiatric wing against their will, trying to determine criminal responsibility- extremely hard big can of worms someone can plead insanity to get out of a specific crime 
· Abnormality – once you seek someone’s help for mental illness you are considered abnormal
· To determine use 1.) Intelligibility- do you have the ability to understand you own thoughts and processes do you understand why you do what you do 2.) behavioral consistency- can you predict what you may be doing next day, month week do you know yourself well enough to predict what you will do 3.) control can you inhibit and exhibit specific impulses and thoughts, behavior 
· Tissues- 1.) Hypoglycemia- low blood sugar can give rise to aggressive hostile behavior 2.)Vitamin b complex defiencey- causes you to be aggressive and hostile same with a calcium deficiency 3.) Oxygen deficiency- causes behavior radically when you gasp for air they are barely human 4.) Brain damage two types 1.) Diffuse brain damage- generalized brain deteriates   in a general way i.e. aging, carbon monoxide poisoning, alcohol (intoxication), and syphilis 2.)  specific brain damage-  neurotransmitters, tumors 
· Social context-  social class/ context  indicates disease and treatment  i.e. titanic your social class determined your survival only 4 first class females died , second class 15/93 died, third class 81/179 died, poverty- can destroy integrity of a person’s mind , involves low status, low education can evoke/cause mental illness , drift hypothesis- accounts for why as we go down the social class mental illness increases, vulnerability  or disothosis hypothesis- you can be genetically predistrubed to have a specific disorder , stress has a specific impact, prenatal care- is poor if people are poor , age is a problem of attitude not physical , unemployment- all people in poverty want to work but are unable to work 
Anxiety disorders
· 17% of people suffer from anxiety that they need help for 
· Are cut from normal cloth
· Three things creates anxiety 1.) fear og phycial injury and death 2.) not convineced of security of our relationships i.e. friendships 3.) cosmic truminalities- how elebarate things are i.e. religions convince us that we mean something 
· We work hard at all three of the things three adversions of human kind 
· Symptoms of axiety disorder 1.) intense negative emotions is diffuce/ unfocused   2.)  feelings are uncontrable i.e. panic attacks 3.) return to an intense self focus
