Eastern Communization
· Stalin tried to create a buffer zone
· in the late 1940’s, there was a period of tremendous change
· sometimes by force
· sometimes by choice
· Romania, Bulgaria, Poland, Hungary and Czechoslovakia were taken over

Schuman Declaration (1950) 
· WWII was only the latest conflict between Germany and France
· both Germany and France had a tradition of going to war with each other
· some countries had a fear that if Europe was not restructured, this tradition would continue
· France had a plan to integrate Germany’s coal production with France’s steel production so that they were sharing resources
· a ‘coal and steel community’ ECSC
· these were not new ideas
· John Monnet came up with this idea
· it was basically a scheme to pool German resources
· delivered in the form of a press conference
· proposal from the French to West Germany on May 9th 
· after it was proposed, other European countries thought of joining
· Italy, Belgium, Luxembourg, Netherlands all joined the ‘community’
· British say no
· they cannot reconcile their economy considering the commonwealth steel imports 
· special relations with the USA, didn’t want to spoil said relationship
· they do join the ‘community’ in 1970, to the dissatisfaction of a lot of people
· comes into effect in July 1952
· means of production are now coordinated
· 3 main instruments created at this time 
· high authority
· European parliament
· court of justice 
· was not just an economic initiative
· was really a first step in the federation of Europe
· this was a step towards supranational 

NATO (1949)
· ‘North Atlantic Treaty Organization’
· headquarters is Brussels, Belgium 
· any member state is attacked, by an external party, another member state comes to their aid
· members

Warsaw Pact (1955)
· organization of communist states in Eastern Europe
· established by the Soviet Union as a counter-balance to NATO
· created a common front against Western infiltration 
· came on the back of Soviet rejection from NATO
· members
· Albania (leave in 1968)
· Poland
· Bulgaria
· Czechoslovakia
· Romania
· East Germany (1956)
· Hungary 

Life in the Western Sphere
· Christian Dior
· his ‘new look’
· during the war there was movement in women’s fashion towards a more utilitarian look
· consisted of very large skirts
· he wanted to re-feminize women
· French society and governments had these same ideas
· ‘correct’ places in society 
· you need a lot of material for the types of skirts they were making
· a new industry was born/increased
· invigorated the French economy
· padded hips etc.
· astute everywhere but England and the USA
· British saw this fashion full of excess and too flamboyant
· anti-Dior clubs formed
· Britain and France had not been affected by the war the same way
· Britain factories had been decimated by the war
· France not as much
· Eventually British designers started emulating Dior in the mid-1950’s

Life in the Eastern Sphere
· while Western life thrived and showed prosperity, Eastern life stagnated
· much philosophy in Eastern art 

Conclusions
· life in Europe is severely divided
· the experiences of people in the two spheres differ greatly 
· Soviet control in Eastern Europe
· [bookmark: _GoBack]contours of social and intellectual light under the different ideological system take greater shape
· the military division of Europe and beyond also begins to take shape
· Warsaw pacts solidifies 
· the nuclear arms race officially begins with the Soviet detonation of their atomic bomb in 1949
· head towards M.A.D. (mutually assured destruction)
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
