Evolution of the Film Industry in Canada
· Canada’s film industry has been very weak till this day. 
· By WW1 in Canada, there were at least one or two movie theatres in the small cities. 
· Allan Brothers began a successful movie chain in Canada. Theatre built in Branford, very elaborate. Branford in the time was very prosperous town because of Massie Furgeson (farming company). 
· In Canada, going to the movies were the same thing for US, for the lower class entertainment. Ernest something tried to make the movies for upper class. He hired an orchestra during the movie because there was no music or sound during the movie. It did not work out so his idea was nothing. 
· 1936 average Canadian watched 12 movies a year, increasing as the years go by.
· 1952 most tickets were sold. Population around 12-15 million people. 260 million tickets sold. 
· 2005 tickets sale 110 million. Because of other mediums of entertainments like internet, tv shows, etc. 
· Before WW1 no movies were made in Canada. 60% of the movies came from US and 40% came from Britain. In English Canada there would be an interest in British film because that’s where cultural artifacts came from Britain. Why? Peter Morris: 3 reasons
1. Canada didn’t have a way for large cts came from nterest in British film because that'like internet, tv shows, etc. 
ed an orchestra during cities.
2. Canada didn’t really have a very strong native theatrical tradition. No local live theatre. Nothing like New York. No Canadian Actors, no technical stuff, no pool of actors.
3. Canadians have a rumour about being cautious about their money rather than Americans with their investments. People in the US were willing to invest in the movie industry. So Canada had no money to invest in therefore no revenue and no successful industry.
· There was no commercial filmmaking just documentaries and patriotic movies. Ernest Shipman, an early Canadian filmmaker. His films were popular. He used wilderness and sex to attract the people to watch his movies. This would be successful and made some money. Shipman tried to compete with American Filmmakers but would eventually lose and go out of business. Ernest left Canada with his wife and moved to Hollywood but they were not in the filmmaking business. 
· 1920s Canada has always been in the film market for the Americans. Famous Players bought all the Allen Brother movie theatres leaving Canada without any Canadian Theatres, only American theatres. Cineplex was created by Garth Dravinski. He had an idea: “let’s have more theatres in one building to increase audience numbers”.  Dravinski buys the theatre and calls it the something 6. The very first multiplex was created by Dravinski. Cineplex theatre was bought by the Americans and later bought back by Canadians. 
· American theatres = American movies. Hollywood occasionally made movies with Canadian background. 
· Any scene with violence, cheating at cards, or any provocative things would be censored
· Canada would release films to try to bring immigrants to get people to explore the west. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]1939 John Grierson – scotting documentary was hired by the government of Canada to study the film industry. The national film board was created. The board got involved in the production of the film.
