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· Project description:

At the University of Houston, certain classes are given through an online program. These classes are less expensive and make it easier for students to maintain their school work as well as outside activities and jobs because it gives them the possibility to work from home when the time is convenient for them. Many students are unaware of this, or do not think that taking online classes will be beneficial to them, but I believe that not only will it be beneficial for students who have to work while going to University, it will give the opportunity to others who may not have the financial requirements to obtain a degree and get the same chance as those who attend in class lectures. For this reason I would like to apply for a grant to fund a project that will require:
· 50 students
· 1 professor for lectures on a certain topic (biology)
· Access to the online course of biology at U of H for 25 students

· Budget:

Approximately 5,000USD for the students attending lectures, 3,750USD for those doing the online program, 3,000USD for the professor hired. Total of 11,750USD

· Potential Value of project:

Less professors will have to be hired which will cost less, and eventually give the University the possibility of lowering tuition which ought to increase the number of students having the opportunity to attend University and obtain a degree. 
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
