	Mughal Empire

	· 16th-18th century pre-colonial india 

	East India Company Rule
· Rule of the india subcontinent 
· British join stock company formed for pursuing trade with the east indies
·  Shares of the company were owned by wealthy merchants and aristocrats.[4] The government owned no shares and had only indirect control. The Company eventually came to rule large areas of India with its own private armies, exercising military power and assuming administrative functions

	Partition of Bengal 1905
· Pre Bengali province had 3 languages- Hindi, Bengali, Oriya
·  separated the largely Muslim eastern areas from the largely Hindu western areas
· Partition of Bengal separated into East and West Bengali 
· Linguistic Marginalization of Bengali Hindus
· Triggered the Swadeshi Movement

	Morley-Minto Reforms
· locals were to be given more powers in legislative affairs
· Separate Electorates for Hindus and Muslims
· Creates party system divided along religious lines
· Number of members of the legislative council at centre was increased
· Provincial legislatives also increased


	Separate Electorates
· That muslims should vote for candidates for the muslim seats

	Montagu-Chelmsford Reforms
· Self-governing institutions introduced by British Government in India
· Greater Provincial Control but “Dyarchy”( two heads of state)

	Rowlatt Act
· Repressive measure
· effectively authorized the government to imprison for up to two years, without trial, any person suspected of terrorism living in the Raj and gave the imperial authorities power to deal with revolutionary activities

	Nationalist Movement
· first of the nationalist movements carried out by Gandhi
· The movement was started with the thought in mind that the British rule had lasted in India only because of the cooperation by Indians
· the failure of these movements made many people poor, uneducated and illiterate due to withdrawal from Government offices, schools, factories and services
· Affected later democratic development 
·         Mass Mobilization
·           Attempts to bridge religious and social divides
·             Rise of key leaders
·                Strength of Political Parties

	Swadeshi Movement
· Swadeshi movement stopped using British products and started using their own handmade products
· One of the most successful movements
·  a successfully economic strategy to remove the British empire from par and improve economic conditions in India
· Triggered by Partition of  Bengal

	Muslim League
· political organization of India and Pakistan, founded 1906 
·  political group that led the movement calling for a separate Muslim nation to be created at the time of the partition of British India (1947)
· Muslim League adopts Pakistan resolution
· League wanted separate nation for india’s muslims bcause it feared that an independent india would be dominated by Hindus

	Congress Party (origins and role in national movement)
· Indian national Congress, one of the largest and oldest democratically-operating political parties in the world.
· Began as a pressure group petitioning the government for political and administrative reforms.

	1936-37 Provincial Elections
· Congress victory 

	M.K. Gandhi
     -  preeminent leader of indian nationalism in British-ruled india 
     - Employed nonviolent civil disobedience
     - led india to independence 

	Muhammad Ali Jinnah
· Lawyer, politician, and founder of Pakistan
· Served as leader of the All-India Muslim league until Pakistan’s independence

	Cabinet Mission Plan
· No constituent assembly can be “bound” by any prearranged constitutional formula

	Partition of India 1947
· Partition of British Indian Empire
· Partition of   respective divisions of other assets, including the British Indian Army, the Indian Civil Service and other administrative services, the railways, and the central treasury.
· Separated into three states , Pakistan, Bangladesh, India
· Ali Jinnah supported it

	Princely States
·  nominally sovereign[1] entity of India during the British Raj that was not directly governed by the British, but rather by a local ruler under a form of indirect rule,[2] subject to a subsidiary alliance and the suzerainty orparamountcy of the British Crown.

	

	

	Congress Dominance and Decline

	Congress Party Dominance
· 1947-1977, when it was defeated by Janata party returned to power in 1980-1989 defeated once again 
· 1991,2004,2009 -> formed gov’t at head of coalition when led the united progressive alliance 

	Nehru-Gandhi Dynasty
· Prominent indian dynasty, revolved around the indian national congress, family members -> led the party and india since independence

	Dynastic Politics in India
· Nehru-Ghandi dynasty- a family in which several members are involved in politics-> may relate in blood or marriage 

	Jawaharlal Nehru
· Founder of Nehru-Gandhi
· Joined congress party in 1919
· Quickly became top leader
· First PM in 1947 
· Held power for over 16 years until death in 1964

	Lal Bahadur Shastri
· Chosen as PM, not a member of Nehru-Gandhi
· X dyanatics 
· Died in 1966

	Indira Gandhi
· 1966-1977, 1980-1984
· PM of congress party
· Only child of Jawaharlal Nehru
· 1975-1977- state of emergency, rule without consultation ( dictatorship, no elections/civil liberties, 21 months 
· 1977- electroial defeat-> janata party won 
· 1980- became PM again, 
· 1984: assassinated 

	Rajiv Gandhi
· 1984, became PM after death of mother
· Defeated because of scandal in 1989
· Remained as congress pres. Until death also assassinated 

	Sonia Gandhi
· Refused to be PM in 1991 after death of Rajiv
· Finally entered politics in 1997 and became PM of Congress in 1998
· Enormous influence as PM of congress party 

	Rahul Gandhi
· Entered politics in 2004, rumors say he is next candidate of congress party PM

	Local Power Structures
· Congress party recruits those with local power and influence -> “ vote bank” politics 
· Based on personal ties or economic ties

	Political Machine
· def. political party organization with following characteristics 
· ties b/t leaders and followers based on material rewards
· direct, contingent exchange of particularistic rewards for political loyalty
· political influence at enforcement stage

	Garibi Hatao
· means “ abolish poverty”- the theme and slogan of Indira Gandhi during 1971 election, also used by Rajiv Gandhi

	President's Rule
· president can declare constitutional emergency in a state, according to report of governor, through this, he can 1.) assume all functions of state 2.) declare power of state 

	

	The Syndicate
· self organizing group of individuals, companies, corporations to do some business or promote a same interest 

	1969 Congress Party Split
· resulted from growing differences between syndicate/ old guard of party, and Indira took control of the finances

	National Emergency 1975-1977
· june- Indira declared emergency
· arrest all the member and leaders w/o trial
· arrest opposition w/o trial
· news black out in Delhi 
· rule by ordinance 
· postpone elections twice 
· Indira Gandhi found guilty by High Court of minor technical violations of Electoral Law
· 

	Janata Party
· mixture of indian political parties opposed to the state of emergency that was imposed b/t 1975-1977. 
· Eventualy defeated the congress after “ national emergency” in 1977

	Morarji Desai
· 4th PM of India, first PM not from congress, but resigns in 1979. 
· Janata party disintegrates

	1980 National Elections
· Congress party back to power

	Economic Reforms under Rajiv Gandhi
· Higher in support in science 
· Lower import quota taxes, tarrif on technology based companies 
· Expanded education, -> free education
· Allowed businesses to purchase capital, goods, import w/o bureaucratic restrictions 

	1989 Congress Defeat
· National front won. Rajiv Gandhi lost due to bad image

	Janata Dal
· Janata Dal is an Indian political party which was formed through the merger of Janata Party factions, the Lok Dal, Congress(S), and the Jan Morcha led by V. P. Singh on 11 October 1988 on the birth anniversary of Jayaprakash Narayan.
· It first came to power in 1989, after allegations of corruption, known as the Bofors scandal, caused Rajiv Gandhi's Congress (I) to lose the elections. 

	Regional Parties
· Regional parties are parties whose main holds are in one certain state and mostly they participate in the elections only within that state. Most of these regional parties have agenda fitting certain culture dominant within that state. Some of these regional parties also participate in neighboring states, which have constituencies with culture similar to the first state. Different state parties were established at different periods because of different reasons. Some even have origins prior to India's independence.

	BJP
·  one of the two major parties in the Indian political system, the other being the Indian National Congress. Established in 1980, it is India's second largest political party in terms of representation in parliamentand in the various state assemblies.
· Offshoot of Jana Sangh, founded in 1980
· Hindu nationalist party, relies on Hindu nationalist organizations for support
· Had dramatic increase in electoral strength and dominance in national arena

	Caste-Based Parties
· 
The Indian caste system describes the system of social stratification and social restrictions in India in which social classes are defined by thousands of endogamous hereditary groups, often termed jātis or castes
· Parties are developed that appeal to certain castes

	BSP
·  national political party in India. It was formed mainly to represent Bahujans (literally meaning "People in majority"), referring to people from the Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes and Other Backward Castes (OBC) as well as minorities

	Samajwadi Party
· Appealed to lower castes

	[bookmark: _GoBack]Aam Aadmi Party
· With no party obtaining an overall majority, the AAP formed a minority government with conditional support from the Indian National Congress.
·  Indian political party, formally launched on 26 November 2012.
· Appealed to all caste, no ethnic, 
· Anna Hazare wanted to create a “political alternative” in the form of a new party to compete against the existing political establishment.

	

	India's Economy

	India's Economic Takeoff
· Economy of India improved drastically in 1980 
· Possible explanations : Creeping Liberalization
· Fiscal Expansion: stimulating demand (also contributed to fiscal crisis)
· Attitudinal change under Indira: (but only modest policy changes)
· Expansion of Savings Rate due to Bank Nationalization:
· Green Revolution:  Introduction of High Yielding Varieties of Wheat and Rice
· India was made to hang together in the 1050s and 1960s 
· Not due to Hindu growth rate
· India’s institutions and policies before the reform period allowed the economy to accelerate in 1980
· The 1991-92 Economic Liberalization reforms allowed this growth rate to be sustained
· India’s continued economic success will depend on its ability to address key bottlenecks


	Economic Liberalization Reforms (1991-1992)
· June-July 1991: Congress PM Narasimha Rao(and Finance Minister Manmohan Singh) announce series of economic liberalization measures
· Trade Liberalization
· Reformed monetary and foreign exchange system
· Dismantling of “license-permit-quota Raj” 
· Results:
· Modest Acceleration of Growth Rates
· (Some) Reduction in Poverty
· Rapid Growth of Service Sector

	License Permit Quota Raj
·  refers to the elaborate licences, regulations and accompanying red tape that were required to set up and run businesses in India between 1947 and 1990
· Restrictions on imports
· Restrictions on domestic and foreign private sector
· Public Sector Monopolies

	Planning Commission
· an institution in the Government of India, which formulates India's Five-Year Plans, among other functions
· The first Five-year Plan was launched in 1951 which mainly focused in development of agricultural sector and two subsequent five-year plans were formulated till 1965, when there was a break because of the Indo-Pakistan Conflict. Two successive years of drought, devaluation of the currency, a general rise in prices and erosion of resources disrupted the planning process and after three Annual Plans between 1966 and 1969, the fourth Five-year plan was started in 1969.

	Hindu Rate of Growth
· Hindu growth rate of 3-4% from 1950-1980’s
· Should not be considered as a view why the economy took off in 1980’s

	Green Revolution
· Introduction of High Yielding Varieties of Wheat and Rice
· Shastri  Emphasized technological change in agriculture – beginning of “Green Revolution” ( 1964-66)

	Bank Nationalization
· Part of Radical socialist reforms implemented by Indira Gandhi

	1980s Fiscal Expansion
· stimulating demand (also contributed to fiscal crisis)
·  economic expansion is an increase in the level of economic activity, and of the goods and services available. Higher GDP

	Indira Gandhi's Attitudinal Shift
· only modest policy changes
· she aligned herself politically with the organized private sector and dropped her previous socialist rhetoric 
· adopted macro-economic policies throughout 1980 that increasingly were pro-business but not pro-market, removed price controls, reduced corporate taxes.

	Growth of Service Sector
· a consequence of economic liberalization 
· main driver of integration with IT exports doing well again alongside a domestic boom in real estate, business services and insurance. 

	Agricultural Sector Performance
· agriculture has languished at a time when the trend rate of growth as been rising.

	20 point programme
· 20 point program of economic and social reform
· Land Reforms
· Construction of Rural Housing
· Measures against tax evasion

	Four Point Programme
· ? 5 point 

	Bottlenecks to Continued Economic Growth
· Infrastructure
· Corruption , more corrupt than china 
· Slow growth of manufacture relative to service sector
· Why Growth of Service Sector (more than Manufacturing) Sector after Liberalization?
· Large English speaking population
· Emphasis on Skill Intensive Industries during Nehru period
· Politically Harder to reform manufacturing sector and agricultural sector (vested interests)

	Development Schemes/Anti-Poverty Programs
· Several Development Schemes introduced by Indira Gandhi in the early 1970s
· “Centrally Sponsored Schemes”=> Resources controlled by central government, distributed to state and local governments for implementation
· Several Schemes (housing loans, rural employment etc.) to individual households – “beneficiaries”
· Schemes administered by bureaucracy (in consultation with politicians), political bias in beneficiary selection
· Schemes create opportunities for “clientelism” – exchange of material goods for political support

	Clientelism
· exchange of material goods for political support

	BPL Cards
· 40% of BPL (Below the Poverty Line) cards in India are with non-poor households
· Evidence shows targeting based on political affiliation

	Agrarian Reform
· Land Distribution a State Subject – Congress state governments unwilling
· Agrarian Reform:
· Land ceiling laws: Not effective in most places
· Change of land revenue/zamindari system: partially effective
· Cumulative result: strengthened power of landed “middle castes”, perpetuated power of elite proprietary castes
· 

	Land Ceiling Laws
· An act that restricts the ownership of land by individuals.
· Surplus land made available be distributed amongst the poorer farmers and the landless
· Varies by state
· Not effective in most states

	Landlord Based System of Revenue Collection
· Part of agrarian reform 

	Poverty Trends in India
· India’s economic growth has been higher than most countries in the 1980s and 1990s, but its poverty reduction has been lower than the average country
· India’s rate of poverty reduction falls short of global standards

	Poverty Reduction in the 1970s and 1980s
· Anti-poverty programs fell into 2 broad types, one was designed to lift beneficiaries above poverty line by providing them productive assets, skills, so they can employ themselves to greater income, second type of program was designed to be ameliorative, to provide temporary wage employment for the poor and landless in seasons
· Had poor results 
· 

	Poverty Reduction in the 1990s
· 

	Growth Poverty Elasticity
· - Growth-Poverty Elasticity – The amount that poverty reduces in response to a one unit change in economic growth.
· Economic growth may also change the distribution of income (i.e. income inequality)
· The Total Income is Increasing
· AND who gets the total income is also changing

	Kerala's Developmental Success
· Initial Conditions of the Poor
· Kerala: better initial literacy, higher political participation by the poor 
· U.P: lower literacy, active caste discrimination
· Party Institutionalization
· Kerala: Competition between the Congress and the Communist Party (Institutionalized)
· U.P.: Competition between Congress and Ethnic or Personalistic Parties
· Kerala before 1890 vs. Kerala after 1950 – very different levels of social development
