FINAL EXAM – STUDY SHEET



The Final Exam will have two parts for a total of 35 points (35% of the Final Grade):

1. Short-Answer questions (15 points) 
2. One (1) essays (20 points)

The material covered for the Short-Answer Questions includes the readings, class lectures and films discussed in class (including the film clips shown) for UNITS I, II and III.

The material covered for the Essays includes the readings, class lectures and films discussed in class (including the film clips shown) for UNIT IV.




Examples of Short-Answer Questions:

· Definition of terms (Glossary)
· Explain the difference in creating meaning between Montage Style Editing and Mise-en-Scene.
· Use Citizen Kane to explain what is Story and what is Plot?
· Name five main techniques used in Continuity Editing.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Define Genre Conventions.  
· Define Genre Evolution and briefly explain each cycle.
· How does the Auteur Theory work? Use examples from the films seen in class.
· What does “The Final Girl” theory acknowledge? Give specific examples.
· What is the main difference in narrative focus between the commitment and the reaffirmation comedies?











Essay Topics (I will ask ONE of them):

1. Canadian films seem to be very concerned about issues of identity, especially “Canadian Identity.” Are the films from Quebec (or set in Quebec) noticeably distinct from the films made in Hollywood? Discuss similarities and differences. Discuss the implications of any differences and correspondences you perceive in relation to the films seen in class.

2. Discuss ALL the thematic and formal concerns of Canadian cinema using examples from Quebecois films seen in class. Remember to consider these questions: Do all films present those concerns? What happens when the films try to be “mainstream”? Can we identify their “Canadian/Quebecois identity”? How? If not, what happens? 

3. Defining genre remains a challenge when dealing with contemporary films. Discuss the conventions used in both romantic comedies and horror in relation to Quebecois films and Hollywood films seen in class. Discuss similarities and differences. Remember to apply the genre theories discussed during the course, especially those in unit 4.
