Some useful directions for the second midterm test
1. According to the syllabus, the second midterm test will consist of descriptive/explanatory questions. Hence, it would be a little more than short answer questions, very similar to the first midterm test. 
2. This test is cumulative and covers all materials and themes covered so far. 
3. You will answer only four questions out of a list of five. Four of the questions from the themes that we covered after the first midterm, and one from previous readings.
4. For each proper answer you will receive a maximum of 3.75 marks.
5. The duration of the test will be around 70 minutes (60 minutes for the questions and 10 minutes for the review of your answer).
6. The themes after the first midterm test include the followings:
a. A good grasp of the moral incentives behind international development programs.
b. Globalization: the definitions, global transformations, the end results, the condition of globality, neoliberal globalization (Washington Consensus), and the three theoretical frameworks studying the impact of the process of globalization on development.
c. Canada and the developing countries; Canada and fragile states.
d.  A Good understanding of the conception of good governance.
e. Human rights documents and the link between these documents and the conception of the good development.
f. Human security.
g. In order to make the life easier for you I have excluded the “donor countries” and the theme on “global poverty” from the second test. However, these two themes could be on the final exam.
