Nouns vs adjectives and their respective endings
Nouns: and the various endings you can add to it, and it still remains a noun
        -Nouns are abstract. Talking about a condition or an abstract idea, you usually use "the" instead of "a" in front of it
Adjectives: describe nouns. And have different endings
Distinguishing between nouns and adjectives ** very important
Combining form= the beginning i.e. root/stem
Termination = ending

2-word phrases= Latin
dactylitis= is actually English, with some Greek origin
Known which phrases are Latin. Usually very obvious
Know in Latin: 3 genders-> masculine, feminine and neutral. Pluralizing in Latin, the genitive (possession)

-oid = resembling
andros- = a man
android= resembling a man. Used in English as a noun, but it's actually an adjective (i.e. a machine resembling a man, therefore, it should be "android machine")
