Spelling Rules: 

1) Must determine if the verb is an OPEN or CLOSED syllable
· Open  syllable that ends in a vowel
· Closed  syllable that ends in a consonant 
· How you determine in the syllable ends in a vowel or consonant?
· First you must determine where to divide the syllables (komen  ko-men)
· When two consonants stand between vowels (eg., bellen, ) the division usually comes between them
· With 2 consonants you divide them, and one ends a syllable and the other starts it 
· Bellen  Bel-len
· Therefore, this would be closed 
· When one consonant stands between vowels (eg., komen) the division comes before the consonant 
· Within a word a single consonant will begin the 2nd syllable 
· Komen  Ko-men 
· Therefore, this would be open
2) In addition to determining if a verb is open/closed, you must look at the vowel sound and determine whether it is short or long and follow these rules:
· Rule 1: A long vowel is represented by a double vowel in a CLOSED syllable (ends in consonant) OR
· By a single vowel in an open syllable (ends in a vowel) 
· However, if it’s long and open (single vowel) and the vowel is “I” you don’t need to double it

· Rule 2: Short vowel sounds are represented by a single letter and appear ONLY IN CLOSED SYLLABLES
· Rule 3: Cannot end with two identical consonants

Verbs & Conjugation:
· Always listed as the infinitive 
· Eg., Bellen  to phone
· To form present tense you take the infinitive and remove the last two letters (-en)
· However, you need to follow the spelling rules from above
· Eg., Bellen  “bell”
· Cannot end with two identical consonants so drop the second ‘l’
· Eg., Wonen  wo-nen  “won”
· This is open and long because there is only one vowel in the first syllable
· To make it sound long when conjugated you need to add another ‘o’
· Woon
· Eg., Studeren  stu-de-ren  studer
· This is also open and long so we add an extra ‘e’
· Studeer

Irregular Verbs (Hebben, Zijn & Komen)

Hebben – To Have
Ik heb

The reason komen is considered irregular is because it ignores the Dutch spelling rules. Komen  ko-men: this is an open – long sounding word. It is long because it has a single vowel in an open word. Therefore, it is common to add another ‘o’ (eg., Ik koom) to make it sound long when conjugated; however this is not applied to komen. 

Questions:
· When asking a question in Dutch you typically use the following order:
· Verb + Subject + Rest
· Eg., Ben je student?  Are you a student?
· However, if you are using a question word (who, what, where, when, why) you must follow a different order:
· Question word + Verb + Subject
· Eg., Wie ben je?  Who are you?
· Eg., Wat leren jullie?  What are you learning?
· Eg., How heet hij?  What’s his name? 
· Heten  to call
· Hij heten  he calls 
· Eg., Hoe gaat het met U?
· How  how 
· Gaat  ‘to go’
· Het  the
· Met  with
· U  you (f) 
· Important: If the subject (je/U) goes behind the verb in a question the conjugation of the verb drops the ‘t’
· Eg., Waar woon je?
· Je woont  woon je 

Dutch Alphabet:
A - Sounds like the first a in the word 'aha!'
B - Sounds like the word 'bay'. 
C - Sounds like the word 'say'.
D - Sounds like the word 'day'. 
E - Sounds like the word 'ey!' (like Fonzie in Happy Days). 
F - Same as in English. 
G - Take the ch-sound from the word 'Loch Ness' and put 'hey' after it 
H - Sounds like the word 'ha!', but the a sounds like the second a of the word 'America'. 
I - Sounds like ee in 'Eek the cat'. 
J - Sounds like 'yay'.
K - Sounds like ca from the word 'canoe', but the a should sound like the second a of the word 'America'.
L - Same as in English.
M - Same as in English. 
N - Same as in English. 
O - Same as in English. 
P - Sounds like 'pay'. 
Q - This is a hard one, it sounds like the c-sound of the word 'canoe' followed by a vocal that doesn't exist in English  kuu 
R – Sounds like ‘er’
S – Sounds like ‘es’
T – Sounds like ‘tee’
V - Sounds like 'vay'.
W - Sounds like 'way'. 
X - Sounds like 'fix' without an f. 
Y - Sounds like 'eh-ee'.

Formal vs. Informal:
· No last name  informal
· ‘U’ vs ‘je’ makes it formal 
· If you’re introducing yourself (jezelf voorstellen):
· Use ‘Ik ben” + first name only = informal
· Use “Ik ben” + full name = informal/formal
· Use “Mijn naam is” = formal
· If you’re introducing someone else (iemand anders voorstellen)
· Use “Dit is” + first name = informal
· Use “Dit is” + full name = formal
· Use “Dit is” + mevrouw/meneer = formal 

Address & Telephone Numbers:
· Telephone numbers have 10 figures
· All mobile phone numbers start with 0
· Unlike in North America, the Netherlands put the house number after the street address
· Eg., 22 Nettle’s vs. Bierstraat 8
· In the Netherland’s the postal code has 4 numbers and 2 letters 
· The postal code represents the name of the place
· Eg., 1012 NX Amsterdam 
· Since the postal codes are so unique you can write a return address simply using postcode – house number
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
