If war is  A vs. B  it is fairly visible but not if it is within one , ie- A vs A 
Between groups and within a state or a state vs its population 
Most deaths in Mexico *

When we think about political violence we need to look at the boundries
In many contexts the state is part of the violence.
Raises problem of sovereignty , 
Sovereignty is defined as internal govt. 
Non intervention – no state has the right to intervene in actions of other sovereign states 
When does an outside power have a right to intervene within activities of a sovereignty 

R2P
Responsibility to protect
· Cannot see this non-intervention if we want progress. 
· Need to redefine sovereignty 
Sovereignty is not non-intervention, sovereignty is a responsibility to protect its citizens. if it fails this responsibility it is no longer a sovereign, and it falls for other groups, agents and or  actors who are willing and authorized  to do so ( protect citizens) . 
Ie- if one group is excluded, decide thru democracy that that group is no longer wanted, ( right to exclusion) prevent food and water to that group, 
The group next door has a right to protect them, (rescue)

R2P are hardheaded experienced diplomats, they understand that this redefinition of sovereignty comes along with dangers 
Threshold
Criteria for justification on R2P
Threshold conditions : 
R2P can only be invoked under extreme conditions, ie- extreme loss of life
High sense of threshold ie – a group of 10 excluded? 30% of pop unhappy ?
Set the bar very high, then R2P has a more chance of succeeding , then cannot be abused 

Ethnic clensing – mass elimination by an identifyable group, 

Precautionary principles 
Checklist of things that had to be satisfied for R2P intervention.  Effectiviely these are principles of just war (st.Augustine principles) 
1. Intent .The intent has to be for the good of the ppl who are intervened on. 
2. Last resort . when everything else has been tried, ie – economic pressure, 
3. Proportionate. Tricky concept, cannot do more harm than you are intending to alleviate ( the evil you are attempting to overcome has to be greater than the evil you use ) proportionality of what , cost to interveners? , categories we use to apply proportionalty – proportion to what or to whom ? how do u weigh actions/harm ? 
4. Success. Reasonable chance of success in use of proportional 

What R2p is trying to accomplish, 
· Change conditions of practical reasoning, how human beings make decisions . understanding of norms and objectives come into play

Ie- we get stuck in a cave, not enough water for all to survive 
Ways we could figure out how to survive: - survival of fittest, sacrifice, vote, chance chose straws,equality, women and children first.. or accept gods will 
Demonstrates practicial reasoning.
What you think your actions should be depends on ur judgement of self, others and 
All decisions we make depend on us reasoning through what we think is valued why and how it connects to something else. There is no abstract checklist.  Ie – chance, straws, = means we are all equal. Value others= sacrifice. 
Deifintion of self to others. 

R2p attmepts to change structure of practical resoning around intervention.
Idea of proportionality, partly what capability we have , dependant on values we use . 

Actions arise from our practical resoning ., which valuesor constellation of values come in play when 

R2p set of challeneges , principles and arguments but also a practice , makng something happen. 

Why are we thinking about the issue the way we are. 
We can understand our own nad other peoples practices better .
