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The End of the Second World War
Munich conference, Soviets were not invited, Stalin thinks West is weak
He signs a non-aggression pact with Hitler, agrees to divide Poland
Germany attacks, France and Britain declare war
Stalin – takes over after Lenin’s death by eliminating his rivals
1. He industrialized the U.S.S.R. at tremendous cost
2. Centralized the state to function through his will
3. Made the U.S.S.R. self-sufficient and a superpower and industrialized, using a five year plan and harsh methods
Significant conferences
Yalta conference to discuss the reorganization of Europe postwar (war isn’t over yet)
Roosevelt wanted to secure Soviet aid in fighting against Japan
Churchill wanted to try to establish free elections and democracy in Eastern Europe
Stalin wanted to establish a Soviet sphere of influence in Eastern Europe
Other issues:
1. Roosevelt wanted a guarantee of Soviet involvement in the soon to be created UN
2. Soviets wanted to maintain control of Eastern Poland
3. Soviets pledged to allow free elections in Poland
German issue:
1. The unconditional surrender of Germany and its postwar dismemberment, wanted four separate zones of control in Germany (French, Britain, US, USSR)
2. Germany would undergo demilitarization and denazification (getting rid of anti-semitism and other longheld beliefs)
3. Poland – agreement was reached regarding reorganization of the government, Poland was moved West
Second Conference: Potsdam (August 1945)
Churchill, Truman and Stalin
Main points: 
1. Demilitarization of Germany
2. Denazification of Germany
3. Democratization of Germany
4. Decentralization of Germany
5. Decartelization of Germany (industries that come together to control the industry)
Overall goal of creating a peaceful Germany
Second point: agree that Germany will be divided into four zones
Third: legal ramifications (Nuremberg trials)
Fourth: undoing all German annexations
Fifth: expulsion of German populations from territories that lay beyond Germany…people ended up persecuting Germans
Sixth: War reparations (insisted mostly upon by the Soviets)
Seventh: dismantling of German war potential (shipyards, airplane factories)
Eighth: in Poland, the provisional government of national unity takes over, recognized by all the powers (de facto acknowledgement of Soviet control, as it was a communist regime)
Poland also receives control of East Prussia
Conference brings two things to light: Western scepticism of Stalin’s motives
Talk of the bomb
The Holocaust
Not limited to Jews…also homosexuals and Gypsies (now Roma)
Holocaust is not an anomaly on the global stage, it is from the 19th century (social Darwinism, eugenics, Alberta had sterilization campaigns into the 1960’s)
The Atomic Bomb
Robert Oppenheimer developed it
Bomb was dropped for two reasons:
1. Domestic pressure, citizens did not want to lose more American lives
2. The Japanese were starting to make overtures of surrendering to the Soviets, hoping they would be more merciful
3. Detonation was possibly done to show off U.S. military power to the Soviets
125000 died immediately in the two cities, doubled by the end of 1945
Japan was rebuilt by the U.S., and it became an economic miracle
Who won the War?
The question is meaningless
1. Intense rivalries and mistrust create the beginning of Cold War between US and USSR, exacerbated by the Atomic Bomb detonation
2. Germany is demilitarized and becomes a country that pursues non-aggressive foreign policies, becomes a key player in European integration and a key battleground of the Cold War
3. Europe is divided along East-West lines, Germany becoming a key site of Cold War and ideological contestation
4. Ideas of the nation state and nationalism continue to evolve and adapt to scenarios on the ground (e.g. Europe’s surviving Jewish population seek their own solutions to the Holocaust)
5. Japan becomes a key U.S. pawn/ally, allowing the U.S. to maintain a presence in East Asia, Japan serves as an example of postwar success
6. Holocaust sets the precedent for crimes against humanity

Map quiz – world map, match cities and countries
Look through the syllabus at which areas we cover
[Tearing Down and] Building a New Europe, Pt. 1
Building a new human infrastructure – re-educating people who had lived almost entirely under Nazi ideology
Leaders had to be people who were more trustworthy, people without the same ideologies, and people who could be left in place for a long time
There was talk of German provinces becoming independent, but instead decided on zones of influence
The East and West Germany was not how it was envisioned by the creators but rather a result of tensions between Russia and the West
West Germany was unified in May 1949, East was October 1949
Germany was not an old country, only formed in 1871…because of two world wars, people were scared that Germany would be a warring people
Denazification – showed Germans what had actually occurred, as Nazi policy did not openly discuss the holocaust
It was guided by the U.S. government at first, but as the Cold War ratcheted up they were less interested
Wilhelm Furtwangler played an important role in West Germany, but was never able to shake the stigma of having conducted for Hitler
Broadcasting was used for propaganda extensively in the post-war period
Nuremburg trials – 1945-1949…judges came from all the allied powers
The first trials looked at the major players…19 sentences ranged from jail-time to death
Genocide and crimes against humanity are first used here in an international court
Watch the third man?
Vienna had a shared centre policed by all the countries, but officers couldn’t speak the same language
Berlin has also been divided into four zones (Berlin was far in the East Zone)
Western officials were wary of how far Stalin wanted to expand
It was important for the U.S. to delegitimize communist parties in Western Europe
Marshall Plan – U.S. secretary of State George Marshall, officially called the European Recovery Proposal…it was a pledge of economic and technical assistance from the U.S. to European countries that opted into the organization for European economic cooperation (OEEC)
Totalled 13 billion U.S. dollars, in place for four years, from 1947 to 1951
It was highly successful…by 1951, European economic levels were beyond pre-war levels
It was also very divisive…Soviets insisted that countries within its orbit could not participate in the program…Czechoslovakia wanted to get money, but Soviets said no
Truman Doctrine – general doctrine of American foreign policy after WWII…wanted to promote democracy and freedom…initially pledged economic and military support for Greece and Turkey so that communists would not prevail
Doctrine becomes a general ideology…you cannot lose control of any country that is in danger of falling towards communism (reason for U.S. involvement in Vietnam
It was a doctrine that tried to control the direction of the world
There is a bit of a contradiction…Truman says that countries should not be interfered with, but still financed them
Berlin blockade – Stalin has had enough of interferences into Europe, he wants to make a statement of his own by closing the channels into Berlin under the guise of repairs (railways, roads etc.) to cut off supplies…it was basically a response to American money flowing into Berlin, so that the Soviet zone remained Soviet
Allies dropped in supplies by plane (plane landing once every three minutes in Berlin) to keep the people of West Berlin alive
In 1949, the roads are miraculously repaired and supplies starts flowing into Berlin normally
The end of the blockade prompted the three Western powers to join their zones, promting Soviets to declare West Germany its own country
Soviet takeover of Eastern Europe – Poland was the first nation to fall under Soviet control
Bulgaria was next, becomes a people’s republic in 1946
Romania becomes a republic in 1947
Hungary falls under soviet influence in 1947, Stalinist state in 1948
Czechoslovakia falls in 1948
Churchill’s prophecy of an iron curtain falling on Europe is fulfilled
Conclusions:
1. Ideas of nation state and nationalism continue to evolve…idea that East Germans and West Germans are not considered the same people
2. Nuremberg trials, holocaust set the precident for the use of the terms crimes against humanity and genocide
3. The split of East and West and the birth of the Cold War begins in the period…Europe is divided into two separate spheres by 1948…there are some initiatives that thrive in both sides (soccer, music)
January 19th, 2012
Building a New Europe, Pt. 2
Eastern Communisation – Europe is ideologically divided by 1950
People in Communized countries adhered outwardly to the ideology, but people disapproved amongst themselves
French and Germans had a tradition of warring against one another…some feared that if something wasn’t done another war would eventually break out
There is an idea to integrate coal and steel industries, unifying Germany and France
Harmonization of Europe is an old idea
Seen as the first step in the federation of Europe…Belgium, Holland, Luxembourg, Italy join in this coal and steel community
Britain says no because
1. Ties with the commonwealth conflict with internal European sharing
2. Special relationship with the U.S. might vanish if they moved too close to Europe
Sets off a long debate in Britain about participation in Europe
Declaration came into force in 1952, means of production are coordinated
High authority, a parliament, and a court of justice are all created at this time (basically the three main branches of government)
“First step in the federation of Europe”…makes it clear that this is the first step towards European integration
Structure of the EU is supranational (which means above the nation)
NATO (founded 1949) – HQ in Brussels, Belgium
Collective defense system…if an state is attacked by an external party, other countries have to come to their aid
Original members – US, Belgium, Netherlands, Luxembourg, France, UK, Canada, Portugal, Italy, Norway, Denmark, Iceland
Greece and Turkey join in 1952, West Germany joins in 1955
USSR tries to join NATO in 1954, they are rejected
Warsaw Pact – formed when the Soviets do not get into NATO…organization of Communist States in Eastern Europe
Established in May 1955 at a meeting in Warsaw to create a common front against infiltration from the West
Contained a recognition of non-interference in domestic affairs, respect for national sovereignty and independence…not really what transpires
Officially called the treaty cooperation, friendship and mutual assistance
Original members – Albania (leaves in 1968), Bulgaria, Czechs, Hungary, Poland, Romania, East Germany, U.S.S.R.
Christian Dior and his “New Look” – during the war, there was a move in fashion towards a more utilitarian look
He wanted to refeminize women, same idea that French government had
His clothes required a lot of material…demand helped to ramp up the textile industry after the war, helped to reinvigorate the French economy
Rejected in U.K. and U.S. – saw this fashion as full of excess and decadence
Anti-Dior clubs formed
British production had been more affected by the war than France because French industry had been retooled to supply the Germans
Dior fashions showed us the direction French wanted to take:
1. Established roles of women and men in French society
2. Shows the economic growth of the nation
3. Suggests that economic competition would be where national competition played out (instead of war)
Life in Eastern Europe – life here stagnated
People had to go back to the land every summer to help increase production, part of their agricultural past
Socialist realism – guiding philosophy in art e.g. Roses for Stalin
Stalin Monument – torn down after seven years when Khrushchev denounces Stalin
Repression of society was the norm…doctor’s plot, Stalin declared that doctors were out to get him, said they were Jewish and trying to lead Russia into the Western camp
Conclusions:
1. Western European integration begins…debate whether this is economic or social integration, debate is ongoing
2. Life in Europe is divided, experiences of people in two spheres differ greatly, Soviet control of Eastern Europe is entrenched
3. Contours of social and intellectual life under the two systems take greater shape
4. The military division of Europe and beyond also takes shape
5. Warsaw pact solidifies Eastern European networks, while NATO creates a counter-network that begins in Europe and extends to the rest of the world
6. Nuclear arms race begins, Soviets detonate their first bomb in 1949
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The Birth of Israel
Zionism is an ideology of Jewish nationalism…concept was invented by Theodor Herzl
He was a journalist, then chief Zionist architect…he was an atheist as a journalist in Austria, in the 1890’s the Dreyfus Affair occurred (A French military man was set up on charges of espionage, he was found innocent but remained in jail…he was seen as a traitor because he was Jewish)
Herzl was there at the trial, said that the concept of Jews thinking of themselves as members of their country first will not work (must be Jewish first, not French or English)
His scheme had no religious overtones, modern Israel has corrupted his plan (religious right)
The idea of linking Israel with Jerusalem was not foremost in his mind…he also explored Argentina and Uganda
First Zionist Congress – meeting to decide how Israel was to grow
Protocols and the Kishinev Massacre
Protocols – fabricated documents that detailed Jewish plans to take over the world
Kishinev Massacre – semi sanctioned massacre in Russian territories
These two helped to assist in the creation of an Israeli state, made Europeans realize the problems
The idea of nationalism is fairly new (idea of being Canadian)…before that, it was based on city
The language of modern Hebrew is only fine-tuned after the creation of Israel…Yiddish did exist before, it was a combination of old Hebrew and German
Sykes-Picot Agreement (1916) – secret agreement between British and French government (included Russia prior to the Russian Revolution)…plan to divide up parts of the middle east
For Arab nations who supported their side in the war…an attempt to erode the Ottoman Empire from within
The British are saying there will be an Arab state in the region
1917 – Balfour Declaration – British declaration that a Jewish state will be created in the region
By 1922, British mandate is to oversee the region of Palestine (generated mandate by the League of Nations)
It becomes difficult for the British to control the area, they become target of attacks by both sides
British try to exit from the situation
During WWII, Jews and Muslims in the area start doing stupid things
Mufti of Jerusalem leads the Bosnian SS
Stern Gang perpetuates a terror campaign with bombings and assassinations (Jewish group)
Some Jews advocated joining the Nazis so that the Germans could force out the British from Palestine
UN general assembly passes resolution 181 on Nov 29, 1947 which calls for the end of the British mandate
By Aug 1, 1948, there is the creation of two states (one Jewish, one Arab)
The vote on this is 33 in favour, 13 opposed, 10 abstentions
Before the proposition is passed, the two groups are attacking each other to improve their standing
Arab League forms an Arab defense group, foundations of the war on Israel
Lebanon, Syria, Egypt, Iraq and Jordan attack (Jordan had been founded in 1946)
Israel defeats the attacking forces, and in so doing expand their own borders
Jordan ends up taking the West Bank, people there were denied citizenship
There is an armistice agreement signed
Conclusion:
1. Is the birth of Israel an expression of European guilt? Perhaps yes, it solidified a movement towards the creation of a Jewish state…this does not, however, delegitimize Israel
2. Palestinian-Israeli displacements…UN conciliation commission created in 1951, say that 711 000 Palestinians were displaced…this does not count the number of Palestinians displaced from what was agreed as officially Israeli territory – the children of these people are the Palestinian refugees that everyone talks about today…Jews were also kicked out of old Arab communities
3. The narrative we have of wrongs being done does not help the situation…we have an idea that the Israeli and Palestinians have done each other wrong…the problem is putting these mistakes behind
4. The colonial legacy, will start to pop up in the next few weeks…administrative procedures needed to be changed

For secondary sources – look for legitimate publishers, beware of legitimate sounding publishers that are not legitimate (institute for historical review – anti-semetic)
Books that are cited a lot by other people are generally good secondary sources
Age of a book matters, sometimes old is good but generally look for new books…for this assignment new is best
Thesis must be arguable, must not be too general…the thesis for this assignment will not be entirely unique
Historiography – a history of history (history of analysis of historical works on the French revolution)…won’t happen in this class
You are not just reading for the facts…look for what their spin is, where they are publishing
Main history databases – historical abstracts, America: history and life, Jstore,
Essay outline structure:
Introduction: 10 percent of the length of the work (approximate)…needs a strong thesis…try to be engaging, try to get the reader interested, but do not be too creative…think about what info is necessary for the reader to understand the paper (give a historical context)
Body: cover all the main points of the essay, prove the thesis…each paragraph should have a topic sentence
If you only read the topic sentences of an essay, it should make sense (no flow, but is readable)
Conclusion: does not present any new information
Helps you understand why the thesis was answered…should leave the reader with a good impression
If you aren’t sure about structure, be clear
Assignment: for ann. And essay, a title page is required…a real title is also required (not just the name of the assignment)…include your name, prof name, student number, course code, date
Thesis does not necessarily say that “I will argue”
Annotated bibliography follows correct bibliographic format…do not say you are using a source just because it is about your topic…talk about the specifics of it
The essay: title page, 6-8 page essay with Chicago style footnotes in ten point font
Bibliography does not have to be the same as the annotated bible…do not leave in annotations
If you have questions, talk to whoever marked it
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The Chinese Civil War and ?Maybe? the Japanese Economic Recovery
Chinese Civil War (1927-1950)
Main protagonists – Mao Zedong (becomes leader of the Chinese Communist Party CCP…dies in 1976) and Chiang Kai-Shek (leader of the Nationalist Party…dies in 1975?)
Chinese communists favoured a rural peasant class uprising because less than 1 percent of the workforce worked in factories (opposed to Marxist thinking that revolution would be led by those in the cities)…farmers were vital to the success of the party
The Communist Party of China was founded in 1921 with Soviet support…Soviets initially supported Chinese nationalist party
Chiang Kai-Shek establishes a unified Chinese government in 1927 after winning an internal power struggle, sets out to defeat the Chinese Communist Party
Mao’s long march – Mao not technically in charge at the beginning of this period, but he assumes control during it…the march covers 5000 miles, start with 100 000 members, a year later they have 20 000…trying to evade the nationalist party
Chinese communist Party agrees to work with Chiang Kai-Shek to repel a Japanese invasion
Nationalists were trying to repel a Japanese attack while dealing with inflation and other internal issues…Chinese Communist party rose exponentially during this period (had over a million members by 1945)
1937-45, the USSR maintains cordial relations with Chinese government
USSR had signed a neutrality pact with Japan from 1941 to August 1945 (Soviets declare war a week before Japan surrenders)
Stalin pressures CCP to maintain cordial relations with Chinese nationalists…basically Stalin is trying to occupy the Japanese so that Japan won’t attack the Soviet Union
Post-War Civil War – end of WWII – defeat of Japan leaves a power vacuum in Asia, specifically mainland China…US had been ideally placed to take control of the region, but they didn’t yet have a coherent policy towards Asia…ended up taking control of the home Japanese island, establish a democracy there…immediate control went to Douglas McArthur
Most of the area was decolonized very quickly…there was an understanding among European powers that they couldn’t walk in and stay forever
Main interests in the area:
1. Soviet Red army…moves quickly in Manchuria, remain until March 1946, capture factories that were property of the Chinese government and take them back to the Soviet Union
2. CCP – under Mao, Chinese were quick to consolidate their captured territories in the countryside…captured Japanese weapons, communications systems, and moved towards Manchuria to replace the Soviet Union
3. Chinese Nationalists – reacted slowly, diminished forces thanks to repelling the Japanese…spread thinly across China, but they had control of main cities and some coastline
Balance of power lay with the Communists, but nationalists were saved from defeat by:
1. US forces in the area, sufficient to stop CCP from overstepping their bounds
2. They were granted some legitimacy as a government because US government authorized them to take the surrender of the Japanese military…could seize assets that were held by Japan (exception of Manchuria)
3. US provided some of its 2 billion dollar aid to the nationalists for reconstruction (wiki says 4 billion)
US government advised nationalists to negotiate with Mao
One day before the Japanese surrender, USSR signs a treaty (of friendship and alliance) with the Chinese nationalist government (who they are fundamentally opposed to)…Moscow recognizes the nationalist government…they agree to send military and economic aid to China in exchange for joint management of the Manchurian railway, the rights to jointly control some naval bases (Port Arthur), Chinese must recognize the independent Soviet client state of Mongolia (don’t need to know all of this)
Stalin also puts pressure on the CCP to cease military action and negotiate with the nationalists for a minority position in government
Nationalists (who hates CCP) cannot attack them, and starts negotiating with them (negotiations accomplish nothing because:
1. Nationalists and communists use the negotiations to win international and domestic support
2. Political and economic system that nationalists and communists had in mind was completely different…CCP knew better what Chinese peasants wanted
3. While negotiations were taking place, both sides continued to wage war
George C. Marshall is sent to try and mediate, but nothing gets resolved…only reason that nationalists and communists were talking was because US and USSR was forcing them to do so…both sides were doing their best to derail these negotiations
1947 – US rescinds its embargo on China, allows the nationalist party to obtain military hardware and grow its army and navy
Country the size of China with conscription in place can get a large army quickly…before the embargo is lifted, nationalist leader begins the Chinese Civil War with 1.6 million troops
Nationalist says he will try to get Manchuria (probably symbolic reasons)…they do take control, but at great cost…Nationalists had possibly assumed that the US would come to their aid militarily, but they don’t
Mao and the communists take a passive defense strategy, do not engage the rival forces armies until they feel they are able to win without question, pull back while recruiting from the countryside…Mao’s tactics prove successful, by 1948 they start winning major battles…force nationalists out of Manchuria and capture Beijing…Civil war lasts into 1949, Mao declares the People’s Republic of China at Tiananmen Square October 1949
2 million nationalist troops flee for Taiwan, and declare Taipei the capital of the Republic of China…continue to assert that they are the legitimate government and leaders of China
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Chinese Civil War and Japanese Recovery
US forces remained on Japanese home islands from 1945 – 1952
Textbook says that the US was “economically lenient” with Japan…the first step was to impose a democratic political system and to create a new constitution that condemns the war…Americans tried to demilitarize the Japanese society (militarism had been a strong trait in Japanese culture)…US also provided 2 billion in financial aid, mostly for food and raw materials (immediate post-war period)
By the end of the 40’s, American’s forgive Japanese reparation payments (this is quite unusual)…US recognized that it was important for Japan to become a strong, democratic, capitalist society, and they were willing to make concessions for this to happen…This forgiveness allowed growth to accelerate, and for investment to go towards industrialization
In Japan, the US did not insist on the decartelization that had happened in Europe, encouraged larger companies like Mitsubishi…companies like Toyota, Nissan, and Toshiba were allowed to flourish (old companies that were restructured after the war)
By 1949, Japanese economy had matched its prewar productivity levels due to the following factors:
a) Steps already in place to encourage industrialization allowed for Japanese growth later on (big companies continued to grow)
b) Korean War provided Japanese industry with a “shot-in-the-arm”…they supplied Americans with supplies
c) In 1952, US signs a mutual defense treaty with Japan (will defend Japan)
d) Textbook says that the Japanese are industrious and frugal people who defer gratification (??? Be skeptical of this)
e) Overpopulation on the island allowed for a workforce that was compliant (else they would lose their job and not be able to take care of their family)
f) Textbook point – there is an active interventionist state that promoted industrial production and foreign trade…a small island exporting lots of stuff
Subpoints of the last point (f): 1) GATT – an agreement signed in 1947 between many countries, it allows the exchange of goods by way of tariff concessions…allows for Japan to export their products easily (textiles originally, then more technology)
2) GATT allowed also for the importation of goods to Japan (food and raw materials)
Conclusions of the Chinese Civil War
Three causes for the nationalist defeat:
1) Militarily, the nationalist forces were reduced in morale…communist forces had a higher morale even if they had lesser weapons…communists also had better tactics
2) Economics – nationalists were perceived by people as the national leaders of China, they were blamed for causing some of the post-war economic troubles, moving loyalty to the Communist party
3) Diplomatics – nationalists miscalculated US policy towards China…thought the US would intervene and they didn’t
Birth of the United Nations and the Korean War
United Nations – founded in 1945…has its foundations in:
1) League of Nations (established after WWI, based on Woodrow Wilson’s ideas about international affairs – the most significant one was the idea of national self-determination)
2) Atlantic Charter (an agreement drafted by UK and US during WWII, later agreed to by all the allies…it set an agenda for the war and what they wanted after the war – restoration of self-government, free access to raw materials, reduction of trade restrictions, freedom of the seas)
First meetings of the UN general assembly (GA) were in London, eventually moves to New York
UN mandate is to serve as a forum to facilitate cooperation in international law, international security, human rights, economic development, social progress, and achieving world peace
There are 193 states currently in the UN
Main bodies:
1) General assembly – people meet to deliberate
2) Security council – decides certain resolutions for peace and security…security council held its first session in 1946 in London, now meets in New York as well…it was put in place to have a more powerful element that could make binding decisions (in theory)…five permanent reps – France, China, Russia, US, UK…up until 1971, the rep for China in the security council was Taiwan…these five have veto power…10 other nations are elected to serve on the council in two year terms
3) Economic and social council – promotes international economic cooperation and development
4) Secretariat – provides studies, information, facilities…the bureaucracy of the UN
5) International Court of Justice – located in the Hague
These five run organizations like UNICEF, the World Health Organization (WHO)
Korean War
History – Korea had been occupied by Japan from 1910 until 1945
During the second world war, the allies became committed to an independent Korea…Soviets and US agreed on mutual occupation after the Japanese surrender (Soviets got the north, US got the south)
From 1945 – 1949, there were escalating tensions on both sides…forces on both sides started being trained and equipped
Kim Il Sung led the north (Korean Communist Party)…he had worked with the Chinese communists before the war
Syngman Rhee led the South…he was a nationalist, educated in Washington…he wins an election in May, 1948 and obtains control of the south with US approval
Both leaders claimed sovereignty over the entirety of the peninsula, claim they will unify Korea
At this point the UNGA is more oriented to the West (before decolonization)…they recognize the South Korean regime, but USSR always vetoes any endorsement of Syngman Rhee as the leader of the entire peninsula (but prof says this may be inaccurate, resolutions only recognize Syngman Rhee as the leader of the south because he was elected there)
Between 1949 and 1950 there are a series of skirmishes between the two armies
25 June, 1950 – North is ordered to invade the South (Stalin agreed)
Conflict is shaped by local and international factors
Local – North underestimated the strength of the South, and overestimated his own
International – Soviets boycotted a meeting where the US says that “we demand the withdrawl of North Korean troops from the South”, Soviets aren’t there to veto it…Soviets also are gone when the subsequent council meeting recommends that member states help the south to repel the north
The US brings over their navy, strike at positions in the North…by June 30th, 1950, US troops already stationed in Korea are mobilized for defense, other countries follow
There is an Anglo-French resolution that is passed with the Russians gone yet again, calling for a unified command of a UN force
There are 17 countries involved, but 2/3 troops are American
Near the end of the war, US troops are close to the Chinese border
Under McArthur’s command, he wants to destroy the North Korean army…China starts interfering in the war to protect itself
Nov, 1950 – Mao launches a counteroffensive against UN forces, gets half the land back…unification dreams are abandoned by both sides
McArthur suggests using nuclear weapons, he is replaced as commander
July, 1953 – an armistice is signed leading to a still-divided Korea today
Conclusions: UN showed that it was able to be more than a debating society
Korean War confirms that the Cold War will be fought around the world in different contexts
It shows the complexity of who is in charge of different missions
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Midterm – half T/F (each worth half a mark), half essay
Decolonization(s)
New Imperialism (1880’s) – it did not involve settling large numbers of people in the land that were under control…an attempt to control areas that would provide economic benefit and prestige for the home country
Formal imperialism and informal imperialism (definitions on slides) – formal is the forcible establishment of political control by one state over another through means of colonies or protectorates (what occurs in India is formal empire)
Informal – the exertion of influence by stronger nations over the weaker ones without formal control, via the real or potential exercise of force, exploitation of economic advantages of industrial nations over non-industrialized ones, etc. (Argentina, 19th century…British spent money to build rail links, mines in order to extract resources from the area)
Racism was often used to justify exploitation, sometimes a “white man’s burden” existed
Imperialism can be seen as a mindset that was prevalent in popular culture during the period
Decolonization – some countries (like Japan) had no choice in the matter, but European powers did have choice, two main reasons for abandoning:
1. Stigma and shame – it used to be prestigious to have an empire, but in the post-war period it became embarrassing (because it inhibited self-determination of people)
2. High cost of maintaining the empires (especially the formal ones)…nobody was seeing sufficient economic advantage to keeping them
The Indian example – Britain was the largest empirical power until the end of 19th century…India was their crown jewel
British East India company controls India, they have a monopoly in the area (they are an independent company with friends in British parliament)…they collected taxes from Indians, had the right to use their own military, and signed treaties
Suhoy?? Rebellion occurs, cost a number of lives…British East India company sees it as a mutiny, Indian historians see it as a war of liberation
1858, British government recognizes failings of British East India company, and the British government takes control, maintains it until the early 20th century
There is a movement towards increasing literacy rates…in 1910 1 in 10 men could write (this was very good for the time)…1 in 150 women could write
Infrastructure – by 1914, there is the development of rail, telegraph lines, and universities (with classes in English)…hospitals and factories are also built
This creates an educated elite by the 1920’s, who are resistant to British rule
Modernization had two results:
1. Increase in infrastructure made maintaining control of India difficult, high costs
2. Education of Indians themselves starts creating a movement towards self-rule
Mohandas Ghandi is key in this movement…Indian born, British educated lawyer – he established a philosophy of civil disobedience via non-violence
Quit India movement (1942) – the largest independent movement, there are calls during it for immediate independence for India
1947 – Indian and Pakistan independence is declared unilaterally (the last British viceroy there declares that Pakistan should be Muslim, India should be secular)
India-Pakistan war of 1947 is over control of Kashmir area, first of a series of conflicts in the area (not entirely resolved today)
Republic of India is officially declared in 1950, first leader is Jawaharlal Nehru
Pakistan becomes a Muslim Republic in March of 1956
Africa – it is divided between 1885 and 1914…the scramble for Africa starts when Egypt is occupied by British and French forces at the same time in 1882 (France, Portugal, Spain, Italy, US all had interests in the area prior to this)
British controlled the largest part of Africa, controlled it for two reasons:
1. Protection of British trade (especially to India)
2. Suppression of the slave trade
Occupation of Egypt sets off a chain reaction, European powers try to gain greater control
Berlin Conference - Some companies were formed around this time to control Africa
There was significant violence in the Belgian Congo, millions died
The political left saw the scramble for Africa as a waste of resources, a distraction from domestic issues, dangerous because it could provoke military rivalries, and saw it as financially beneficial for only a few
By late 50’s and early 1960’s, Africa is largely liberated from colonial rulers
Textbook says that the transition to African independence was peaceful until 1963
OAU (Organization for African Unity) was established in 1963, and aims to:
1. Prevent territorial conflicts between new African nations
2. To provide impetus for political unification of continent (must be understood from a European perspective)
3. To help African nations maintain neutrality during the Cold War
This organization largely fails, Africa after 1963 remains unstable due to corruption and economically stagnant
Africa had resources but little capital or technology…had 10 percent of world population, but industrial output is less than 1 percent
By mid 1960’s, African nations attempt to enter the world market, become signatories of GATT and IMF and the World Bank (meaning they get loans)
Text says Africa benefited from these arrangements while interference from French and British sinks the region…this may be unfair
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Starting with Belgian Congo…Congo is established in the mid 1880’s, King Leopold calls it a ‘free state’ (it isn’t)…it was run by a company, but essentially by him
It is a brutal colony where millions of workers are killed or die…it has been considered a genocide…when European public becomes aware of the atrocities, there is a public outcry…it is annexed by Belgian parliament in 1908 and install a less ruthless leadership that is still racist but not as brutal
The views, even in the 30’s, are discriminatory
It remains the Belgian Congo until 1960 (renamed the Republic of the Congo), but there is international pressure for independence in the region, as well as growing nationalist sentiment (competition among nationalist groups for supremacy) – most significant is led by Patrice Lumumba (becomes first PM of the Congo)
Soon after independence, two provinces secede, and the PM is removed from power because he cannot stop this (a military coup led by General Mobutu takes over control)
Western regimes support Mobutu because he opposes communism
Tshombe is supported by Western mining interests
There is a contest between superpowers fighting a proxy war in the Congo, while the nation is divided between nationalist groups
UN secretary general’s plane crashes en route to the Congo (maybe foul play)
Lumumba is assassinated in late 60’s
Mobutu gains full control (with CIA help) in 1965…establishes a one party state, outlaws other factions and leads a tyrannical regime…he remains in power until 1997 getting rich (his rule is called a cleptocracy) – a regime that is based on theft
October 1974 – fight between Muhammed Ali and George Foreman (Rumble in the Jungle)
Mobutu paid 10 million to bring the two to fight in the national stadium (where he had previously killed thousands of people)
There was supposed to also be a music festival before the fight, to serve as an expression of solidarity between American and African blacks…George Foreman was injured forcing the fight back a month, but the concert proceeded at the same time
Conclusions for colonization…it was built upon two main factors:
1. International pressure to allow people to determine their own destinies
2. Cost of empire – it was no longer profitable
There is a snowball effect as the balance of power changes…newly liberated countries would vote with new areas seeking independence
Decolonization also created significant political vacuums that were filled by local leaders and by the superpowers who were vying for supremacy
Conflict cannot solely be blamed on Europeans in post-colonial period…some blame lies internally
Suez Crisis
Suez canal is a sea-level artificial waterway in Egypt, completed in 1869…it is about 100 miles long, built by Ferdinand de Lesseps…he obtained concession from the Ottoman empire to create the canal, it was supposed to be open to the ships of all nations
Construction required over 1.5 million labourers over a ten year period…it is important for the British to cut the travel time between India and Britain almost in half
In 53, Stalin dies (from a hemorrhage or stroke), nobody comes to check on him…there is a power vacuum left in the Soviet Union, Khrushchev takes over by 1955 and soon denounces Stalin for his persecution, cult of personality…he also denounces Western Imperialism and by extension pledges Soviet support for newly independent, non-aligned countries (even if they are not communist)
English and French pull out of the middle east in the post-war period
Textbook mentions Nato organizations that are not overly successful: Middle East Treaty Organization (METO) (Iran, Iraq, Turkey, Pakistan, UK)
Around the same time there is SAETO (Australia, France, New Zealand, Pakistan, Philippines, Thailand, UK, US)
Suez canal helps connect the countries in this pact
Countries of the time have three options: align with US, Soviets, or do not align
Gamal Nasser is non-aligned, plays both sides very well (he was an Egyptian military officer, established an Egyptian dictatorship in the mid 1950’s, co-led a revolution in 1952 against Egyptian King)
He had two main goals:
1. To promote economic and military development to establish Egypt as the dominant power in North Africa
2. To establish a pan-Arab empire from the Atlantic to the Persian Gulf under his control
He wanted to expel British and French interests from the area, but phrased it differently to generate more support
He played the superpowers off each other to achieve these goals, received assistance from both
In 1955, he receives military material from the USSR in exchange for rice and cotton, then Britain and US pledge 70 million in aid for Egyptian construction of the high Oswan Dam (would increase Egypt’s cultivatable land by 1/3, and increase their power production by ½)
Three realities blocked Nasser’s dream:
1. French colonial rule in Algeria, Nasser provides sanctuary in the Algerian war for Muslim combatants, which pisses off the French
2. 1954 – Nasser gets agreement from the British that they will abandon a military base along the Suez canal and also that the British would evacuate the zone within 20 months…in exchange, Nasser would guarantee freedom of navigation and the right for the British to return if there is an attack on an Arab state or Turkey
3. Israel’s continued existence was a problem, it was a rallying cry for a large number of Muslim Arabs…Nasser was somewhat of a populist…Nasser realizes mobilizing Arabs against Israel would make him popular
Seeds of the Crisis:
June 1956 – Britain terminates 74 year occupation of Suez canal
July 20 – Nasser had obtained 200 tanks from the Soviets, US and Britain are becoming annoyed with Nasser (also because of his anti-Israeli rhetoric and his recognition of China before the rest of the world…and Nasser was trying to break of METO)…as a result, US and Britain withdraw promised aid for Aswan Dam
July 26 – Nasser nationalizes the Suez Canal company, makes it Egyptian land…closes it to Israeli shipping
US tries to mediate things and open the lanes
British PM Anthony Eden decides he cannot agree with Nasser’s nationalization, decides he wants to attack Egypt militarily (calls Nasser the new Hitler) and looks for allies…finds them in Paris and in Israel
October 1956 – secret meeting in France, Protocol of Sevres is reached between UK, French and Israelis…they agree Israel will attack Egypt through the Sinai desert, and British and French paratroopers will come in to separate the troops and take control of the Suez
October 29 – Isreali army attacks Egyptian positions, within a few days had advanced to the Suez canal
November 5 – British and French Paratroopers are dropped in to “separate” the Israeli and Egyptian forces (to protect the canal for the international community)
Anthony Eden calls a ceasefire on November 6 (without consulting French or Israeli)
The casualties are not very great
During the operation, the US is insulted by the covert nature of the plan, force the British and French to stand down…even Canada denounces the military action
Lester B. Pearson calls for the creation of a peacekeeping force (UNEF I) United Nations Emergency Force
UNEF I reaches a size of 6000, they stay until 1967
UNEF I forces oversee Israeli departure in March, 1957
UNEF I remains in the area until 1967 so that Egypt can start another round of conflict with Israel
Conclusion:
1. Suez crisis shows us that French and British Imperial positions in the middle east are no longer present, shows they are no longer major powers in the world…hastens decolonization everywhere
2. Undermines Atlantic Alliance, and ensures US supremacy in this arrangement
3. Nasser’s prestige goes through the roof for a time, into the 1960’s
4. USSR becomes an “ally” of the Arab world and a supporter of small states seeking independence
After the crisis, Nasser agrees to pay millions to British shareholders for his nationalization, so not a complete win for him
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Latin America
US saw Latin America as its own backyard since the Munroe doctrine of 1823, when US declared there would be no more European colonization in Latin America
During WWII, US government focused on the area, sent ambassadors to spread goodwill
Walt Disney was a Goodwill ambassador, made a movie
During the Second World War, Latin economies were tied to the American economy, and these ties remained afterwards
From 1945 to the 60’s, the United States’ position is one of undisputed domination
OAS (Organization of American States) – created to counterbalance US power in the region (but not to reject it)…based on the inter-American treaty of reciprocal assistance (signed in Rio in 1947)…this treaty was a permanent defensive alliance against any aggression in the region – it would be ratified eventually by all nations in Latin America…OAS was the formal branch, it was successful in mediating conflicts between Latin countries in the 50’s
OAS didn’t intend to piss off the US, but in some respects it did…some parts of the US become paranoid about communism in the Americas, even though Latin American countries were just as scared of communism as American’s were
Paranoia in the US was best defined by Joseph McCarthy – worked together with HUAC (House Un-American Activities Committee) to find leftists in America…McCarthyism becomes a term for “calling a man a communist who is soon to be proven one”…anti-communism becomes Americanism
Latin America becomes volatile in the post-war period because of two pre-existing factors:
1. An uninterrupted undemocratic system (a tradition of strongman leadership)
2. Tremendously unequal land distribution in the Americas, very stratified class structure
US liked whatever happened in Latin America as long as the markets remained open (very cheap labour available)
Coup in Guatemala – 1954 – in 1944, dictatorship of Ubico was overthrown, Arevelo is elected on a platform of moderate social reform…he tries to narrow the gap between rich and poor, introduces educational reforms by educating the indigenous population…he losses an election to a man named Arbenz in 1951, Arbenz pushes for radical leftist reform…nationalizes and expropriates 90 000 hectares of land owned by the united fruit company (based in Indiana, the company is Latin America’s largest “employer”)…the land taken is redistributed to the poor peasants
In 1954, reps of the national fruit company and the CIA approach some right-wing exiles in Nicaragua and Honduras to help overthrow Arbenz…around the same time, US government begins an arms boycott of Guatemala…Arbenz turns to Czeckeslovakia for arms because he knows he is threatened, and the US uses this as a pretext that Arbenz is establishing ties to the Soviet block…June, 1954 a US backed coup topples the Arbenz government, his reforms are revoked, leftists repressed…leader of coup remains in power until 1957, he is assassinated by a personal guard
Guatemala becomes a bastion of anti-communist sentiment, becomes a staging point for anti-communist action in places like Cuba…it establishes a pattern that will be repeated in the coming decades
Cuba as an American outpost – gained independence in 1902, US maintained some ties (Guantanamo bay base)…US also had constitutional right to intervene in domestic affairs if it saw fit
Batista takes office in 1940, keeps Cuba allied with US during WWII, Cuba is a free zone for gambling (mobster investment)…Cuba continued as a single crop economy (sugar cane)…he briefly loses power, but regains it through another coup in 1952 and lasts until 1959
Cuban Revolution – Castro was a lawyer by training, made his first attempt at power in 1953 (becomes known as the 26 of July movement)…he attacks a military barracks but fails, he is surprisingly only exiled to mexico…there he reforms his military movement, where he receives sympathy thanks to American action in Guatemala
Early December, 1956…Castro sails from Mexico, lands and begins a guerrilla campaign in the mountains of Cuba while gaining those sympathetic to their cause (thanks to repression of Bautista)…by 1958 they advance out of their region, successfully reach power in February, 1959…their first action is to expropriate private property, close night clubs run by mobsters, nationalizes public utilities
US government is concerned about establishment of a communist government near their shore, right away begins an embargo against Cuba (prohibits all exports except medical supplies and food)…USSR realizes they have an opportunity, agrees to buy one fifth of Cuban sugar in 1960, buying half by the end of the year…USSR grants Cuba 200 million in low interest loans…Soviets begin to ship small arms to Cuba
By 1961, US diplomatic presence in Cuba is finished, all their council starts coming from the Soviets
Eisenhower administration was ending, Kennedy takes over in 1961 and inherits Eisenhower’s plan to deal with the regime, he goes ahead with it (it was to be coordinated by the CIA, carried out by 1500 Cuban exiles living in Florida)…they establish a beachhead at the Bay of Pigs on April 17, 1961 (there was a hope that these people returning would inspire an insurrection against Castro, but people were generally happy with him)…invasion lasts only 4 days, is crushed…Castro comes to the conclusion that he needs greater military assistance to defend Cuba
Kruschev originally opposed stationing of missiles on Cuba, eventually agrees…construction of key sites begins in 1962, US spy planes see this…October 22, 1962, Kennedy gives a speech declaring that the US was imposing a “quarantine” (essentially a blockade) on Cuba, supported by US allies…Soviet ships turn around, threat of nuclear war is averted
October 28, 1962, Kruschev and Soviet leadership stand down, but get two important things: on the promise that the US will never invade Cuba…US had missile sites in Turkey aimed at the USSR, Kennedy and Kruschev agree that Kennedy will dismantle these sites
Conclusions:
1. Threat of nuclear war scares people, after this there is a period of detente (co-existence) between superpowers
2. Cuba becomes an ulcer in US belly, Castro regime remains in place…but does not develop beyond its borders…it is a symbolic gesture for communism in Latin America
3. To receive American support, Latin American leaders would have to support free markets
4. The OAS becomes an organization of importance in creating north and south American solidarity

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Vietnam War
(lecture based on textbook)
Conflict starts immediately after second world war
French Indo-China – French had control of the area by 1887…area includes Vietnam, Cambodia, Laos
French had commercial interests in the area (rubber, tin, rice, tungsten)
Religious motivation, Catholic conversion
Ho Chi Minh…travels to Paris after WWI to plead for independence for nations of Indo-China…he is told no, starts to turn away from democratic impulses, becomes a communist while in France (helps found French Communist Party) before returning to Vietnam and founding the Vietnamese Communist Party
He organizes the Vietminh (league for the independence of Vietnam), which was formalized in 1941
The communists are resisting the Japanese instead of French at this point
Democratic Republic of Vietnam is declared after WWII (Hanoi as capital)…French oppose this, and by November 1946 the French order the Vietminh to leave Hanoi…after the reject, French begin a bombardment of the city (6000 people die) and the Vietminh flee to the countryside to begin a guerrilla war of resistance
Roosevelt had been an ally of Ho Chi Minh during the war, but did not back their independence bid…Cold War drove American’s away from an endorsement of any communist country
Tensions grow quickly in this period:
1. Jan, 1950…both China and Russia recognize communist Vietnam
2. Feb 1950…US formally expresses support for French efforts to supress the independent Vietnamese
French endorse a puppet regime that is supposed to represent French interests
Korean War in June of 1950 complicates things
By fall of 1950, US military advisors are on the ground (small amounts)…US is providing 150 million in military equipment to the French
By 1954, US is paying almost 80 percent of the French military effort in the area, and have 300 military advisors on the ground
Despite US support, Vietminh are clearly winning the war thanks to tactics
Dien Bien Phu – French forces are dropped in to try and engage Vietnamese in open combat, but they come across heavy artillery fire (Chinese had supplied artillery)…by May, 1954 the French surrender
Americans realize that French no longer have an interest in the conflict…Eisenhower outlines his “domino” theory about communism
By 1954, French realize they will no longer be an imperial power
Geneva accord (between France, China and Soviets primarily):
1. Vietnam will be partitioned along a certain latitude
2. South will be ruled by an American-educated anti-communist (Ngo Dinh Diem)
3. Neither sector can join military alliances, permit foreign bases, or receive foreign military assistance
4. Within two years there is supposed to be a unified country, with a general election overseen by the UN
5. There are two royalist governments in Laos and Cambodia, which would be recognized by all signatories
China and Russia sign agreement possibly because once a unified country exists, one side or another will win out
South Vietnam and the US fail to sign the agreement, say they can do whatever they want in that zone
September 1954 – US secretary of State John Foster Douglas creates SEATO (south-east asia treaty organization) – meant to protect the non-communist states in the region
By 1955, US is in a position of leadership in Asia, staunchly opposing communism in the region…begins sending military advisors and economic aid to South Vietnam
South Vietnamese leader refuses general elections because he fears communists would win
What started as a war of liberation turns into a proxy war
Thousands of Vietminh guerrillas stay in south Vietnam, waiting for a moment to strike
Vietminh guerrillas start assassinating government officials
Diem starts to persecute against non-Catholics, rigs an election that he loses and arrests the winner
Laos also becomes unstable during this time, Americans start a bombing campaign
By 1961, 900 military advisors are in Vietnam…by November 1963, there are 16500…US aid also increases by a similar proportion
US had initially supported Diem and looked beyond his transgressions because he held South Vietnam together…once he rigs the election, the US starts saying the area needs an election, and his rival wins 6-1…he is killed by internal rivals in November 1963, same month as JFK
Within the next two years, there are twelve changes of government (dysfunctional)
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Continuing Vietnam
When Kennedy is assassinated, Lyndon Johnson takes over…he is concerned with winning the war, increases support for south Vietnam (Feb, 1964)
August 1964, an incident in the Gulf of Tonkin – an exchange between US destroyers and Vietnamese torpedo boats…Americans claim Vietnamese fired on the destroyers…Johnson delivers a speech saying America has been attacked directly and must retaliate
Johnson soon wins a landslide election, wins by the largest margin since 1820 (61.1% of the popular vote)
By the end of 1966, 385 000 troops in Vietnam, end of 1969 there are 542 000
By Jan 30, 1968, there is the Tet offensive (at this time the war is in the south), an attempt to take 36 of 44 provincial capitals in South Vietnam by the North…offensive ultimately fails, they fail to maintain control of all the areas…Americans lose 1000 soldiers, South Vietnamese lose 2000, North Vietnamese lose 40 000 forces…the invasion also causes Americans to be scared, Johnson does not run for reelection
Nixon wins, outlines his strategy called Vietnamization – a strategy to help arm the South to keep fighting the north
End of 1972, there are only 25 000 Americans in Vietnam
Kissinger (US national security advisor) starts meeting with Chinese and Russians behind the scenes, trying to broker a peace with north Vietnam…by Jan 27, 1973 there is a ceasefire signed between the Vietnamese forces…consists of:
1. US removing all forces from south Vietnam within two months
2. An exchange of prisoners of war
3. A coalition in the south would conduct free elections
Within two years of US departure, all of Indo-China is communist
Aftershocks, results, and costs:
1. Grim tally…US airforce drops three times the amount of bombs in tonnage than had been dropped on Germany by all parties in WWII
2. 58 000 Americans die, 300 000 wounded…makes it longest and most brutal war in US history
3. South Vietnam lose over 200 000, over a million wounded…a further 2 million civilians dead
4. North Vietnam…2 million civilians dead, 1.1 military dead, 600 000 wounded
5. Napalm was used widely by French and Americans (a thickening agent for incendiaries)
6. Financial costs – US (including aid to Saigon) 150 billion, and a further 200 billion in veterans benefits
US scepticism, cynicism and the credibility gap – tactics used in Vietnam being used now in Iraq, opposition was strong due to military coverage
Pages 294-295 in textbook…suggests bureaucratic inertia as the primary reason
Prof suggests it was the fear of communism

United States, 1950’s to 1970’s
50’s – a period of moderation, stereotypes…people who didn’t fit in were singled out
There was a large urbanization project in the states, growth of suburbs…70 percent of American households buy a T.V. during the 50’s
Large highway projects during this period…men went to their office in the city, rode home in a car, where their wife tended the home
Inner city neighbourhoods become rundown
Beatnik characters start appearing on T.V. (start to lead to the hippy counterculture)…people rejecting the set roles of the 50’s
Segregation in the 1950’s…even though segregation was not allowed, it was going on officially and unofficially
Brown vs. Board of education ends segregation officially, but not unofficially
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60’s presidents – JFK, LBJ, Nixon
Kennedy – he was an important president symbolically
He had a new frontier platform, key elements of it were: basically an economic stimulus package built around six programs:
1. Extension of jobless benefits
2. There was aid for the children of the unemployed
3. There was an attempt to redevelop distressed areas
4. There was an increase in social security payments
5. Emergency relief for farmers
6. Home-building and slum redevelopment schemes
There was also a focus on education and an attempt to reform the medical system…essentially a democratic platform
There were significant advances made in the area of civil rights…technically there had been full suffrage in US since end of 19th century, but there were policies that prevented black americans from voting (minimum salary requirements)…he started to remove these
There is a conflict between states and the federal government about civil rights
US citizens bought into new frontier platform because:
1. It offered hope after communist witch hunts
2. It offers parents of youth generation hope for their generation
3. Ideas of equal rights and democracy are the basis of this platform
He is assassinated in November, 1963…look up Lenny Bruce?
The period is known as the American Camelot
JFK died at the peak of his popularity, didn’t have time to fail
LBJ – he is very ambitious, tries to build on JFK’s platform…tried to show that American society was great…enacts the great society
Civil rights advances turned into law:
1. Civil rights act of 1964 – ruled out discrimination in relation to employment or place of residence
2. 1965 – voting rights act forbids any discriminatory steps preventing full suffrage
3. 1968 – further civil rights act past – extends constitutional protections that were given to everybody else to native Americans
Other significant initiatives tried to eliminate poverty, help schools in low income areas to buy materials, passing of a medicare-type-system to help American seniors purchase subsidized medicine
Great society was enacted because: youth rise in the United States is having a greater impact on how society will look…pressure rising from the civil rights movement
He is a democrat, and wants to alleviate these things
Johnson’s platform of the great society was criticized by right and left…left thought it didn’t go far enough and didn’t reach enough people, the right thought that it showed too much government encroachment into public lives…the feared social control and communism
On the whole the plan is considered a failure because:
1. It fails to offer enough programs on a national scale…it was too regional
2. It didn’t have enough money to succeed (largely because of Vietnam)
3. There was a gradual dissatisfaction  at the direction society was headed in 
Nixon – Republican from 69 – 74…he was saddled with an enormous deficit from Johnson
His primary domestic platform was fixing the economy
Also wanted to end Vietnam
He won a massive electoral victory in 1972, but failed to finish the second term because of Watergate
Before the June 1972 election, some “robbers” break into a democratic convention hotel…he approved of the burglary tacitly to get information
He withheld some documentation when he went to court…he was going to be impeached, but resigns in shame in 1974
Gerald Ford takes over for him
Nixon was principally interested in international affairs, was not as concerned about domestic stuff (besides economy)
Culture – not everyone is a hippie
A demographic shift is occurring, US becomes a young country
Composers and artists start writing about youth (West Side Story)
The hippie movement – they were a new generation of the beatniks and the hipsters (from the 40’s)
Many of them live in communal settings, in particular neighbourhoods of different cities…they explore the meaning of life
Why did they rebel? – tough question…they are against Vietnam war, racism, sexism, poverty, economic injustices…it was also about being defiant
Beach Boys – from California, formed by Brian Carl and Dennis Wilson, Mike Love (a cousin)…they are basically average kids just out of high schools…Dennis was the only surfer
Brian has a nervous breakdown, starts doing drugs to open his mind
They start creating more sophisticated music…created the idea of a concept album
Beach boys start befriending other people from a counterculture (Charles Manson)
It becomes difficult to discern who is weird and who is “normal”
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The Human Be-In, Summer of Love and Woodstock
Human Be-In was a one day event in Golden Gate Park…protesting the ban of LSD…20-30 thousand people attended…it creates excitement about the San Francisco area, and spawns the Summer of love primarily in San Francisco
Berkeley was an epicentre of counter-culture activity
Woodstock was on the east coast two years later (1969)…it is held on a six hundred acre Farm owned by Max Ysomething…a music festival organized by a number of promoters who invested in the event
Half a million people attended…predictions initially were for 50 000 attendees…there is a serious shortfall in organizational capability, with food and shelter becoming a challenge
Performers…many! A film about the event was made a year later, nominated for a number of academy awards

Realities of a divided Europe
East-West German relations – at the outset the division is porous, borders are not entirely closed off…most movement is West by Germans opposed to the communist system
Soviets wanted a closed border because they wanted to stop people fleeing and “feared western spies”
Moving West was seen as a crime in the east, not in the West
Between 49 and 61, approximately 2 million East Germans moved West…about 200 000 West Germans moved east to reunite with family and because they identified with communism
A border was created approximately 1400 kilometres long, included minefields, dogs, guards, barbed wire
Division was a social and financial cost:
1. People moved away from the border, didn’t want to live beside it
2. Former transportation networks had to be reconfigured
3. Thousands were imprisoned and hundreds died trying to cross the border from east to west…crossing from west to east nobody was going to shoot you
Berlin – between 1952 and 1961, east and west Berlin remained much more open than the rest…many east Berliners tried to move through Berlin to the West
By 1961, East german government was fed up with losing its citizenry, decide to construct a wall to separate Berlin…Walter Ulbricht was responsible for masterminding the Berlin wall for the GDR (east Germans)
Wall construction begins in August 1961, with families being divided, cross-border jobs lost
West’s response – there are official and unofficial protests…US increases number of troops on alert in West Germany, Kennedy begins to make speeches mentioning the wall…ultimately, US didn’t vigorously react because it didn’t want to escalate the Cold War
East-West relations – West Germany was established at 1949, and at the time recognized itself as the only legitimate rep. of the German people because of democracy and because it aimed to unite Germany in a democratically united system…Christian ideology was key to this, because Christianity rejects Communism
West Germany never recognized DGR, and had no diplomatic relations with east
By 1955, Hallstein doctrine was created (Walter Hallstein) – the policy held that West Germany would have no diplomatic relations with any countries that recognized East Germany…it was applied twice in its existence (against Yugoslavia and Cuba)
The doctrine served to isolate East Germany from everybody except the Soviet Block, but it was also tremendously disruptive and worsened the lives of East Germans (as it had a bearing on trade)
In 1966, Willy Brandt becomes vice chancellor and minister of foreign affairs, tries to revise WG doctrine…rejects Hallstein doctrine and replaces it with Ostpolitik (change through integration…he recognizes East Germany and the other countries of Eastern Europe)
It achieves: diplomatic relations with Romania in 1967, trade missions sent to East European countries in 1968, 1970 there is a signing of a non-aggression pact with the Soviet Union (confirms the contested frontiers of eastern Europe), December 1970 a non-aggression pact is signed with Poland which recognizes Polish boundaries, 1971 there is a four-power agreement over the rights of Berlin, 1972 there is a basic treaty with East Germany (outlines that while two states exist within Germany, they cannot be foreign countries to one another)
By 1972, East and West recognize each other, and they have diplomats which are called “permanent representatives…”
The Sudetenland is recognized as part of Czechoslovakia
Life in Eastern Europe – the Prague Spring, 1968
Following Stalin’s death, there was a period of de-Stalinization in the Soviet Union…Kruschev was far more liberal and open-minded for peaceful co-existence with the West, and by the mid 1960’s there was a spirit of relaxation in terms of repressing society
There were indications that Hungary was going to leave the Warsaw pact and hold free elections, but Soviets still did not support this and invaded
Yugoslavia and Albania left the Moscow-led axis (Albania because they thought the new government was too liberal)
Some in Eastern Europe felt that they had learned their lesson, that they couldn’t leave the communist system
Alexander Dubcek – Slovak politician and Communist…by 1968, he was first secretary of the communist party of Czechoslovakia, and decided certain changes had to occur as a result of social pressures…he recognized the economic decline in parts of the country…he attempted to institute reforms to bring Czech society into a better world
He has an action program, launched in 1968 called “Socialism with a Human Face”:
1. increased freedom of press, speech and movement
2. Greater emphasis on consumer markets
3. Possibility of multiparty governments
4. Attempt to limit the size and power of the secret police
5. Federalization of Czechoslovakia into two equal nations
These reforms took the lid off the pot, allowed people to criticize what was going on, created a snowball effect
By June 1968, there is complete obliteration of censorship (with papers making anti-Soviet statements)
Dubcek said all along that the regime he led would stay Communist
Forces from neighbouring countries (USSR, Poland, Bulgaria and Hungary) invade later in 1968 to restore order…Dubcek asked people not to resist the invasion
A second wave of forces are sent in to create more of a language gap, to prevent the invading troops from agreeing with the reforms
The results of invasion:
Dubcek is ousted from power, replaced by Ustav Husak…he is in power from 1969 until 1987…he begins a “normalization” process
Protests continue (including a self-immolation in 1969)
Brezhnev doctrine is ratified by 1968 – it is a statement and platform for policy that says “when forces hostile to socialism try to turn a country towards capitalism, it is everyone’s problem”…basically means that nobody is going anywhere
Conclusions:
1. Eastern Europe stagnates under “normalization” – elites in power end up opposing the will of the people trying to establish freedom (even if it was under a communist system)…The system ossifies (fails to respond to crisises that could have perhaps led to Communism’s success, refuses to change itself)
2. Brezhnev doctrine becomes the norm (you do what Moscow does)
3. The division of Germany is formalized, reinforces the idea of an iron curtain dividing communism and capitalism…West Berlin becomes a symbol of liberty
4. West and East Germany remain separate spheres until end of 1980’s, but Ostpolitik mean that East Germans will not be isolated and turn away from the West…East Germans often sought to replicate the success of West Germany
5. [bookmark: _GoBack]Ostpolitik played a very important role in stabilization relations between Western and Eastern Europe
