Conflict
· Behaviours: focus on actions.
· Disagreement, Confrontation
· Incompatible goals, threats 
· Conflicts are concerned with issues that are not negotiable, issues that relate to ontological human needs that cannot be compromised
· Two wills that oppose, two sets of intrusts that clash 
· Identity is hard to compromise and is an example of a conflict (religion, national identity, language)
War
· Use of military power
· Death toll 
· 1000 deaths per year to be qualified a war
· % of soldiers fallen form each camp or side
· Nation State
· Government in one country should have sovereign power over its state
· One authority, institution legitimate rather than having multiple authorities
· Keep your head in your own shit
· Types of war 
· Inter-state
· Conflict between two states 
· Clear to both that they are at war
· Civil
· Violent struggle
· Internal (inside the borders of a nation state)
· Use of military power 
· Government vs. rebel force
· National Liberation 
· Independence
· Wars to decolonization
· Algerians wanting liberation of the French
Positive peace
· The capacity to deal with conflict non-violently and creatively
· Conflict transformation
· Active coexistence
· Need to interact
· Seeking integrated solution 
Negative peace
· Conflict management
· Interposition
· Put a force between tow actors 
· Buffer zone (North and South Korea)
· Demilitarized zone (38th parallel)
· Peach by strength
· Using a balance of terror
· Fear of war
· Passive coexistence
· Two groups living with one another, hostility and very little communication
· Peace will come by avoiding one another
· Order, Security
· Conservative ideology
· Do not need to interact just have order
Types, nature of rights and freedoms:
· Generations of rights
· 1st generation
· Individual civil and political rights
· Freedom, UDHR 1 to 21
· 2nd generation
· Economic, social, and cultural rights. May attach to individual or groups
· Right to work, UDHR 22 to 26
· 3rd generation
· Group or community rights, which may include solidarity rights 
· Intangible rights
· Rights that are not subject in any international treaty to exceptions
· Basic civil rights
· More of a consensus worldwide
· Right to not be discriminated against
· Right to life
· Right against torture
· Right against slavery
· Right against retroactive ruling
· Collective rights
· Rights held by a group rather than by its members
· 3rd generation
· Community rights
· Corporate group rights
· Solidarity group rights 
· Why so few?
· Tyranny
· Not give equal status to all members of the groups
· Equality
· If you give collective rights you will remove some form others 
· Responsibilities
· With the UDHR the individual is given the rights and the states are given the responsibilities
· UDHR puts obligations on the states 
· The only responsibility we have is not to infringe on those of others 
· Because fascist government in the 30/40 it was the opposite 
· Human rights regime had a rise after traumatic experiences during the totalitarian governments where citizen had responsibilities towards the state
· Right holder
· Environmental rights
· Rights of future generations
· A legal entity or person with exclusive rights to something (patent)

Relational power
· Coercion and consent
· Absolute power = power over everything (lord of the rings = 1 ring == power)
· Absolute power does not exist
· Power exists between relations
· What forms of power, what can be done with it and what cant
· Relationship 
· Structure of relations
· Judgement (how do I look, the I is judging me)
Norms 
· Something that is usual, typical or standard 
· Social norms
· Social space
· Exercise ones agency
· Failing to comply with social norms itself is not a bad thing, but it causes conflict because it is out of order within the social normative context
Collective action problem
· Core group, mobilization, followers
· Security
· Social norms
· Potential to mobilize others
· Core group 
· Motivated, dedicated
· Mobilize
· Power up the group
· Followers
· As numbers increase risk decreases
Greed 
· Pursuit of economic, self-interested gains
· War effort: need to be economically viable
· Cost-benefit calculation: incentives, mobilization
· High payoffs 
· Low risk/cost
· 1945-2000: 347 million small arms produced 
Grievances
· Deprivation leads to conflict, war
· Widely shared dissatisfaction among group members about their cultural, political, and/or economic standing vis a vis dominant groups
· Expectations > achievements 
· Ted Gurr
· Relative deprivation 
· Psychological assessment 
· Frustration
· Not absolute deprivation
Relative deprivation
· Perceived discrepancy between value expectations and value capabilities
· Deprivation occurs when your value expectations exceed your value capabilities. Values include welfare, security, self-actualization, and so forth.

Jihad 
· Use of legitimate violence
· Limited use: object, time, location
· Last resort
· Risk on the community: avoid chaos
Example: League of Nations
· 1920-1946
· 29 nations (1920-1946)
· 63 nations in total
· Unanimity required
· Intervention criteria
· Finding a just authority
· It failed due to Italy invading Ethiopia 
· Both members
· Article 10 was breached
· Just authority was condemned but nobody was willing to do anything 
Example: United Nations
· Creation of the UN in 1945
· An international organization composed of most of the countries of the world. Founded to promote peace, security and economic development 
· General Assembly
· All member states
· From 51 to 193 
· All have a say/ vote
· Close to a just war tradition
· Authority
· Just cause
· Last resort (33-38)
· Chances of succes
· Influence of might makes right
· Great powers having more to say 
· Security Council
· Disconnect between theory and practice: authority 
· Cold war: might makes right
· Proxy warfare
Security Council composition
· The permanent peacekeeping organ of the UN
· 15 members
· 5 permanent with veto right
· 10 non permanent on a 2 year mandate

· Inter-state conflicts
· Violation of territorial integrity
· Civil conflicts
· Nuclear proliferation

· Human rights violations

Responsibility to protect
· The never again sentiment
· The post Rwanda reflection
· The responsibility to protect concept -- 2001
· When prevention measures fail to resolve or contain the situation and when a state is unable or unwilling to redress the situation, then interventionary measures by other members of the broader community of states may be required
· Large scale loss of life, actual or apprehended, with genocidal intent or not, which is the product weather of deliberate state action, or state neglect or inability to act, or a failed state situation 
· Large scale ethnic cleansing no matter how it is carried out

International humanitarian law
Jus in bello
· International humanitarian law : which behaviours/ actions are just or unjust in wartime
· Different from international human rights regime
· IHR: positive peace
· Codification of the laws of war 
· Some ground rules:
· Respect of prisoners of war
· Non-involvement/protection of civilians
Geneva conventions
· 1949
· Wounded and sick
· Maritime context
· Prisoners of war
· Protection of civilians

· Interdictions: murder, exploitation, torture, mutilation, degrading treatment, hostages
Chemical weapons taboo

· Destructive
· Not aimed at anything
