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 	The international criminal court is a very interesting international governing body. Now there have been debates on whether it is legitimate or not. I personally believe that yes it is a good idea, on paper, but in reality I find it to be useless and a governing body that we can do without. 
We have spent millions upon millions of dollars keeping this single governing body alive, this is while countries are funding, the UN, IMF and the list could go on! As it talked about in Posner’s article, this governing body has not done anything since its inception, except sit they’re a funding black hole. Eating up the money it is receiving, by trying to convince governments to continue to support it.
In each country, or the vast majority, there are federal courts, or supreme courts. These courts are actually useful, as they study cases, and make rulings on a steady basis. Moreover, they do not have to try and convince a country to keep them, as they are a necessity. For this reason I believe if we abolish the ICC we can bring the cases that would normally be referred to the ICC to either the federal courts or the supreme courts of ones country. Either the country the offense occurred in or one of the countries directly involved.

Moreover, federal jurisdictions can contact and seek aid by the three UN justice lawyers for help in any ruling, and or to mentor the respective judges in their countries. It is important to still have a governing and appeal body to insure that everything stays in order and precedent is followed. 
Canadians continue to complain about the Senate, all the money being used to fund it, the lack of work being done, and the idea that it is useless. With that in mind, lets start looking at abolishing the ICC, as it is a funding black hole that removes the sovereignty of states, it lacks any kind of work effort and is completely useless. We have federal courts that can try these lawbreakers in their home country or in the country in which they committed said crime against. 
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
