The capacity of the individual to obtain financial means in order to execute 
· Purchases
· Payments or;
· Disposable income 

There are no restrictions in these areas as long as they are not discriminatory:
Example: 40 years ago women could not obtain bank accounts without having a legal male cosign. 

Financial means: to receive a mortgage, loan, or make cash contributions 

Execute: using the funds to reimburse debt, buy new things, to spend for your own pleasure (ex: vacation), freedom to make decisions about where we want to spend our money 

Problems of consumers: 
· Lack of budgetary process
· Have to pay all statutory obligations (income tax, CPP, etc.)
· Creating part time jobs because full time jobs include benefits, 
· No limits to spending 
· Availability of credit 
· How much credit are the companies willing to give? 
· People have no limits to how much they spend 
· Little governmental restrictions 
· I.e. mortgages for a maximum of 25 years 
· Cost of durable goods 
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
