· What is the primary product Facebook creates?
· Answer: audience, within the context of traditional media.
· It is the same with other websites and applications we use that we are not paying for.

· Web 2.0 : 

· “The modern corporation is amoral (non-moral) by definition are acting in the interest to its shareholders not to the public.

· Rather then having display commercial media have adopted as a result they have taken a significant amount of space online. 

· The question is what are we doing with the Internet? Has the capacity for action heightens as a result of the vast amount of information we have access to?

·  It is not just social networks there are numerous ways to use technology. Example terrorist groups using technology to further their goal.

· Artificial intelligence and the knowledge economy 

· A knowledge economy refers to a sense of achievement, and the message relating to it being good, it tends to keep us from asking question, tends to allow us to be self-satisfied, the opposite which is critical questions. If we don’t ask critical questions we could make mistakes. 

· Our fascination with artificial intelligence goes a while back

· 1968, watching star trek, we take for granted the idea of interacting with a computer the same way you would talk to a human.

· Our own relation in talking to a computer, which is frustrating to us because of our experience.

· We are familiar with real 

· Deep Blue- computer built by IBM, was involved in chess matches, Deep Blue finally beat Caspara in his own game 1997. 

· Some saw this as a turning point, which is the concept that computers are smarter then people.

· What do we mean by smart and intelligence?

· Watson(Computer) was playing against the two champs of Jeopardy

· Watson was not connected to the Internet.

· What is Watson? Final Jeopardy and the Future of Watson

· We only know what we get, we know what was presented and what we saw. We don’t have control over other things, the only information we have is what we are exposed to. We don’t know what we don’t know.

· Intelligence

· What does it mean to be intelligent?

· Knowledgeable in a particular field. We value their opinion, and how they apply the knowledge.

· Critical thinking – a variety of lens 

· They know stuff we don’t know. 

· Intelligence is more than knowledge it is the ability to make different connections. 

· The capacity to learn

· Four things that is able to help us establish a framework for intelligence 

· 1) Is the issue of communication, the capacity to communicate with other in a manner that is rich in meaning and comprehensive. 

· Human communication is richer then animal communication, which enables us to settle. Saying one thing meaning another, that is unique to humans.

· 2) Capacity for self-reflection: to be able to think about ones-self based on the stock of knowledge and experience one has accumulated.  This is the issue of subjectivity, 

· 3) A capacity for abstraction, the use of metaphors or artistic meaning.  Our ability to use different things for different purposes.

· 4) The ability to make connections, the ability to link different ideas and information, and to draw meaningful conclusion based on these associations.

·  In-Angas “the ability to think meaning fully about ones experience that’s allows deeper judgment of the current situation and brings ones future actions into question”. 

· An awareness of time and the future.

· We are giving our selves to the idea of computers, we believe that they are smarter then us.

· The best critique of Watson, does Watson even know he won jeopardy, this is capacity that humans have that machines will never have. 

· We can use computers to inform our decision.

· They talk about three distinct factors that lead to the emerges of new technologies.

· 1) A prevalence of ICT’s 

· 2) A trend towards globalization

· 3) The rise of rise and value of information
