Regulation of media:
1- We focus on the regulation on traditional media (regulation of radio frequency) 
2- mostly television, networks and programming 
3- and in the context pre- internet 
4- 
CRTC: regulated the radio frequencies 
Canadian Radio-television and Telecommunications Commission 
· created in 1932 
· they had overlapping frequency so they required them to register with them and made sure everyone had their own broadcasting frequency 
· it was the reflection of the  regulation of carriage 

CARRIAGE – how to regulate media 

CONTENT – what are we showing (on tv) and how do we regulate this 

We saw the increase of the regulation of media. 

(1932) – CRTC
(late 1970’s till today) – election of conservative PM’s and were all focused on de-regulation (Regan, Mulroney)
(1995) – the emergence of the Internet we had questions on how the internet would be regulated 


Carriage vs. content 
· carriage can be looked upon the emergence of telephone services (basic landline phones)
· bell Canada couldn’t just service in the city’s… they made sure that all Canadians had access to a telephone = example of regulations and rules of how new tech is regulated. 
“there are values that are best shared through regulations”

· content has the same public interest at heart but deals with the issue of what it is we are viewing. 
· Regulation of 
· advertising to children 
· Canadian content 

Why might the Canadian regulator care about Canadian content?
1. The issue = we regulate for Canadian content because there’s a perception that we are different as Canadians 
2. We are located next to the states that has a much bigger economy that creates larger, bigger content. 
· If we didn’t have regulations (quotas) where we need to have a certain amount of Canadian content to ensure a Canadian industry at all… sinon we wouldn’t succeed. We need a Canadian industry. 
3. French culture they need to ensure there is a support for French industries otherwise they would not survive. 
*these requirements are unique to Canada 
· Standards of decency 
This does also vary on where you are because these standards change based on:
· Age 
· Ethnicity 
· These standards are divergent from one country to the next and change over time
