1) WHAT DOES IT MEAN TO BE INTELLIGENT IN A KNOWLEDGE ECONOMY?

Tips:  The wrong way is to write everything that relates to this question.

The point is about making links between different concepts. (Define the concept your going to be writing about)
 
Concept Knowledge economy and intelligence, two key concepts. 


The better strategy in answering this question is defining your concepts and drafting your answer, brainstorm by identifying your key concepts. Don’t write something about everything that comes up in your mind, make a process of elimination. Tell me what is important about your two concepts.

· Three aspects of regulation that are important in Canada
· 1) Canadian Content Regulations (CANCON)
· 2) Advertising: The most interesting on that is regulated, a dramatic de-regulation of advertising 
· 3) Standard of decency 
· Regulation is done for the interest of the public; this is the objective of regulation at the highest level.
· The public as collective refers to the good of all recognized within boundaries (Canadian citizens) and its about our interest that we need. We ought to have a media that is reflective of Canadian content.
·  Regulated advertisement 1) False advertisement
· 2) Pharma
· 3) Tobacco and alcohol  
· 4) Advertisement to children 
· 5) Gambling and lotteries 
· There is a public interest objective that is informed by our access to health care.
· Children are more impressionable so you need to be careful with what you advertise to them. 
· High shift of advertising in alcohol and tobacco 
· The advertising of alcohol was much more regulated, you could advertise beer your not allowed to show someone drinking the beer.
· Pharma:  They have to list the side effects of the pills that’s a requirement. 
· What you are not aloud to do is not the name of the drug but you can tell them what it does. Or tell them what the drug and not the name of it. That is about regulating the public interest.  
· Perception that people do not care is based on them not knowing.
· The regulation of the public interest take place because there are other interest competing with it and it is commercial interest whose objective is to money. 
· The public interest is layered on top of the commercial interest there are certain limits and regulations.
· When it comes to the Internet and regulation is different then what we thought it would be.
· The issue was that the Internet was supposed to liberate us nationally and globally.  It was that thinking that the Internet was going to be a new source of media. It was that approach that allowed Canada to take a different approach to it.
· The internet would be regulated for carriage
· When it comes to content the government has taken an approach called forbearance:  a decision not to regulate.

· Where we have communities that have those three things we have vibrant communities. 
· Creativity we all have the potential for it but only emerges when the conditions for it are right.
· The issue is: what happens when the condition are not right, but creativity finds itself in a position that not right
· Difference between creativity and commercial. Commercial is contrast to commercial in expression . The idea that creativity happens when people are not on the pursuit of money, when our creativity is for making profit then we are creating other things, we seen a trend from the celebration of smartness is no longer based on the artist but is shifted to the tech savy guys, the Steve jobs of the future .
·  Many of the famous tech savy guys are Bill Gates; Steve Jobs are all the names of people that have become famous because of things that they created. We are also celebrating that they are rich.  And that is a change, it is a correlation between creativity and wealth rather than creativity and art.
· This transformation is both positive and negative. The growing influence it is having in the military industrial complex. This industry is the largest global invest for military weapons. 
· MIC has also become a part of creativity, using creativity to win wars.
