· the translation of any kind of data (text, images, sounds, etc) into an electronic language that can be used by a computer or other digital system for purpose of storage, distribution, or manipulation.
· Either an empowering tool with which to create and share diverse forms of information more democratically
· Or a practice that threatens more authentic ( or “real”) forms of cultural production and challenges copyright protection laws.

· transcending borders, boundaries, gate keepers
