Liberalism 
Medieval background & the Reformation  
Liberalism in England, America, and France 
Hobbes, Locke, Paine, Jefferson, and the French declaration 
· Know the key ideas & Declaration of Rights of Man and Citizen 
Adam Smith & Capitalism 
· Role of the state is to promote the interest of the poor 
Spencer’s & Neo-Classical Liberalism 
· Survival of the Fittest 
· Taxes are unjust; against welfare state 
Green & Welfare Liberalism 
· Leans towards socialists 
· Freedom of all of us to cooperative 
Rawls (welfare) vs Nozick (taxation is theft)




Conservatism 
Traditionalism: Wisdom in tradition that has stood the test of time. 
Should be skeptical of political knowledge (if we introduce something new) 
Organic conception of Society & State (“living thing”)
Classical Conservatives: Human beings are flawed, natural hierarchy, respect tradition, worry about revolution 
Contemporary Conservatives: Small government, free markets, strong military 
Edmund Burke
· Human Nature, Society, revolution & reform, and Gvn’t and representation .
19th Century Conservatism 
· De Maistre 
· Catholic Church (Pius X)
· Cultural conservatism – rejects the growth of industrial capitalism 
Posner on Conservatism 
· Economic Conservatives - 
· Security conservatives – strong military, tough criminal laws, etc 
· Social Conservatives – role for church in political life (anti-liberal) 
Socialism - Property should be owned by Society 
Goods should be produced with the aim of benefitting all 
Against capitalism and its unequal distribution of power 
Industrial revolution: dangerous, difficult and undignified work. (Moral objection)
Scientific claims about historical changes & end of capitalism 
Major figures: More, Saint Simon, Fourier, Owen 
Marx: most significant figure in socialist tradition 
· Alienation, History, Economics, Human Nature, & the State 
Marx’s Theory of History: level of development of the productive forces explains the nature o the economic structure. Economic structure determines the legal &political superstructure. 
Later Socialism 
Engels: 
Bernstein: Move towards socialism in an evolutionary rather revolutionary way 
Fabians: argues to get socialism through power of the vote

Michael Freeden: fundamentally workers, 
Fascism 
Fasces – strength through unity 
Totalitarian: Idea of state having total control. Not allowing freedom of association. 
Counter Enlightenment: Rejects use of human reason 
Nationalism: superiority of one’s own nation & Elitism: going to be dominated by an elite 
Irrationalism: appealing to gut rather than mind, hook them with emotion 
Hitler Nazism 
Resentment from WWI 
Germans are special people (Volk) that must defeat natural enemies (jews, communists, liberals) 
· Fuhrerprinzip: Strong, dominant leader 
· Lebensraum (Living space) 
· Social Darwinism: survival of the fittest race, fundamentally racist and anti-seminists 
Feminism 
Liberal Feminism – Believes women and men are fundamentally equal, get rid of subordination
Radical Feminism – Focuses on differences and we should recognize these differences

Traditional view: animals as means (use)
