73% internet users are online in Europe
61% in the Americas
31% of the population in the 3rd world have access internet
77 % of the population in 1st world have access online.
Mobile broadband subscriptions 
· More and more of our access to internet is through mobile devices.
· National post says 49% of Canadians our accessing internet via mobile platforms rather then computer.
· Electromagnetic spectrum (described with pic in fluent and smith txt.
· We call it cellular phone: Cell area we are within and the fact that our phone is communicating with antennas that positions us in a hexagons. By placing it all over city, same frequency all over the city.

· Mobile broadband 268 million MOBILE BROADBAND subscriptions in 2007 to 2.1 billion in 2013. This reflects an average growth rate of 400%. Making mobile broadband the greatest form of ICTS in the world.

1990s- become something ppl were talking about but may nothave used it .  It promised to bring and do all sorts of things. Like a highway. People saw it as the end of the world. Reality is always different then we expect. The idea of internet takins us places was false. Its become a destination itself. The internet is not a highway, its a place. 
Most transformative event since capturing fire (John perry)
Listen to dystopian(bad), euthopian (good)
The greatest concerns about traditional media was impact on public sphere and our engagement as citizens in a public society. 
We thought internet can undo all problems of traditional media. Avoid capital and global media. Internet would allow citizens to communicate in a free democratic manner and would once again be able to exercise their inherent potential based on their access to free information unshackled from the states and governments. 
Has the internet lived up to its potential ?  yes
Back in the day Telegraph was big thing,  for us its internet. 
The internet does pocesss a truly revolutionary almost euthopian power. Internet can change almost everything to the good. Problem comes in: Drawing upon earlier work of Habermas of critics of earlier media, consistent with what they were saying, we have become docile (lazy). Makes things so easy.  Were falling to the games and funny picture. Second thing, instead of displacing global media, its been enforced. Global media adapted to internet. Instead of being thrown out they bought it. So much of the content online is from same institutions before we had internet. Snapshot of internet shows a platform that has become monetized. Its about money again. Its a space that we go largely for convenience and entertainment. Just like aderno and hokeimer feared wed fall into this complacency.  
As A result that revolutionary potential of the internet has yet to be realised.

3. To understand that networks provide business with an abundance of info about us- info that we often perceive as private or personal.
Social networks: 
How do we distinguish a network from a group? In a group everyone is connected but in a network everyone is connected to someone through somone else.  
Networks are about linkages through other ppl. Networking is the idea that some ppl is good to be associated with,  some ppl have good social network like if u get to be connected to a leader then you get to boost your network. New media, social networks are prominent buz words, networks can be political, economical not only social.  We now consider, understanding older tech to inform new tech. 
the advent of telephone parallel a new era of contact bw ppl where with the invention of electronic switch using a phone on e was able to call anywhere. At the time that this was seen as a parting form earlier social convention that u had to be introduced to someone to talk to them.   This is changed, now by email, students would have to come see a prof if a question but the social convention of how a student would access prof outside class, email has changed this. Some student send mail a lot , casual about anything.  Technology has changed the nature of relationship bw student and prof. social convention of how we should behave, behave differently based on where we are and the rules.  We learn the rules and become the part of us.  Internet has contributed to mixing of convention and many of conventions have been obliterated.  In social networking the difference of gender, social status, and profession has been removed, get msgs from anyone, also getting spam.  The merchandise of   info economy is not merchandise it is attention.  Getting attention is the challenge of 21st century.  Getting attention, keeping attention, and selling attention, by being bombarded with contactless info like spam, use filter for it. 
This is relationship bw response to and result of the techs we use.  At the same time the msgs that we don’t want to get, there are msgs that we do want to get. Need to be able to distinguish bw the tow, so at the same time I want the info and I don’t want the info, it depends on if it is the info that matters to me. If we extend that to our social being, we get a lot of msgs the spam to get ur attention, we think of social network to get bigger and expanding social network, they are about limiting the social network. The social network finds out of what network we are interested in provides us and does not provide with the networks we don’t want, like don’t get emails about them.  We are excluding and limiting the stuff and group we don’t like or hang out with.  Info economy is about   abundance of info and our need to limit it.  
We are more familiar with networks we use like facebook, fb has 1.12 billion subscribers like the second largest country population number. 
Primary thing that fb creates is audience, fb had its IPO in March 2012, wht is it tht fb offers for sale to perspective buyers? Fb is so rich that it does not know what to do with it so called infancy, fb is working to capitalize on this. For a company to make a decision that does not given an option that makes more money can be the breach of trust of board of directors to shareholders.  The longer u have an acct with fb, fb generates our life history so the possibility in terms of data the fb knows more than ourselves about our families. web 2.0 enabled users of internet to give their info to existing webpages rather than creating own web page.  We provide fb with info, and value of info accrues to the site owner like fb, consumer info becomes profitable to them. Fb claims to own the pics u post on fb,  mark zukerberg said I own ur pics and info bc u gave them to me. Fb is a platform that u can upload ur pics on.

· In its infancy the internet was seen as a response to major corps and government that were seen as not operating in our collective interest.
· Commercial media, which was originally seen as being displaced from the internet, rather than being displaced 
· What can we do with the new tools, rather than what are we doing with them. 
Artificial Intelligence + knowledge Economy 
· Talks about movie Space odyssey by Arthur c Clarke. 
· We expect that computers are smart. 
· We haven’t reached the star trek vision yet of (voice activation, recording)
· 1997 deep blue) a computer built was involved in a chest match and beat out the best player in the world. Some saw this as a turning point. That many of us think that computers are smarter than people. 
Watson jeopardy computer (video what is Watson)
· How critical is this video of artificial intelligence? – Video not really critical, promoted the idea. 
· Are computers smarter than humans? -
· Do you think IBM was involved in the making of this documentary? Yes and thats why it isn’t critical. 
· Would these episodes had aired if Watson lost.
· Why would IBM spend 10s of millions of dollars to build a computer just to play on jeopardy
Biggest mistake Watson made was locating Toronto as an American city. THE POINT HERE IS THAT WATSON DOESNT DO THE SAME THING WE DO. IT DOES THINK THE SAME. 
Intelligence: 
· knowledgeable in a particular field (diversity)
· Value opinion  - how they apply their knowledge.
· Critical thinking – Variety of lens
· Theyre no stuff we don’t know
· More than knowledge-  ability ot make capacity
· Capacity to learn.
·  If someone has a good job u might think they`re intelligent.
1. Firstly , Signalling something in between yes or no  explains the richness to our communication. Is uniquely human. 
2. Secondly,  Capacity for self reflection. To be able to think about one based on the stock of knowledge and experience that one has accumulated. IS the issue of subjectivity?  Computers don’t have the ability do this. – uniquely human
3. Capacity for abstractions: such as a metaphor. Saying one thing and meaning another. Capacity for abstraction is to use a meaning of one context and apply it for another. Picasso 
4. Ability to make connections. But really the ability about being able to link ideas and information`s to draw meaningful conclusions.
Languages. 
Refers to the ability to think meaningfully about ones experiences that allows a deeper judgement of the current situation and brings one future actions into question.
The idea that we see our actions and ourselves as having consequences in the future  and having a history in the past.
In addition to the four aspects, Anges conception tries to capture that but adds a temporal (sense of time meaning to it. 
What is artificial intelligence? 
We are talking at the extreme, about the ability of machines to think subjectively, to be self aware.
Based on facts, machines are not capable of doing this.  (Jeopardy Toronto example)

Listen to 1 :40 – 1:46  didnt pay attention. 
Technologies determinism in this case equals to giving up our own capacity for thought to computers. Just to buy in to the idea that computers are maybe smarter then us. 
Kroger (1:49): 
· Maybe we looking at Watson from a wrong lens.  does Watson represent fundamentally a new computer idea or  a solid new feat for engineering , 
· The fact that Watson might not even recognize that he won jeopardy is what separates us.

3 distinct factors fluent and smith talk about
1. Rise of ITs
2. Trend to globalisation
3. Raise of value in information
What is a knowledge economy: does it mean were smarter then we were in the past. Teacher suggest it does. Arguably our unprecedent access to new information should be making us smarter and with social media we should be able to communicate this new information. (arguably)  
We should be able to better and deploy information in a global knowledge economy. 
Is this in fact the case? Are we more knowledgeable ( had to leave early)
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The movie after midterm was (Google behind the screen in YouTube or the road to google.)
1. Knowledge economy ( complete)
2. Internet law, policy+ govt (begin)

Knowledge economy: 
Wethere we are more knowledgable now than the those who came before us? Comparing ourselves to a generation earlier. Can look accoriding to different skills. The question is that the ict can help info and communicate more readily, the things that are supposed to be enhancing our knowledge. 
Fluent smith: 3 challenges relate our ability to operate in environment that we have access to info:
· Misinformation: wrong info, which leads to disinformation
· Disinformation: wrong or misleading information that is there intentionally.  Ex: a lot of info about climate change that questions it is disinformation. Info not based on fact put out intentionally.
· Access information:  the sheer volume of info available as barriers to our making of effective use of tech to make use to readily access information.  The issue is not the quantity in google, it is the quality. Our ability to access and distinguish bw info and other things is problematic
· Information: the info that we theoretically talk about as good or factual.

Issue is that don’t have the tools to distinguish bw good and less than good info. We have opinion and judgement, corroboration, but don’t have a certain way to distinguish this info and the opportunity provided by internet gives a challenge. Don’t have the filter to stop posting wrong info, so anyone can post anything. The tools that we have that draws this distinction is limited.  
Shelden anger( misplaced meatphore) : she highlights in 2003 ( rather than responding than we might think      by seaking the gobble up as much as we can bc that is what we think.  Where we think that being provided more info, we think that therefore, we are now gobbling up info. But that is the impression that we have of ourself, Anger says that the exact opposite is happening. The acess to unparalled info we have become info averse (averse can mean allergy.  This means u have a bad relationship to info. ) the title of his article is the metaphore of know socity the period that we in is one that we are soaking up know  but we are rejecting know. 
The idea that networks exist as much bc have tech enabled as they exist bc need to sit parameter of who contact and who not , extend this to info online, have unparalled info and have no hope of assimilating it even in a given topicl. 
Even we do search sthg, we needa become selective of what we follow through cuz there is not enough time so response to having so much info is info overload . 
What to do in response to not having the tools to separate good from bad info? Anger argues that we reconcile this by keeping it out, eg: to the emergence of specialization is a response to info overload, can see it in # of ways like networking but more meaningful if look at the professional world. Like a doctor: given that doc had studied the symptoms form books and references so the doc makes judement call to what to prescribe but today the doctor has a potential unlimited list of causes and conditions. Some of which are unlikely , at the same time patients are preoccupied with self-diagnoses, the doc is not in a good position so increasingly docs specialize to narrow the scope of diagnoses. This is seen in any profession, ppl are focused in a very defined set of content.  This is response to having such an array of senarios, options. We do the same thing in our own life, like specifying likes, interests and what we do. This is not a know society this is a know averse society. 
Another issue with so much info acess is , an increasing awareness around basic skills to make use of that info. Not only we are not able to identify bad and good info but also, the absence of skills to make use of info: eg, we might have access to more recipies than before, u wanna make a dish and wanna know the recipe you can get it online now. But being able to look up recipies doesn’t tell us if ur able to cook,  we can access info but what can we do with that info? The access to info does no justify having the skills to use that info.  It is the difference bw having the info and using it, have lotsa info but fail to apply it successfully.  Its root cause if that internet is useful in providing some kinds of info, but not all kinds of info.
Info economy recognizes that we talking about global economy that involves buying and selling of info. Not too difficult to buy or sell info, what do we mean by info and how does info differ from knowledge? We can sell and buy info easily, but its different to buy or sell know. Know does not lend itself to internet so internet does not lend know. 
This chart distinguishes, wanna talk about differnet kinds of info and wanna do it by setting out the x axis value and y axis processing .

Chaos- wisdom continuum:
Know is info plus exp. Info is easy to get but not experience,
Wisdom: insight, deep understanding of the know, ability to generate new know. Older ppl are more wise so wisdom is knowledge over time. Using and applying the know to the extent that u no longer are counting like counting the cases u have done then u have wisdom.  Wisdom is not encapsulated bc it has a temporal eliminate which being acquired over time so not sthg u can package and know is bw the packing of info and wisdom. 
This is why the internet giving us certain kinds of info, which is lower order of info, not know or wisdom. The internet is focused on useful but limited info like creativity know is difficult to sell so it is not focused online. 
The info economy is about a point in time we are in that privilege is not the best of what we can do; focus on this is how we make money. The KNOW economy is defined by the co- modification of info. What is co-modification: turning it into commodity which is sthg that you can buy or sell. Know economy is that info has been co-modified which means that info has become propitiatory (someone can own it, info can be owned) ownership means right of use, if u own sthg  u have the right of use of that thing, can let other ppl use it but the right of use in proprietary terms means when u have the right to use sthg, ur saying that the others don’t have the right to use it.

Have 2 visions that don’t line up.  There is some problem in info economy we don’t talk about info, and is owned we talk about intellectual property instead of info.  The problem with int property with its ownwersip is that its not tangible, which means that unlike the commodity that is tangible u cant stop other ppl from using it.  Int property didn’t fall under the same rubric of property and property laws that protect tangible things.
 There are 4 differences bw intelecutal commondity and other ( traditional) tangible commodities:
· Inconsumable: doesn’t disappear when used. Not consumed by its usage like oil.
· Un- transferable: u doesn’t lose it when shared. U can sell it and still have it. Un-transfereable is differnet from non- transferable. 
· Inadvisable: info needs to be transferred as an entire entity to have meaning.  Eg: the phone book: if u own the rights to a phone book and u want to sell that , u cant sell that info leaving out key bits like digits or last name missing the first letter bc the info will have no value. It has to be transferred as a whole entity eventhough u can deivide it to section. But u can sell half of a barel of oil but half of a phone number.
· In accumulative:  the addtition of more info is more than the sum of its parts. U can add more info and the value of the commodity goes up more than what u have added . 
But for barel of oil and u buy another half barrel the value of oil is exactly barel and half.
 These factors have caused to intellectual property rights and laws like copy rights, like buying textbooks. Patents are another example, trademarks, licencing for software.  The environment that we are in is regulated access of infor based on its proprietary rights. This is contrary to the intuitive perception that we live in lotsa info, so this raises question abt the info we access bc if valuable it will be sold. The most valuable thing in society is intangible, which is the google algorithm which is the most valuable and is intangible.  This has more value than any other thing   or commodity on the planet that we can buy.  When access info that we don’t pay for, should ask why am I getting this for free? Is there better info that I might have to pay for? R we more intelligent than before? 

Internet law, policy and gov: 
Learning objectives:
1. To highlight the manner in which the regulator can apply to media plus other icts. 
2. To highlight that state regulator can play a role in ensuring new tchs/icts operate in the public interest.
Decision land not included in readings: end up getting newsfeed that is relevant to us, we are interested in so we are happy.  Only get things ur interested in and think that is what the world looks like. There is a risk in this bc we systematically screen out and select out things that we will not have an option to learn. Facebook is selecting what ur seeing from frnds, its not selecting the same thing for all frnds and consumers not aware of this. The problem is that this narrows the scope that we look at the world. 
Reading: talking about yahoo share value that dropped in 2 years bc of google. 
Gold smith and wu talk about the internet from the context of cofounder of yahoo, whether yahoo can be responsible for sthg that not legal in france? Yahoo said that I don’t know where ppl use the site. 
Chapter 9 of the book:  focus on regulation in relation to 2 aspects (carriage and content). The regulation of media, start by focusing on traditional media regulation. We understand the most when talk about regulation of tv and when talk about it in context of pre-internet. Frequencies relates to radio, CRTC (regulator of media in Canada, stands for Canadian radio- television and telecommunications commission). 
Telecommunication relates to mobile tech, CRTC created in 1932 when radio station was created. Beginning of regulation and reflection of regulation of carriage which is the answer to question of how this media will operate? The other side of regulation is content, which is the question of what is it that ur showing like on TV? 
In 1930s we began to see carriage and content, taking up more freq spectrum, had radio and TV that need more spectrum and had to keep them apart. Emergence of Hollywood and movies on regulation of what shown where … until the later
1970s in Brittan see the election of, the election of brain Maloney who were conservative who focused on deregulation of state over media in their jurisdictions which continues to present day.
1995 when internet used by citizens, question was how internet was being regulated. Not internet but nation state themselves are irrelevant. 
Carriage vs content= how the media delivered vs what is delivered. 
Carriage in terms of telephone service landline, part of regulation of landline also was bell given the monopoly; the condition was that bell Canada had to provide service all over Canada which is regulation in the public interest.  The public of interest is the heart of why one regulate tech, there is values that we share that are best served by regulation. 
Another example, access of mobile phone service providers and crtc had 3 corporations. The content regulation, has the same public interest but deals with issues of what it is that we are viewing?  What are kinds of things that can be related to what? Regulation of advertising, advertising to children, Canadian content, standards of decency like violence. 
Canadian content:
Canadian content: why care about Canadian content not displaying us content?   The issue is bc perception of being unique as Canadian. We are located besides us who has huge economy that produces so much content that if we did not have regulations, need to have certain Canadian content to make sure there is an industry in Canada. It is an industry interest, that there is Canadian movies, music, magazines and what not. It is also about economy that revolves around these issues. The question can be that need to have 30 percent of Canadian music, what is a Canadian band if recorded in Canada?  French culture is at risk too, bc of English speaking and the American market. 
Standards of decency:
Varies on where u are bc it changes on age, ethnicity. The rating of the same movie is different in different countries.

1. Conclude internet law:
-can con = Canadian content regulations. 
- advertising, standards of decency are what we have talked about last week. 
- advertising: is interesting of what is regulated, consistent with the trend we seen since late 70s called deregulation. In the context of deregulation of adv, we see corky stuff, wanna remember that regulation is in the best interest of public and this is y we regulate adv.
-regulation in the public interest for advertisement = objective of regulation of adv. Idea of public interest is , what role of media is in democratic society, public sphere this has come up. In a policy context, it refers to public as a collective body,  it is meant to be all of the ppl recognized in a boundary like Canadian citizens and is about our interest altogether.  Candians should be reflected in their media, and should have standards that refer to broad collective.
- what kinds of adv regulated? Pharmaceuticals are regulated, false adv, adv to children, tobacco and alcohol, gambling.  Health insurance leads to regulation of drugs, 
- ADV TO CHILDREN REGULATED, WHY?  CHILDREN ARE MORE IMPRESISONALBLEM U CAN HAVE ADDS THAT REPRESTNT INFOR AND CHILDREN DON’T HAVE THE CAPACITY TO ASK CRITICALLY THAT WE ASUMME  that adults have. Advertising sugary cereals that are risky for health, adv barby dolls with pink and tall height doing barby things aimed for girls only. 
- images of things in advertising in the movie like hotdog to make ppl go buy it. Or having naked women like there was a lid of the coke bottle that looked like there was a naked lady lying. Can of coke looking like coming out from slushy ice.  Killing us softly3=  is a movie about advertising .
- tobacco adv: no more tobacco adv , there used to be adv showing healthy ppl advertising but now it is regulated that u cant see cigarette packages not allowed to put at the front of store. In the past u couldn’t show someone drinking the beer, was not allowed to show hard liquir at all but only beer was allowed to advertise. Now deregualtin of alcohol, seeing more alcohol.  
- pharmaceutical drugs regulation :  have to list the side effect of the drug, in magazine there is an insert with side effect in smaller font.  U can either tell ppl what the drug is called and not what it does or vice versa.  In Viagra adv u can see the name but it does not tell u what it does. It leads to novel ways to advertising.  We don’t want consumers to go their doctor, and demand particular drugs for particular disease bc money is paid for by taxpayers.
- Regulation of public interest takes place bc other interests are competing with it like the commercial interest. Pub regulation is there to equalize it with commercial interest like if ur tobacco advertiser and want to make money bc commercial is making money there is no reason  u will not advertise to children bc  it makes money.
- regulation in traditional media like tv: there are other regualtin that are carriage based  like who can own, and what jurisdiction  which is decreaseing so easier for large corporations to buy different media and free market approach. 
- But regualation of internet:  thought that internet was there to help ppl in 90s, the idea was to liberate us and create new  for citizen, in gold smith ( yahoo challenging the French state). It was this thinking leading that internet was different kinda media so countries took differernt approach to regulate intenet.  The internet would be regulated for carriage ( how we access) has been regulated , but content is forbearance( a decision not to regulate) so content is not regulated.  Means that regualters made a decision to not regulate content of internet. 
- the trend towards the deregulation ( british prime ministrator who started the deregulation) , in the 90s we are in the process of deregulation and the new tech is idealogy is deregulation and the second we trying to see what internet is ( john perry) seeing internet as a new thing and new sphere of activity regulated as little and possible. Like u can’t look up democracy in china. 
- reflect to extent of what we have is what we want. Laws of general application still apply for example in Canada possession or distribution of child pornography is illegal. It is illegal online and offline. U can’t produce and print hate speech.  Gold smith and more says that u can t sell nutsy finilia in france, yahoo is responsible and the state could make yahoo change its response to that. 

TECH AND WAR
1. To highlight the creativity that goes into the creation of weapons of mass destruction
2. To understand that the main driver of high tech is MIC (military industrial complex)
MIC = A group of industries and states, involved in development, production and distribution of weapons.
There is lotsa money exchanged here, like fighter jet is several hundreds of millions of dollars. –
Smith chapter 7 (creative industries): the dark side of creativity, the remote control war ( video gonna be watched next week.)
-Dark side of creativity= problems associated with technologies that we are creating for ourselves. Its related problems that came with invention of nuclear bomb. It was powerful, we have seen since then others get the same tech. most the countries have nuclear weapons, the issue is that we have all nuclear non –proliferation (trying to get rid of some of the nuclear created globally.) the issue is that the greater weapon u create, ur enemy will have it too and how will u protect urself. Soviet (What is Soviet power? What is the essence of this new power, which people in most countries still will not, or cannot, understand? The nature of this power, which is attracting larger and larger numbers of workers in every country, is the following: in the past the country was, in one way or another, governed by the rich, or by the capitalists, but now, for the first time, the country is being governed by the classes, and moreover, by the masses of those classes, which capitalism formerly oppressed. Even in the most democratic and freest republics, as long as capital rules and the land remains private property, the government will always be in the hands of a small minority, nine-tenths of which consist of capitalists, or rich men.).  is example. It is not fantasy it is a reality. 
- Creative expression: key attribute is second generation of web based tech, generational shift is that u doesn’t have to be scientist to use web 2.0 anyone can do it.  The fact that average citizen can put info online is the idea of creativity online, used to be computer techs but now the citizens themselves. The sense of creativity brought on. Richard floride in the text speaks to the need for vibrant communities to have the three ts (tech, talent, and tolerance). He says where communities that have these, are vibrant are (innovative). The tolerance t refers to diversity within the community; in reverse to the old school that u had to be surrounded by ppl like urself. There is a trend with the emergence of computers, icts and internet, a trend from celebration of creating brilliance no longer but shifted to the tech grough. To the wiz with computer, to Steven jobs like ppl. Not celebrated like the Picasso kinds of ppl. Many of the famous innovators that we can name are the tech groughs, like bill gates, Steven jobs, mark Zuckerberg, and founder of google. All ppl that became famous bc of what they have created, we also celebrate that they are filthy rich. They have done sthg very innovative and have become very rich which is a change. A correlation bw creativity and wealth rather than correlation bw creativity and art. · The meaning of the internet should not be understood in what we can do with it.  Archeologists have understood the relationship bw ppl and the things they have. Their focus is on the artefacts on the ppl historically, the things ppl used in the absence of ppl them. The question is what the future archeologists will be looking at when they look at our civilization?  So the archeologists dig in the earth and come up with the stuff that we leave behind, they find a lot of electronic devices. And most notably they find these electronic devices at these screens, opig screen. Different sizes and the archeologist are speculating about what we were doing? They don’t know what those screens were doing? The stuff that we leave behind don’t tell ppl much what we were doing. Like what we were doing on a laptop. Outwardly we don’t look different just sitting and looking at the screen. So the archeologist will be astonished thinking that what we were doing that we had screens all over the places, what was important that they were looking at? 
· Screen is light, it projects and enables light. We are drawn to this light like the moth is drawn to the light( prof talking about his frnd.) there are screens everywhere, we need to realize how meaningful it may seem to us, but how meaningless it can be . we need to make sure that us using the tech is useful.  We need to be critical of our engagement with new tech so we can use it to its full potential; to do less is to get convenience and amusement. Then we have not made use of so much more that can be done, need to use it to its full potential.
