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General Remarks: From Cooperation to Global Governance 
Why States Coexist 
-To coexist 
-To avoid greater evils (When US/USSR realized that they could have been in a nuclear war or global warming where nations come together for worldly cause)
-To achieve the national interest (for alliances to achieve in national interest that it cannot achieve by itself )
How states cooperate
-Diplomacy (in the past leaders used to write letters, now leaders sometimes meet with other leaders however most diplomacy occurs through diplomats)
-International law and international organization (when states make a series of documents consisting of things states will abide by or not do, international organizations like UN makes nations closer and increases ties)
Global Governance
-Governments with a world without governments 
-Includes all the norms, rules, and predictability 

International Law

Sources of International Law
-Customary Practices (behaviours that states adopt that are not writing in any treaty or document such as diplomatic immunity) 
-Treaties (Always signed by states; covenants, conventions, protocol, and agreements are treaties)
-Court decisions and legal scholarship (Laws or documents that go international which creates precedents and case law; more indirect because judges don’t make decisions by themselves 
-General Principles of law (supposed to be principles that are universal because it wouldn’t make sense to talk about law without this – good faith is one example, rebis extenumus if the circumstances change than this treaty is no longer valid)

When is War Legal?
-Legality condition under which it is acceptable according to the law to use force 
-Legitimacy political and moral justification to operate outside the law 
-The UN security council determines whether a state can use force or to authorize war 

What is legal during war? Jus in Bello
-When the law has started there are new rules or conventions that apply:
Four Geneva Convention 
1) 1864, 1907: Wounded combatants and sick have to be treated on the battlefield
2) 1929: Conditions of war prisoners and the shipwrecked that have to be given enough access to food, wattle and medical attention as a result of the fighting – must be provided even to the enemy 
3) 1949: Specifies the rights of POV and the shipwrecked
4) 1949: There was also a convention to determine the protection and right of civilians in war (don’t kill someone who is not resisting) 

Tribunal: and the International Court (anyone who breaks these rules will be subject to ICC unless national country wants to try him)

Enforcing International Law: The International Criminal Court (ICC)
-In force since July 1 2002 (can only try people after this day)
-Tries natural persons only (can try presidents, diplomats, leaders for acts that they committed)
-Areas of responsibility:
*Genocide
*Crimes against humanity
*War crimes
*Crimes of aggression

Enforcing International Law: the International Court of Justice (ICJ)
-Main international tribunal
-Tries only states – helps states with disputes
-Members are the same as the UN
-Compulsory jurisdictions (states have to follow)
-Reservations (some states have reservations over whether to follow)

The problem of enforcement 
-Sovereignty remains the basic rule of the UN charter
Determining factors in compliance
-Goodwill of states
-National interest (if respecting treaty means undermining security, economy and reputation that it makes no sense to respect it)
-State power (is a consideration is the country powerful enough to get away)
-Public opinion (this is an incentive to abide by international law)
-Other government’s opinion 
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
