Premise of Course
-Significant transformations happening in the world (there has been a shift from states and what they were doing and thinking with little interest on foreign policies issues outside of war to a more global interconnected world). 
-Numerous ties between states and population (more ties and they are deepening) 
-Way we used to think about international politics is not applicable because if the world has changed we need to look at the world in a new way (can’t act and think in same way if reality has changed)
-Can’t act the same either

Traditional Concerns
-The traditional concerns of people that studied global politics war – war between major states 
-Stated discussion about thirty years war and peace of Westphalia (war was more deadly and it had to do with circumstances in Europe. Countries had to come together to end the current and future wars). This lead to assertion of sovereignty and the sovereign state
-Sovereignty had been around for 100 years but it was more established with Westphalia. This had huge impact on human history despite applying to just Europe at the time of the thirty years war (Iran and China’s response to international concern of their issues reinforces sovereignty)
-Powerful concept 

International Law & More 
-Post 1648 (Westphalia) treaties have been about guaranteeing sovereignty, avoiding war and about making alliances in case of war (turning point because it asserted sovereignty and it became basis for war and cooperation/negotiations). 
-By the 1900s treaties are more than just about war, they cover more topics (IOs)
-Gradual intensification of cooperation between countries around war (1800s laws on war, 1900s more laws on war following Geneva conventions and the UN)
--In spite of fear of military attack and war there has been an increase relations in ties of trade, migration, travel, so there needs to be more laws and international organizations 

Increasing Relations
-There used to be interaction between heads of states in the past for diplomatic reasons however the population of the country did not really interact with others
-By as ties intensify with different parts of the world; ties between populations of societies increased as well. 
-As ties increase with populations, governments must come together to and come up with rules on social and economic interactions 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Growing Global Awareness
-Material reality and intellectual reality (people think beyond their own country – population issues, economic issues, environmental issues)
-When people are aware of the place they occupy they become aware of the problems or issues and they realize solutions are not national (international cooperation) 
-When people become aware of problems they become interested in the cause and the solutions we should visit 
-As well as identify those responsible and who needs to act and how would they act

Persistent Issues
-There are persistent issues in global issues; these issues that are getting more complicated over time
-Complex issue is the shifting power balance in the world (obvious that US is not the major superpower it used to be, European Union is not going to becoming insignificant, rise of developing countries like China and India and even Brazil to an extent) 
-Issues of human rights and humanitarian intervention will not go away (Syria is current issue but its not the only one and will not be the last one; human rights contends with state sovereignty) 
-Trade, Finance and development – money will continue to circulate to make purchases and if products are manufactured abroad then money goes abroad to be invested; development will not go away because populations standard of living is so low that they need to industrialize even a little bit to make life more liveable. 
-Environmental issues are quintessential issues in global politics (nature just pertains to physical geography) population if you believe the numbers will continue to increase (while there is enough food, it is possible there might be a shortage of food and drinking water)
-What you need to combat these issues is more global governance (governments should come together to create solutions on global warming, etc and to put pressure on those causing problems)

Paths to the Future

Back to Westphalia
-Untying some global ties (i.e. could be renegotiating NAFTA but making certain things allowable that are not currently) Currently decisions made by governments are difficulty due to what the general population, and foreign investment and businesses want (meet both needs). 
-Re-entering life on the state
-Political sovereignty – limit political sovereignty however there are issues that governments should continue to pertain to such as criminal law 
-Economic sovereignty – globalization has also affected economic sovereignty (i.e. governments tied to global economy will think twice about environmental laws in order to not lose investment) going back to Westphalia would limit economic sovereignty – less dependence on other nations 

Localization
-Localization refers to the 100-mile diet (or about anything really you use)
-Motivation is an environmental one – idea that is more common among environmentalists 
-Localization: Meet local needs (food, water, shelter) based on locale conditions 
-Self-reliance not because of fear of others, but self-reliance is what nature provides 
-Proponents argue there are political effects (i.e. you could have a more meaningful form of democracy if using localization) 

Regionalization
-Forms of adaptation or working with globalization but trying to make it work for people while tackling problems it brings forth (regionalization is an example of this)
-Finding solutions that are higher than state but less than the globe 
-Informal: coordinate and harmonize (maintain ties with other nations, but the closer ties takes place regionally)
-In some cases regionalization is formal; common institutions created that make decisions that nations must abide by (i.e. EU) this is known as supranational institutions 

Cosmopolitanism 
-David held and Anthony McGrude are proponents of cosmopolitanisms
-Idea of cosmopolitism is the entire world and humanity is taken as a point of reference for all issues that human beings face (economic, environmental, population, issue)
-It acknowledges world is organized by sovereign nation-states, however, it defends positions that these states are unable to address issues that face planets
-Therefor it is necessary to have much more meaningful global governments and international organization/law to develop and implement policies that are necessary to address that the problems that states can’t address  
-This is done by starting from current international institutions and working with these organizations with power to get them to transfer authority to new organizations that would have a global reach 

Conclusion
