Households and Residence
· household:residential unit, may or may not be synonymous with family
· Post marital residential patterns
· Patrilocal or Virilocal (couple in near or in husbands family home)
· Matrilocal or Uxorilocal (couple live enar or a wives family home)
· Avunculocal-man lives with his MB (trobriands)
· Neolocal- couple lives on their own
· depends on marriage type, kinship system, subsistence patterns, male, female roles
Families and Change
· divorce and remarriage creates changes in family structure
· Lone parent families (16%)
· Common Law (15.5%) -fastest growing
· Married couples-nuclear (70%)
· 12 % step families
· same sex couples-15 % of female same sex couples were living with children; 3 % of male same sex couples were living with children
· Children with 2 mothers, father (lesbian); two females; each having a child from donors
· Transnational adoptions
· International Migration- extended family support, importance of the internet
· challenge of technology to traditional family-reproductive technologies
· donor created or conceived families (use of donor gametes (egg or sperm)
· donor surrogacy (strangers, kin, interethnic)
· donor kin families or networks-based on shared genes between donor siblings, between donors & children, between respective families of donor children
· how families are made, how relational bonds are changing, giving choice to individuals
Kinship and Friendship
kin and non kin groups:
· kin groups-extended family, descent groups, (i.e, lineages, clans)
· non kin groups:friendship, trade partners, common interest groups (sodalities), age grades and age sets; secret societies
Kinship & anthropology
· an important focus in anthropology
· organizing principle of many (formerly) stateless societies-kin based societies
· foundation of social structural arrangements-typologies, classifications
· the traditional focus was the genealogical grid- the universe of genealogical relatives and the patterns found based on genealogies (descent)
· focus today is kinship in practice, kin work, reconfiguration of kinship based on new forms of relatedness, gender inequalities in kinship
Functions
· ways of organizing human interdependence/support system
· recruitment of members (birth, adoption)
· defines residence rules
· provide intergenerational links
· marks succession (names, office, descent) and inheritance
· transnational kinship-extension of ties across national borders
Kinship & Relatedness
· Mating(sex), Birth (shared blood), nurturance ( permanent (adoption) or temporary (fostering) 
· Blood may not kinship make-illegitimate child
· imposition of culture on biological facts- relatedness may be modeled on biology but may not be biological-adoption, fictive kin, affines, foster parents, surrogacy
· As idiom for other ties (fictive kin) god parents (compadazgo-co parents or ritual parents in Catholic Latin America, friends of parents, trade partners in Papua New Guinea
New Kinship
· Kin relatedness created through new reproductive technology
· 1 millions families created (USA)* rough estimates)
· Legal changes are slow to accommodate donor-conceived family communities or surrogacy (Japan, India)
· Law is mostly concerned with protecting the traditional family (France today)
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
