· 1829 – First use of the word technology
· Technology is an extension of life
· Tension of technology being selfish and generous at the same time
· Precautionary principal, when you meet a new technology (make sure it is okay first, engage with it)
· Better ideas is a response to technology we don’t like 
· “To parent our mind children”
· Technology: most powerful force: connects it to the being of the universe (self-organization, complex systems)
· There is no bad technology, it is controllable
· Connects technology to the beginning of the universe
