1)Imagery
The formation of mental images, figures, or likenesses of things, or ofsuch images collectively e.g  she fell like a log of wood.
2)Purpose
the reason why something is done or used : the aim or intention of something,  the feeling of being determined to do or achieve something, the aim or goal of a person : what a person is trying to do, become, etc.
3)Diction
The clearness of a person's speech. Choice and use of words in speech or writing. E.g The actor's diction was so poor I could hardly understand what he was saying.
4)Reveal
to make (something) known, to show or prove that (someone) is a particular type of person, to show (something) plainly or clearly, to make (something that was hidden) able to be seen.
5) Conceal
to prevent disclosure or recognition of something, to place out of sight, to keep from being seen, found, observed, or discovered; hide.
6a) Rhetorical argument.
A Rhetorical Argument is basically a persuasive argument that uses one or a combination of its three distinct "appeals". An argument that makes use of Emotions, character of speaker, makes use of reason (pathos, ethos, logos).
6b) Convincing argument.
The definition of convince is to persuade someone with evidence or argument.
7) Context
The situation in which something happens : the group of conditions that exist where and when something happens, the words that are used with a certain word or phrase and that help to explain its meaning,the parts of a piece of writing, speech, etc, that precede and follow a word or passage and contribute to its full meaning e.g To really know a word, you must be able to use it in context. [=in a sentence with other words]. 
8a) Syntax
The way in which words are put together to form phrases, clauses, or sentences, e.g  “I saw that she a cookie ate” is an example of incorrectsyntax.
8b) Texture
Its basically everything that surrounds the text e.g the political situation, social situation, etc.

9) Voice
Voice is the writer's personality expressed in writing. Voice is all about the choices you make: the topic, the story structure, the phrasing, the vocabulary, the details. But there’s more to it than that; there’s also the passion for the subject matter, and the fortitude of opinion.
10) Metaphor
Figure of speech containing and implied comparison, in which a word or phrase ordinarily and primarily used of one thing is applied to another. Metaphors typically use words ''like'' or ''as'' followed by the comparison. There are two types of metaphors: Simile and analogy.
10a) Simile
where two unlike things are compared followed by a figurative example e.g her tears flowed like wine, he is as hungry as a horse.
10b) Analogy
where a literal comparison is made between two things e.g I feel like fish in water, she was as quiet as a mouse.
11) Hyperbole
Gross exageration e.g she is so hungry that she can eat a horse.
12) Antitheses
It uses contrast to prove a point e.g you are going, i am staying, hope is antitheses of despair,...etc.
13) Anecdote
A short account of a particular incident or event, especially of aninteresting or amusing nature.

How to Write an Op-Ed Article

-Track the news and jump at opportunities: When an issue is dominating the news — whether it’s a war, a stock market panic or just the latest controversy on a reality TV show — that’s what readers want to read and op-ed editors want to publish. Whenever possible, link your issue explicitly to something happening in the news

- Limit the article to 790 words:  Shorter is even better. Some academic authors insist they need more room to explain their argument. Unfortunately, newspapers have limited space to offer, and editors generally won’t take the time to cut a long article down to size.

- Make a single point — well: Be satisfied with making a single point clearly and persuasively. If you cannot explain your message in a sentence or two, you’re trying to cover too much.

- Put your main point on top: Just get to the point and convince the reader that it’s worth his or her valuable time to continue.

- Tell readers why they should care: Put yourself in the place of the busy person looking at your article. At the end of every few paragraphs, ask out loud

- Embrace your personal voice: The best of these examples will come from your own experience. e.g If you’ve worked with poor families, tell a story about one of them to help argue your point. In other words

- Use short sentences and paragraphs:  Cut long paragraphs into two or more shorter ones.

- Avoid jargon: When in doubt, leave it out. Simple language doesn’t mean simple thinking

- Use the active voice: Active voice is nearly always better than passive voice. It’s easier to read, and it leaves no doubt about who is doing the hoping, recommending or other action.

- Acknowledge the other side: 

- Make your ending a winner:  it’s also important to summarize your argument in a strong final paragraph. That’s because many casual readers scan the headline, skim the opening and then read the final paragraph and byline

Types of essays
-Expository essay
The expository essay is a genre of essay that requires the student to investigate an idea, evaluate evidence, expound on the idea, and set forth an argument concerning that idea in a clear and concise manner. This can be accomplished through comparison and contrast, definition, example, the analysis of cause and effect, etc.
-Descriptive essay
The descriptive essay is a genre of essay that asks the student to describe something—object, person, place, experience, emotion, situation, etc. This genre encourages the student’s ability to create a written account of a particular experience. What is more, this genre allows for a great deal of artistic freedom (the goal of which is to paint an image that is vivid and moving in the mind of the reader).
-Narrative essay
When writing a narrative essay, one might think of it as telling a story. These essays are often anecdotal, experiential, and personal—allowing students to express themselves in a creative and, quite often, moving ways.
-Argumentative essay
This is the type of essay where you prove that your opinion, theory or hypothesis about an issue is correct or more truthful than those of others. In short, it is very similar to the persuasive essay (see above), but the difference is that you are arguing for your opinion as opposed to others, rather than directly trying to persuade someone to adopt your point of view.
-Persuasive Essay
Here your rationale, your argument, is most important. You are presenting an opinion and trying to persuade readers, you want to win readers over to your point of view.
- Analytical essay
In this type of essay you analyze, examine and interpret such things as an event, book, poem, play or other work of art. 






How to write a persuasive essay

Ways to improve my writing

1) Read often

Without reading often, it becomes hard to understand what effective and correct writing looks like and this will ultimately help familiarize me with the different writing styles that exist.

2) Write Often

I believe the more I write the more I become open to learning and understanding new terminologies. It’s better to practice for 15 minutes a day rather than for two hours three times a week. 

3) Read It Aloud
Hearing my words rather than just looking at them can change my opinion of my writing and expose potential flaws such as pretentious terms, boring dialog, and run-on sentences.
4) Be concise and be clear
I believe the longer I write, the less I hold a reader’s interest. so I do not  have to waste words explaining what you’ve just written.
5) Keep it short
I try to  keep sentences short without necessarily using  plenty of paragraph breaks. I believe a hundred characters per line is optimal for speed, and approximately forty-five characters is best for reader comfort.

6) Watch my tone
When writing, we know our feelings, humor, intent, and state of mind at the time, but  for readers, it might not be clear and perceived as we want it to. They are guessing at my tone and so, I have to write such that they guess right.
7) Stay on topic
If I add too many points to a piece of writing, the reader might get confused about the main point of my post. Thus, I make sure each point ties back to the message I want to get across to the reader, and make sure each sub-point is supportive and relevant.
Describe the tone and how it is set
Tone is often defined as a quality in the voice that expresses the speaker's feelings or thoughts, often towards the person being spoken to. That is, what the author (rather than the reader) feels about the subject. (What the reader feels about it, by contrast, is referred to as the mood.) 
Tone is established when the author answers a few basic questions about the purpose of the writing: such as:
· Why am I writing this?
· Who am I writing it to?
· What do I want the readers to learn, understand, or think about?
The tone is mostly set based on the type of writing. For example In expository, tone is clear and concise, confident but courteous.T he writing level should be sophisticated but not pretentious, based on the reader’s familiarity with or expertise in the topic.
In creative writing, tone is more subjective, but it also requires focus on communication. Tone is delivered in the form of syntax and usage, in imagery and symbolism, allusion and metaphor, and other literary tools and techniques.

How to develope voice.
Voice is the writer's personality expressed in writing. Voice is all about the choices you make: the topic, the story structure, the phrasing, the vocabulary, the details. But there’s more to it than that; there’s also the passion for the subject matter, and the fortitude of opinion.
You can facilitate voice by giving yourself the freedom to say things in your own unique way. To set your voice free, set your words free. Set your characters free. Most important, set your heart free.  It could be as simple as practicing free writing. It might mean trying exercises to find the particular voice you are looking for. What naturally flows from your fingertips as you write these statements? You can find out a lot about your character’s voice, or your own writing voice, by writing everything that comes to mind. By writing what’s natural.
