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Fear of the US…
Lack of nationalism leads to regionalism
 
Metis and Natives
· Manitoba Metis
· Governing structure back to 1835, the council of assiniboia
· Defined culture
· Economic structure/system which largely revolved around the buffalo hunt
· Provisional government William McDougall
· Chased out by the Metis who saw surveyors setting up township lots which did not consider metis claims, particularly around Red River (present day Winnipeg)
· Louis Riel - lead the metis, 25 at the time
· His father was an early rebel in the 1840s
· Schooled in Montreal
· The one to rally the metis against this incursion by the canadian govt
· The Canadian party
· Supporters of canadian govt who moved in from ontario
· Planned to replicate anglo protestant etc society that they had left in Ontario
· Lead by Dr. John Shultz
· His general store becomes headquarters for this party which opposed reil and the metis
· Fort Gary
· Riel sets up a provisional govt
· Attacks and takes over Shultz's store (Shultz escapes)
· Thomas Scott
· An Orangemen from Ontario
· Refuses to abide by the rules of his captors
· Metis court condemns him to death
· Riel didn't want to put him to death, but his more military supporters said it was necessary to show how serious they were
· John A Mac
· Negotiates with the metis, asking Donald Smith to lead up the negotiations
· He had run the HBC so he knew the area and the people
· Also orders troops to head west
· Takes a long time, since they lacked railways etc
· By the time they get there, Riel had fled for the US
· MacDonald had wanted that to happen, didn't want a show trial
· Foreshadow of the implications of his eventual trial
· Demands
· Bilingual legislature, court, schools (initially)
· The metis get their land plus are granted another 500 000 acres for their children
· All this comes into effect in the 1870 Manitoba Act
· Red river and nearby district of Assinaboia become the small sized Manitoba
· The bureaucracy for land distribution was poo
· Got low price, was it fair or swindling? So much land available… maybe fair
· Many felt ill treated and moved further west into what becomes Saskatchewan
· Further away from white society… but 15 years later they face one last and desperate struggle to maintain their way of life
· 1872 - Dominion Lands Act
· Canada wants to expand to prevent the US from encroaching
· 10$ fee gets you 160 acres (a quarter of a square mile)
· Have to build within 3 years some kind of dwelling
· Had to cultivate approx 20% of the land
· Policing was moreso for if you wanted to expand your land
· 1873 - North-West Mounted Police - eventually RCMP after WWI
· To create order in anticipation of migration
· 1871-1877 - seven treaties (numbered treaties)
· Cree, chippewa, ojibwa and blackfoot
· Placing them on reserves
· 1876 - indian act
· Reserves and other impacts on natives
· Depletion of buffalo
· Disease
· Certain native customs were outlawed
· Pass system to get off of the reserve
· Treated as wards of the state/children
· Banks informed to not loan to the first nations, they were considered too unreliable to pay
· Emphasis on assimilation
· The creation of residential boarding schools
· Children removed from parents if 'unfit'
· Girls had to do domestic chores, boys had to do repairs, to maintain the buildings (often in terrible shape)
· Uniforms to make them dress like whites
· Taught that their beliefs were heathen, not allowed to speak native dialects etc
· Physical abuse was common, in later years sexual abuse too
· Continued into the 1960s… 
· A movie on VC about Basil Johnson, author of Indian School Days, no time to watch
 
Completing the Initial Union: BC (1871) and PEI (1873)
· BC was vancouver island and the mainland New Caledonia
· In 1866 both were united since they were broke
· 1867 alaska was purchased by the US from Russia
· BC pushed from both sides by the US
· Esquimalt naval base - British, to protect from the US
· Governor Governor Anthony Musgrave pushes the debt-ridden BC to consider joining Canada
· Canada buys ruperts land bringing it to BCs doorstep
· BC begins negotiation, it is not nationalism, but a good deal
· Promised a trans continental railway within 10 years
· Its death would be paid off
· An annual subsidy (100k?)
· 1871 - BC joins
· Out of financial reasons, hence regionalism over nationalism
· Recession leads to the slowing of the railways construction
· Talk of BC leaving confederation
· Bribed with 750k to allow another 10 years to build the railway by Alexander Mackenzie
· 1867 - PEI had said they were too good to be bought out, they were better than the mainlanders
· Began construction of a railway to increase their self sufficiency, practically bankrupts PEI
· Britain wouldn’t help, so they come to Canada
· 1873 - Canada pays off the railway, gives some subsidies, promises better communication links and buys out the absentee landlords
· John A had to try to hold all of this together
 
The CPR 1872-1885 and the National Policy 1878
· MacD looked for a business to build the CPR, east to west to bind together canada
· Finds Sir Hugh Allan - visionary?
· But he funnelled lots of money into the conservative government, so it looked like he bought the charter
· Millions of acres of land, and millions of dollars of grants and low interest loans
· Forced to give up the charter
· MacD resigns in 1873
· Lord Dufferin calls on Alexander Mackenzie to become PM
· 1873-1878 - had been a stoneworker, but had moved up tocontracting and publishing by election
· A 19th century liberal, believing in small govt, free trade
· Not very charismatic comparing to MacD
· 1874 he had to go up to election, but got elected, people who remembered the scandal
· 1874 - comes up with secret ballot
· Refused becoming a sir (knighthood) like 3 or 4 times, said it wasn’t right
· 1875 - supreme court of canada which in 1888 becomes the final court of appeal for criminal, but certain appeals to the Privy council continue until 1949
· Economic downturn
· Despite favouring free trade he is encouraged to put in tariffs, he refuses
· John A MacD comes back to power in 1878 through the National Policy platform of high tariffs
· To build up urban manufacturing industry, which would increase market for our own agricultural goods
· Seen as favoritism towards central Canada
· Arranged a new business syndicate to build the CPR, didn't need that extra decade
· 1885 the final stake
· George Stephen of Bank of Montreal
· Some people said Bank of Montreal got too many perks
· Got the already completed sections for free, didn’t have to buy them out
· Got millions of acres of land for free
· All of its capital stock would be tax free
· Got a provision against any railway built to the south for 20 year - the monopoly clause
· Fear it would lead to high prices
· Pressure from the west leads it to be ended early, but the tradeoff is that any line that connects have to charge 85% of the canadian rate
· 1897 - crows nest pass rate
· Gets 3 million
· Sales price was 15% lower? Not sure I follow o______0 to protect canadian...something?
· READING
· The rates charged in western Canadan is no different than US midwest
· The complaints of the west being excluded… the national policy's intent was the attach the west as a Hinterland… a sort of inbuilt mercantilism
· Agriculture from west for goods from east
· No way that industry would every relocate to western canada, at least until the 1960s?
· No money, resources, labour forces etc
· Anger from a feeling of being disadvantaged
· Co-operative movement in response to this feeling of disadvantage
· Pool resources, like the Manitoba Grain Growers Company
· 20 000 members lead by E A Partridge 1906
· All east-west rail traffic goes through Winnipeg
· 3rd largest with 150k by 19…11? A boomtown
· 1905 - Sask and Alberta become provinces
· Disputes because the Fed govt retains rights for subsurface mineral rights

Second Riel Rebellion 1885
· Gabriel Dumont travels to montana to Riel who was there, and had taken up US citizenship
· White settlers and crappy winters lead to suffering in 83,84,85
· Riel saw himself as Louis David Riel - biblical, messianic
· Says that the metis are god's chosen people, and he is their leader
· Talked of a new papacy in western canada
· Saw the injustice there
· Had 250 fighters with him and establishes a provisional government in Batoche Saskatchewan
· Attack fort carleton and sieze weapons
· Go to duck lake killing 4 mounties
· John A MacD sends troops via CPR under Middleton, faster, only had to portage portions
· Frog lake - cree - killing settlers
· Claimed that promises under the indian act were not being followed
· Big Bear, their leader, recommended caution, likely the reason he was jailed instead of killed
· Use of gatling guns - friggen cooooool
· Riel is tried - wants to conduct a political trial against the state, refuses to enter a plea of insanity - jury of all white
· Sometimes incoherent on the stand
· The judge was recommended to show compassion by the jury, but in cases of treason, he had no choice
· It is appealed to the court of the king/queens bench
· Appealed and reaffirmed all the way up to the Privy Council, only John A MacD could spare him, he was seen as a defender of the french and the west
· John A MacD was encouraged to spare him by the french ministers
· Sends a medical team of 3 doctors, 2 say he is sane, one insane
· Decides to go ahead with justice
· November 1885 he is executed (hanging)
· Adds to the sense of anger, but John A had been determined to crush this
· Others were executed for Frog Lake (cree) but Big Bear was only sentenced to 3 years and got out after 1 due to poor health
 
 
· There is a certain irony
· Many figured that ontario was favoured, thought they would call the shots since they had the most seats, but they don’t since macD and others thought that there were certain national concerns that trumped provincial ones
· Ontario leads provincial rights movements in 1887 against disallowance powers enjoyed by ottawa, focused around frustration over not being the leader of t new country… but Quebec follows, out of fear of anglo dominance
· British lead regional imperialism
