What is Policing?
-A process/set of processes willfully directed towards the production of order and proffering assurances
-Thomas Hobbes- Sacrifice freedom for security
- Policing is the fundamental key role of the state for safety and security
- Modern Public Police- blue suits- modern invention. 

Police
-The word “police” traditionally didn’t mean inforcing law in the public-
-Used to mean maintenance of good market functioning
- Peace order and good gov’t

The Historical Origins of the Concept of Police
-Merchants- those who owned little factories – during the industrial revolution- pushed the king – maintain the protection of the market

Conceptual Turns
-private property is basis of capital society.
-private property is the reward for good behavior
-the state will only interfere in private space if you behave- reward for honest effort
-Public space= Political space- of which gov’t can control
-Policing no longer means in the private
-Liberal Capitalism- use police authority- to 
- No public police service until 1829
- newly born middle class- must resistance to public police project 1750-1829- 

The Difficult Birth of the Public Police:
-The shy of Reeve-  Sheriff- devolved to village idiot- 
-Private sector- said we need to put people in uniforms to keep order in the private sector- corporations/ factories had their own protection service- paid them to protect products coming of the ships to the factories.
-Corporations- Marxist speaking- saying they were producing puvlic benefit and paying for it. 
	-They then said give us some money and we will have more protection and 
	will all benefit.
· American colonies- tremendous source of resource back th

Sir Robert Peel:
-when he brought technology- said don’t worry- just modifying the system not changing it- articulated police- tweeking old technology

PEEL’s 9 principles- :
1.Policing is about prevention 
2.consensus- the police do not work in powers against the people- they work through the cooperation with the public
-consesus
3. impartiality- members of community- only answer to the law and the law alone
