History of Surgery
· From Butchery to brilliance ***
· Trephination: drilling into the head, relating pressure & evil spirits, headaches, seizers
· The renaissance nose job: syphilis = lose nose , rhinosplasty: used to fix noses lost in war or to syphilis
· Face Transplant: France 2006, on a woman, first partial face transplant
· Blood & Guts: surgeons were trained as barbers(barber surgeons), early surgery called optimistic butchery, surgeon = harbinger of death, not respected profession, 
· 4 necessary prereq. :***
· understanding anatomy (Vesalius:he wrote books about anatomy)
· managing blood loss (Parc-invented the ligature: tie off blood vessels)
· discovery of pain relief (Anesthesia)(James Younger Simpson- tested chloroform on his baby girl) 
· Dr.John Snow- chloroform perfect it
· They uses ether and chloroform as anesthetic
· Battling infection: 
· Childbed fever- women dying is child bed cause of (blood poisoning)
· Dr. Igaz Semmelweiss- the ‘father of infection control’ , why ladies dying, cause doctors have “death on their hands’ (literally dirty hands), ppl didn’t listen to him
· “savior of mothers’
· dies in asylum from septicemia
· the doctor’s plague: Dr.Charles Meigs: ‘Doctots are gentlemen, and gentlemen’s hands are clean.’
· Pasteaur: bacteria
· Lister: carbolic acid- same as what was used in cleaning sewers, tested it on a young boy 
· The Lobotomist:
· Walter Freeman, called it transorbital lobotomy, did on depressed housewives, hyperactive children, Today: deep Brain Stimulation for Parkinsons disease, ‘ice-pick lobotomy’, lots were done… lots. Thorsene was drug= chemical lobotomy. 
· Circumcision:
· Oldest elective surgeries , ancient Egyptians, 
· Female circumcision/female genital mutilation/ritual cutting: 90% girls in Somalia go through this, illegal in Canada
· Dr.James Barry: pioneering army surgeon, 1st British surgeon, spent her life disguised as a man, 
· Midwifery: past-midwives stupid, now-yah midwives are coo
· The Birth House: it’s a book about midwives, decline of midwifery
· No success without failure, no development without risk:
· Brave, cold experiments: 

History of Mental Health
· Psychiatric diagnoses have been socially constructed 
· War and mantal illness: war neurosis/combat stress/Gulf War Syndrome,/PTSD, Shell shock victims treated harshly, seen as deserters, endured more trauma with treatments like solitary confinement or electric shock therapy
· Arthur Hurst: Seale Hayne: army major, medic, ‘heroic’ treatment: farm work, reconstruction of the battlefield = ‘occupational therapy’ – still used today
· Pre-asylum era: lack of institutions, home care
· Treatment: abandonment or confinement, exorcism-burning and exaggerated fasting, trepanning (drill a massive hole in the head)
· Outcasts, no protective laws, donations, torturous treatments
· Mental illness: ‘disease of the soul’ , anger of gob
· Phrenology: personality traits located in distinct areas of the brain
· Classifications: personality disorder, somatization disorder, delusions & hallucinations 
· Wondering womb, nymphomania, imbalance of humors ( 4 classifications: maia, melancholia, phobia, tranvestism)
· Asylum era: Prison: goal (ex. Bridewell), madhouse/workhouse, reformed in 1700
· Confinement and forced detainment, forced labor and imprisonment, prohibition of beginning and homelessness, verity of treatment
· Thomas Sydenham: added etiology (the study of causation, origination) and pathogenesis(the origin, development, and resultant effects of a disease) as defining criteria
· Treatment: inducing purging, blood-letting, blistering, cold and hot baths, opium
· De-institutionalization era: 1940 to present, hospital, community health center/church 
· Changes in moof, thinking abd behavior, resulting in distress and impaired functioning
· Multi-faceted: biological, enviro, and psychosocial factors
· Treatment: insulin-induced coma, lobotomies, ECT, pharmacology, behavioural therapy, hypnosis, counseling
· Mental Health Act: definition of mental health, professional roles and codes of practice, treatment orders, children, incompetent and criminals, other regulations
· Post partum depression: 
· Baby blues (50-80%):
· 1-3 days
· postpartum depression (3-20%) 6 moths post-birth, may last several months or even a year
· postpartum psychosis: 1 in 1000 births
