Instructions: Answer 6 of the 10 following questions in the booklet(s) provided. Each question is worth 5 points for a total of 30 points. Each answer should be approximately 3-4 paragraphs. Please number your responses. Do not answer more than 6 questions. If you answer more than 6 questions, the first 6 answers will be graded. You have until 5:00pm to finish the exam. If you finish early you may leave early, but do so quietly.
1. Are Quinton’s arguments for supporting the memory criterion and rejecting the bodily criterion logically valid? Discuss and explain.
2. Does Quinton fix the issues associated with Locke’s memory criterion? Do you find that his theory is an improvement on Locke’s theory?
3. Do you agree with Hume that there is no continuous stream of cause and effect between our perceptions (that perceptions are actually distinct) simply because we cannot observe cause and effect? Discuss and explain.
4. What is the difference between substance dualism and property dualism? Discuss both theories and explain how they differ from one another. Which do you think is most plausible and why?
5. What is Hume’s main objection to Locke’s theory on personal identity? Do you agree with Hume’s objection? Explain.
6. Explain why identity doesn’t matter for Parfit. Explain Pafit’s theory and discuss whether or not you agree with his theory.
7. Explain the difference between the Platonic and Cartesian conception of the soul and Quinton’s conception of the soul. Which do you find more plausible? Explain.
8. Discuss and explain the main thesis of narrative identity. Do you find this theory plausible? Explain.
9. Discuss and explain the similarities between Hume’s theory on personal identity, the early Buddhist doctrine of no-self, and Parfit’s theory on personal identity.
10. Explain how Parfit’s theory on personal identity leads to a consequentialist/utilitarian ethical theory. Do you agree with Parfit’s ethical theory? Explain.
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
