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The Canadian Constitution is a both a written document and non-written act which binds the people of Canada together, basic human rights and principles are stated and the proper government function is specified. Many years ago Canada abided by the British North America Act 1867 until they created their own Constitution Act in 1982. This constitution was created through many years of conservatism, nationalism and liberalism ideologies and these ideologies help shape the Constitution today. 

The creation of the Constitution was created to underline basic principles and all citizens must follow these guidelines. Conservatism is an ideology created by Edmund Burke; his ideas structured what conservatism is today and how the political parties act today. These ideas are branches of liberal principles but they also follow certain guidelines and these guidelines are similar to the Canadian Constitution. The Constitution covers basic and fundamental rights for all citizens in Canada, from freedom of speech, assembly and opinion. These essential rights are what Conservative people believe in, as their biggest belief is that all individuals are free and are born with these rights. Basic rights like these must be given to all citizens to have a functioning society and the Constitution clearly enables these rights for one another. Overall, the conservatism is a complicated ideology that does not have much relation with the creation of the Constitution but what is similar are the basic rights and freedoms we are given as conservatives are major supporters in that.

The pride of being a Canadian citizen is created from nation which respects the people within it and by creating laws and Constitutions which give people rights and access to do what ever they want ends in popular nation. When the constitution was taken from Britain, it was their as a guideline to create new laws and regulations but what it did was bring Canadian citizens together by binding both official languages more officially and it recognized the territory provinces and created mobility rights. When the Canadian Constitution was officially created, the official languages were now English and French, not just English and by doing this it brought the nation together and there was no more separation and conflict. Another action the Constitution created was an official bridge between all the provinces and territories, all provinces signed the constitution as well as the territories and by doing this all provinces were under one act and the North West and Yukon territories now had the ability to change certain legislature. With the Constitution act being created, it not only guided many laws for the country but also brought the citizens together in nationalism. Certain act officially brought the official languages and the people who spoke them together and all the provinces now have to abide one ruling document. 

The subject of liberalism is an ideology that impacted many political systems around the world, it created foundation for new thinking’s and helped give basic rights and freedoms to humans. Liberalism is topic that touches upon many constitutions, including’s Canada’s where it help create it. There are two significant parts of the Constitution where liberal ideas are clearly linked, the basic human rights principle and stages/ functioning of government. The Canadian Charter of Rights and Freedoms specifies many major rights each human has, including freedom of speech, religion, mobility and property. These rights are basically the same as John Locke’s ideas of life, liberty and estate; these three liberal ideologies were known to be natural rights and were later implemented onto the British people by the British government. Another liberal idea reflected in the Constitution is equality rights; all humans are equal under the law and this is similar to many liberal ideas of equality and fairness within society. Thomas Hobbes’s famous liberal ideas did not touch upon equality but his idea of political restraint and human reasoning being the backbone of society was stretched and used to create simple ideas to bring humans together. Next in the Constitution is the basic government structure and Democratic Rights, key points such as the legislative make up and regulations are in the Constitution. It covers the time where legislative members can be in parliament and the election process; it also covers powers it has and the power of government is a strong liberal idea that dates back to the French Revolution. Basic democratic liberal principles were very popular in populated countries and these countries thrived and moved away from the popular beliefs of fascism and communism. These principles also helped create the new system called the Welfare State, which was an economic system that helped promote success and distribute wealth in a country. In the end, the Canadian Constitution and the British North America Act all underline basic liberal principles with basic fundamental rights such as freedom of speech and property all reflect the thinking’s of John Locke’s life, liberty and property and the basic government make up; the regulations mirror the liberal principles of a well functioning government.

The creation of the Canadian Constitution off the British North America Act created a new nation as Canada now has independent set of regulations. These regulations have been created through many years of history, by seeing what works and what does not, a guideline was created and this guideline has been made from political ideologies from Conservatism, Nationalism and Liberalism. Conservatism just has a small relationship as basic fundamental rights from this constitution are praised and a major idea from the conservatives. With nationalism, the constitution brought together the nation by officially recognizing the two official languages of Canada and bringing all the provinces and territories under one document. Finally in liberalism, the basic liberal idea and thoughts created by John Locke and Thomas Hobbes gave people basic human rights and equality. Also, the Constitution’s ways of government are very similar to liberal ideas, as liberals believed in functioning government and a democratic system. 
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
