· Distinguish between ras and g-protein? Ras is a type of g-pprtein that has 1 subunit, while regular g’s have 3. They both hydrolyze gtp. Ras used in a pathway for cell growth and differentiation that are activated by growth factors which act on RTcase receptors.
