Justice for Nadia 
What the victim wants/needs from the point of the victim- secondary victims (parents, relatives) think about what they want and how it is framed when we assume what the victims want 

· Her friend described her as a strong person and that she was going to do something great in her life 
· She kept a video diary
· She got pregnant and got a miscarriage 
· Her relationship ended and she was head over heels with this guy
· After Christmas things went from bad to worse- she went through a dark time
· She didn’t want to get pregnant and took the morning after pill, but she missed him- so she couldn’t chose to keep the file or not 
· The school advised her a councilor and didn’t tell her parents and she was prescribed anti depressants and something that would help her sleep at night
· She was becoming suicidal- she would lock herself into her room and wouldn’t come out of the room
· She didn’t know if she could go to school- she didn’t even go to class 
· She was very depressed and she couldn’t do anything 
· She said she cant function and the doctor said they need to focus on getting her to function
· March 9th 2008- she left her dorm to walk into Ottawa’s worst snowstorm in years 
· 7000 sites online deal with suicide 
· The police in the village didn’t want to get involved 
· She kept searching for more evidence and ended up finding the guy- William 
· He encouraged 5 people to commit suicide so he can watch them via webcam 
· Again- the police didn’t take it seriously because they don’t see people; they just see them as an alcoholic, having a mental illness, etc. 
· She spent a year and a half to try and find out who was encouraging people to commit suicide
· By Feb 2008- she was openly threatening suicide
· She came across a suicide website- and started to talk to an online account 
· He tells her that she’s female and has had severe depression over the past 2 years and yoga, prayers and meds and nothing has helped her and that she is a nurse
· He starts selling the idea for her to hang herself 
· Telling her what kind of rope to get and where in her apartment she will hang from 
· He never tries to convince her there is another reason but suicide 
· He never said go to a doctor, see a priest, or talk to someone 
· It took 2 years without any charges or arrest
Justice System catching up:
· For 2 years she tried to get the attention of police to do something about this guy
· Ottawa just made a call to him and didn’t do anything after that
· They had an IP address but they Ottawa police said they didn’t have enough evidence to arrest him
· It took 10 months for them to knock on his door, he immediately confessed to what he was doing and he said that it was the trill of the case 
· He went to the hospital and said he was suffering from suicide fetish 
· He sent people instructions on how to hang successfully 
· Her mother will always struggle with what happened to her daughter and why
· He thought he found a legal way to commit murder 
· If it wasn’t for that lady, then he would still be out there exploiting people at their darkest hour
· Her parents were not informed by the university – her age was more than 18
